ELIGIBILITY OF EXHIBITS

135, Sheep need not be entered by name or tag number, except when
otherwise stated, and no particulars other than the breeders’ name and
stud will be publshed in the Show Catalogue.

136, Sheep must be identified by 1ag number and date of shearing on
the Inspection Form. The Inspection Form is provided by the RASV
prior %o inspection to qualify as an Exhibit and become eligible to
compete.

EXCESS ENTRIES

137. In the event of more entries being received than can be
accommodated, ewe antries will be reduced to one in each dass from
any one Exhibitor,

138. W necessary, the number of sheep of each breed from any one

The Exhibitors will have the fight 10 nominate the sheep 1o be
withdrawn should this reduction be necessary,
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NATIONAL LIVESTOCK IDENTIFICATION SCHEME (NLIS)

139. All sheep are required % have a NLIS tag attached when
attending the Show.

EWES IN LAMB

140. A ewe entered as “wath lamb of her own bread at foot™ may be
transferred 1o the class provided for ewes of her age if she has not
lambed price %0 judging day, and vice versa.
PREPARATION OF SHEEP

141, Exhibitors or their employees are not permitied 10 prepare (L.e.
trin, etc.) Exhibits in any passageway of in any judging area in the
Panilion after 5:00pm on the day price 1o judging day.

142. No peeparation {(Including trimming) of shom sheep will be
permitied after the commencement of inspection unless extenuatng
crcumstances exist and permission is granted by the Chief Steward.
The grantng of such permission is entirely at the discredon of the
Chief Steward.

143, No tnmming will be permitted after judging except with the
permission of the Chief Steward.

144, No taticoing of sheep is permitied on the Showgrounds,
145, The washing of legs of Poll Dorset sheep is not permitted on the
Showgrounds.

146, Exhibitors are not permitied to use powders or other substances
on he face andior colour on legs and feet in the proparaton of sheep.

INSPECTION OF EXHIBITS

147, Every animal exhibited in the Sheep section must be inspected by
an Inspecior apponted by the RASY at the inspection Smaes.

148, All Exhiditors are to comply with the inspection times outlined in
the Timetable.

149, The Inspector or Inspeciors shall examine all sheep entered for
150. If nspection cards are not handed in, sheep wil not be Inspected
and are therefore not eligible for judging,

151. Sheep not in their allotted pens at the time of Inspecton may be
cisqualified by the Chief Steward. Any decision or determination of
cisqualification is entirely within the discretion of the Chial Steward and
shall not be challenged or called into question in any proceedings or in
any manner whatscever,

152, All sheep 1o be tatooed and tagged in accordance with ther
breed regulabons.

153. Any sheep found 10 be not visibly and legibly tattooed in
accordance with their breed regulations may be liable to be disqualfied
by the RASV.

154, No Exhibit may have their teeth filed or ground,

155, Lambs at foot are eligibie %o compete in lamb classes and must
be held when nol in ther pen.

156. In accordance with General Regulation 7.6, the dams of sheep
entered in the lamb classes must not be brought on 1 the
Showgrounds uniess they are entered for axhdition in another dass.

157. Disquadified sheep shall not be offered for sale on the
Showgrounds, Exhibitors of disqualifed sheep may remave them from
the Showgrounds at the direction of the Superintendent or Chief
Steward,

INSPECTION APPEALS

158. An exhibitor or competitor may appeal against an inspector’s
fociss

159. Subject to General Regulation 11,1 to 11,7, appeals shall be
addressed 10 the Chief Steward, and be lodged at the Sheep
Superintendent’s ofice before 6:00pm on the day the decision in
question has been made. Such appeals shall be accompanied with a
deposit of $50,00 that may be forfeited 1o the RASV 4 in the sole
opinion of the Chief Steward the appeal is unfounded, frivolous or
Vexatous.

160. The Chief Steward shall sat up a Protest Committee prior 1o the
commencement of the Show. The Committee shall comprise the Chief
Steward as the Chair and two ordinary members not associated with
the aleged incident. A meeling will be comened within 30 minutes of
the protest being received. The Protest Committee shall immediately
investigate the peotest and o found to be valid, inibate appropriate

action

161, The appeal and all matiers arising there from shall be determined
conclusively as o all matters by the RASV and shall not be the subject
of any appeal 10 any court or any order for review o of & similar
nature.

PHYSICAL SOUNDNESS

162, Al male arvmals must be completely ensire and deamed
physically sound. Any male animal not deemed 1o be completely entire
and physically sound by the RASV's Veternary Surgeon shall not
compete or be offered for sale on the Showgrounds, Any marks of
speying on females shall disqualdy them from competing,

DISAPPROVED EXHIBIT

163. The owner or Exhibitor of any Exhibit disapproved of as an Exhibit
by the RASVY or a Veterinary Surgeon of the RASY must immediately
upon notice %0 that effect remove such Exhibt from the RASV's
Grounds, Subject 1o General Regulasons 8 and 9, the RASY reserves
the absolute right to decline 10 receive anties in fulure yaars fom any
person who Exhibits stock that is not in the opinion of the RASV. up 1o
a salisfaciory standard, hat is not exhibited in reasonable Show
condition, or that is not given proper attenSon during the Show. Such 8
decision or determination is entirely within the discretion of the RASV
and shall not be questionad or challanged in any proceedcings or in any
manner whalsoever,

164. Exhibits must not be rugged after judging during the hours the
Show is open 10 the Public. Exhibitoes will be liable 1o a fine of $50.00
for every infringement of this regulation.

TAMPERING OF EXHIBITS

165. It is the Exhibitor’s responsibility 1o ensure the animal is not
subject 1o prohibited practices, prior fo and whilst on the Showgrounds.
166. The RASV may make or casuse 1o ba made, any test of any
Exhibit to determine whether any drug or other substance has been
administered 10 the Exhibit and may take possession of any such
Exhibit for any of the aforesald purposes and detain such Exhibit for
such period as the RASV deems necessary. Procedures for the lesting
of prohibited substances may indude random 1ests on Exhibits.

167. Should a positive test 10 a prohidited substance or practice resull,
any costs associated with testing will be bame by the Exhibitor.

168. In accordance with General Regulation 7.1, should a positive test
10 8 prohibited substance or practice result, the RASV reserves the
night %o forfeit an sward.
