So far as the law permits the Society or any Official Judge, Steward, Officer or employee will
not be liable in any way for any direct, indirect or consequential loss of an exhibit, or the
diminution in the value of an exhibit by reason of

the sale, delivery, disposal or other dealing with an exhibit.

JUDGING

Other than framed pieces, protective covering fitted to an article must be removed before
judging.

With the exception of those engaged by the Society, no person, whether an Exhibitor or
otherwise, will be permitted to enter the Pavilion whilst judging is in progress, unless
otherwise stated at the head of the Section.

The ludges decision is final, unless winning exhibit does not meet with the
criteria as set out in the Schedule. The Society may, at its discretion, overrule
the decision with the prize winner to forfeit the prize and other winners being
upgraded or downgraded accordingly.

NOTES

First, Second, Third prize cards and ribbons will be issued in accordance with the judges
awards. Commended awards may be issued at the discretion of the judge.

Where no first prize is awarded, second and third prizes will be withheld; only
very highly commended, highly commended and commended certificates may

be awarded.

PRIZEMONEY

Prizemoney will be awarded according to particulars set out within the Prize Schedule.

Cheques covering prize money will be mailed to exhibitors after the conclusion and clean up
of the Show.

REPRODUCTION
The Society may allow the reproduction of any work to the press and television stations,
during the period of the Show.
SALE OF EXHIBITS

All exhibits (except Cookery Classes 300 to 385 and Preserve Classes 450 to 485) may be
offered for sale.

Stewards are not to complete forms or mark exhibits on behalf of the exhibitor. No sale
will take place unless correct Sale forms have been completed by the exhibitor.

Works offered for sale should have the price clearly indicated by the exhibitor. The letters
NFS should be used if the work is not for sale. The Society will encourage the sale of work
while the exhibition is in progress.

Art Sales - Full price must be paid at the time of purchase. Holding deposits will not be
accepted. Miniatures entered as a pair must be sold as a pair.

Cheques covering the sale Less 25% Commission will be mailed to Art Exhibitors after the
conclusion and clean up of the Show.

Decorated Cake Sales - A Deposit of 20% being Commission will be accepted from the
Purchaser. Purchaser to contact Exhibitor to pay the balance and arrange collection of cake,

Craft Sales - Cheques covering the sale Less 20% Commission, will be mailed to Exhibitors
after the conclusion and clean up of the Show.

Sales of exhibits are made by the Society solely as the agents of the exhibitor. Subject to the
right of the exhibitor to withdraw the exhibit from Sale prior to the opening of the Show and
the Society to withdraw the exhibit from sale at any time (whether or not the exhibitor, the
Society still has possession of the exhibit). Purchase subject to Terms and Conditions

The receipt must be presented by the purchaser as proof of purchase before collection of
the exhibit.
