FOR MEMBERS OF THE SOCIETY.

GENERAL RULES

1. With the exception of entries which are nominated
for Class 6, exhibits in this Section can only be
entered in one Class. Entries in Class 6 will also be
judged in their respective nominated led Class.

2.  All exhibitors shall state on their entry forms
- the breed, cross of breeds or mixture of breeds

of each animal entered so far as this is known.
- the name and breed of the sire.
- the name and breed of the dam, if known.

3. The Company reserves the right to reject or limit
entries at their absolute discretion, at any time, and
for any reason. In this regard, Exhibitors are
advised that accommodation for exhibits is limited
and that the maximum number of steers able to be
accepted is 300 head. If entries exceed 300, it will
be necessary for the Company to ballot entries.
Exhibitors are also advised to read General
Reguiation 7.

4. Exhibits must not show evidence of having had
more permanent teeth that is specified for the class.
A tooth which has erupted through the gum is
deemed to be a permanent tooth.

5. For the purpose of this competition HORMONE
GROWTH PROMOTANTS are not permitted.

6. The Company reserves the right to display all or any
part of any carcase exhibit in the refrigerated
showcase at the Meat Hall.

7.  An animal or carcase which, in the opinion of the
Chief Steward or Deputy Chief Steward, shows
secondary sex characteristics will be deemed to be
a bull and will not be eligible for an award. Any
decision or determination on this question by the
Chief Steward or Deputy Chief Steward is final and
shall not be called into question in any proceedings
or in any manner whatsoever.

8. The Company requests that all exhibits be polled or
dehorned.

9. STEERS THAT DO NOT HAVE A PROPERTY
TAIL TAG AFFIXED WILL NOT BE
SLAUGHTERED AND MUST BE REMOVED
FROM THE SHOW GROUNDS PRIOR TO
JUDGING.

10. All exhibits shall be accompanied by a current
edition National Vendor Declaration, at time of
entry.

11. Subject only to the General Regulations, the Chief
Steward and the Deputy Chief Steward reserve the
right to make such determinations and directions on
any matter in relation to the conduct of the Beef
Carcase Competition, as they think fit, which
determinations and decisions shall be final and not
be called into question in any manner or in any
proceedings whatsoever.

12. ALL STEERS SHALL BE EITHER RUNG
THROUGH THE NOSE OR HAVE A FITTED NOSE
CLIP AND AT ALL TIMES, SHALL BE LED BY
SUCH NOSE RING/NOSE CLIP.

GENERAL JUDGING RULES AND ARRANGEMENTS

13. All exhibits for the Beef Carcase Competition are

required to be penned as directed at the
Showgrounds (please refer to Cattle Regulation 106
for arrival times.) Any proposed departure from this
requirement by an Exhibitor must receive prior
written permission from the Company.
A Complete Timetable of Arrangements for this
Section will be forwarded to each Exhibitor prior to
the Show. Unless otherwise provided, judging will
be conducted on Tuesday afternoon 23rd
September, 1997 in the V.A.C.C. Ring.

14. All steers entered in the Carcase Competition
Sections shall be weighed prior to judging.
Weighing will take place on Tuesday, 23rd
September between 8.00 a.m. and 11.00 a.m.

15. After cattle are weighed on Tuesday, 23rd
September, exhibitors have the option of transferring
their entries to a different class from the original
class entered. Exhibitors who wish to exercise this
option must advise the Steward in Chief or his
nominee in writing by 11.30 a.m. on Tuesday, 23rd
September.

JUDGING OF BEEF CARCASE

16. Carcases will be judged using the National AUS-
MEAT Beef Carcase Judging System. Penalty
points apply for carcases which are outside
nominated weight and fat specifications.

17. Carcases that are outside the weight range of their
nominated class will not be transferred but will incur
penalty points at the rate of 3 points for every one
percent of carcase weight outside class range.

Those carcases that exceed their nominated class weight
range by more than five percent will incur a
maximum penalty of 20 points.

18. Carcases will be priced using a price grid according
to actual carcase weight, not nominated class.

Pricing does not constitute any part of the judging system.

19. All carcases will be quartered for public viewing at
the abattoir.

20. Carcases will not be penalised for bruising should
any occur.

NOTE: Measurements for fat cover will be taken in
line with the updated current AUSMEAT LANGUAGE.

NOTE: Dentition in all classes refers to the maximum
allowable teeth in that class.
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ACQUISITION AND DISPLAY OF CARCASES

Depending on the number of entries received, the
Company reserves the right to arrange the judging and
display of carcases. All carcases will be purchased at
ruling market prices for the particular grade of meat. A
commission of 3.0 per cent on the sale of carcases will be
deducted from Exhibitors Account Sales and paid to the
Company.

CATEGORY DEFINITIONS:

VEALER/YEARLING - A milk tooth animal showing no
eruption of permanent incisor teeth - approximately 18
months of age or less.

STEER - A steer is a castrated male not showing
secondary sex characteristics with three or more
permanent incisor teeth - approximately 26 months of age
