Written authority of the Exhibitor for the disposal of
exhibits by sale stating catalogue number, breed and price
must be given to the Superintendent. A’ commission of 25
per cent, will be charged on all sales effected by the
Superintendent on behalf of Exhibitors. Whilst the
Superintendent will take all reasonable care in the disposal
of exhibits, neither he nor the Company take any
responsibility whatsoever to complete disposals of exhibits
to the satisfaction of Exhibitors.
