2. Pigs must be bred by exhibitor and be pure
bred or first cross of two pure breeds and by
sires and from dams that are either fully regis-
tered as pure breds or from litters notified in
accordance with the Rules of the Australian
Pig Society.

3. At the time of entry a nomination only may
be made, but details as to date of farrowing,
breeding and feeding of the pigs to be exhibited
must be supplied to the Secretary at least two
weeks prior to the opening day of the Show.

4. An entry shall comprise two pigs (two
sows, two barrows, or one sow and one barrow)
from one and the same litter.

5. No exhibitor may make more than two
entries in each class.

Judging will be commenced at 9 a.m. on
Thursday, 23rd September. The pavilion will be
open to the public from 9 a.m, until 9 p.m. from
Friday, 24th September, to Friday, 1st October,
and from 9 a.m. until 3 p.m. on Saturday, 2nd
October.

When forwarding poultry by rail, exhibitors
are particularly requested to mark clearly
in each compartment of the coop the ex-
hibit number of the bird that was sent there-
in, so that the same arrangement of birds may
be made for the return journey.

Metal leg bands bearing the pen numbers will
be forwarded to exhibitors, together with entry
tickets. These bands must be securely fastencd
to the legs of the birds in accordance with the
exhibit numbers on the entry tickets.

Selling prices of all Poultry exhibits may be
displayed on coops.

Cards will be supplied free on application to
the Poultry Superintendent, who will place them
on the coops if requested by exhibitors who are
unable to attend in person. A commission of 5
per cent. will be charged on all sales effected by
the Superintendent on behalf of exhibitors.

A charge of 10/- will be made in respect of
each crate not supplied by vendors of birds which
have to be despatched by the Society.

Entries will only be received subject to the
rules and regulations of the Society and the
decisions of the Council. All exhibits must be
the bona fide property of the exhibitor at the
time of entry.

No exhibit may be entered in more than one
class.

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Entric_es must be made on forms supplied by
the Society, and will only be received subject to
the Rules and Regulations of the Society.

Exhibits must be bona fide property of the
exhibitor at time of entry.

No bird may be entered in more than one
class, and birds entered in wrong classes will
not be judged, and the entry fees will be for-
feited.

PIGEONS MUST BE PENNED BEFORE 9 p.m.
ON MONDAY, 27th SEPTEMBER.

NOTE.—Pigeons will be received and penned,
fed and attended to, re-cooped and despatched,
free of charge to exhibitors, subject to the pro-
visions of Regulations.

Unless special arrangements are made with
the Superintendent, all eggs will be destroyed.

Birds belonging to interstate exhibitors will
be returned on Sunday, 3rd October, 1954.

Judging will be commenced at 9 a.m. on Tues-
day, 28th September, and, with the exception of
those engaged by the Society, no person will
be admitted to the Pavilion until after the com-
pletion of judging. The Pavilion will be open to
the public from the completion of judging until
9 p.m. on Tuesday, 28th September; from 9 a.m.
to 9 p.m. on Wednesday, 29th, Thursday, 30th,
and Friday, 1st October, and from 9 a.m. until
6 p.m. on Saturday, 2nd October.

Only a limited number of exhibitors will be
allowed into the Pigeon House at a time to
remove their birds. No birds to be removed un-
til after 6 p.m. on Saturday, 2nd October, 1954.

Special application may be made to the
Superintendent by interstate and country exhi-
bitors for the removal of their birds after 3 p.m.
on Saturday, 2nd October.

Labels will be sent for each pen when the
Exhibitor is not a resident of Melbourne or
suburbs, on the reverse side of which the ex-
hibitors will be required to write their names,
addresses, and instructions for the return jour-
ney. Country and interstate exhibitors must
inform the Secretary by post or telegram of
the despatch of their exhibits, giving all par-
ticulars, in order that arrangements may be
made for receiving them. Several birds may
be sent in one hamper or box, if it be properly
divided and pen numbers attached to each
division. When the exhibitor resides in or near
Melbourne, “Entry Tickets” only will be sent,
the corresponding numbers being affixed to the
coops or cages by the Society.

Selling prices of all pigeons may be displayed
on coops.

Cards will be supplied free on application to
the Pigeon Superintendent, who will place them
on the coops if requested by exhibitors who are.
unable to attend in person.

All young birds must be rung with 1953-54
recognised club ring, Birds wearing special leg
bands or rings, or bearing marks of any kind
that may indicate ownership, will not be allowed
to compete.

2

Where classes are provided for any particular
colour or variety, birds of that colour or variety
-must be shown in those classes. Where young
-bird classes are provided, young birds must not
be shown in old bird classes.

The greatest care will be taken of the ex-
hibits, but the Society will not be responsible
for any accident, mistake, loss or damage, from
whatever cause arising, the exhibits being at
the sole risk of the exhibitor. In case of the
death of any exhibit, the same shall be certified
by the Veterinary Surgeon or his deputy.

No person will be permitted to remove an ex-
hibit from a pen on the day of penning without
permission of the Superintendent.

Birds that have been tampered with or im-
properly dealt with in any way shall be dis-
qualified, and entry fees paid shall be forfeited.
The exhibitor shall also be liable to disqualific-
ation, and, if a member, to expulsion from the
Society.

The Council reserves the right to reject at
any time any entry or prohibit any person or
bird from competing in any class.

Budgerigars, Canaries and Cage Birds must be
delivered to the Superintendent at the Pigeon
Pavilion on the Show Grounds not later than 9
p.m. on Wednesday, 22nd September. Country
and interstate exhibitors may make arrange-
ments with the Society to receive their birds and
return them after the Show.

During the Show the birds will be in the
custody of the Society, and must not be touched
or handled by the owner or any person, on any
pretence whatever, without the permission of the
Superintendent,

Exhibitors will not be permitted to remove
their birds before 9 p.m. on Saturday, 25th
September.

The Society will arrange for a competent per-
son to feed and otherwise attend to the birds,
and caretakers will be on duty in the Pavilion
night and day during the currency of the Show.

Selling prices of all birds may be displayed on
cages. Cards will be supplied free on application
to the Superintendent, who will place them on
the cages if requested by exhibitors who are
unable to attend in person.

The greatest care will be taken of the ex-
hibits, but the Society will not be responsible
for any accident, mistake, loss or damsge, from
whatever cause arising, the exhibits being at
the sole risk of the exhibitor. In case of the death
of any exhibit, the same shall be certified by
the Veterinary Surgeon or his deputy.

Exhibitors of birds which are protected or
kept under permit, must produce their permit
when ecalled upon to do so. The Society does
not accept any responsibility in this matter. En-
tries can only be accepted on this condition.

Birds that have been tampered with or im-
properly dealt with in any way shall be dis-
qualified, and entry fees paid therefor shall be
forfeited. The exhibitor shall also be liable to
disqualification, and, if a member, to expulsion
from the Society.

AUSTRALIAN WINES CLASSES.

1. All classes are open for competition to wine
growers and wine merchants.

2. A wine merchant shall mean any person,
association, or company buying wine.

3. A wine grower shall mean any wine grower
owning or occupying a vineyard, and manufactur-
ing wine from grapes grown in such vineyard,
or from grapes purchased for the purpose of
wine-making.

4. Exhibitors may either be members or non-
members of the Society.

5. Exhibitors will be allowed up to three
entries in any one class. Each wine sample to con-
sist of quart (reputed) bottles as stated in
each class. Exhibitors entering the same wine in
more than one class must supply the full number
of sample bottles for each entry.

6. All wines will be judged on points.

7. The judge may award prizes on the basis
of First, Second, Third, Very Highly Com-
mended, Highly Commended and Commended,
but prize money will only be allocated for first
and second awards.

7 (a). The judge shall have power, at his dis-
cretion, to transfer exh:bits from one class to
another when it is. obvious that the exhibitor
has made an error in making his entry.

8. Entries must be made on forms supplied
by the Society for that purpose. Exhibitors
must state on the forms the class to be com-
peted for, the distinguishing mark on the ex-
hibits, character and vintage of the wine, and,
when stipulated, the quantity in stock.

9. No person will be allowed to inspect an
entry form after reception by the Secretary,
until the Judges’ awards have been made public.

10. After the close of entries, no person will
be permitted access to the exhibits, except the
Judges, Stewards, Secretary, and Staff, until the
awards have been made.

11... Exhibits are to bear labels which will be

supplied by the Society and must show:—

(a) The year of the Competition.

(b) The number of the class. :

(c) Where more than one entry, the dis
tinguishing mark of the entry to conform
to the entry form.

(d) The year of vintage.

(N.B.—Bottles must not be labelled with busi-

ness labels. Branded bottles and corks are per-
missible).

The Society reserves the right to
have any exhibit inspected and/or analysed by
one or more persons appointed for that purpose.

18. All exhibits must conform to the respect-
ive Wine or Food Acts of the States of New
South Wales, Victoria, and Southp Australia.

19. No protest will be entertained unless made
within three days of the close of the last judg-
ing day of the Wine Section.

20. No entry will be received from any person
or persons disqualified by this or any other
similar society during the period of such dis-
qualification. Should any such entry be accepted,
it shall, when discovered, be deemed void and
the entry fee and exhibit shall be forfeited to
the Society.

21. Immediately after the closing date of en-
tries a draw may be made for the selection of
three exhibitors from whose entries a further
draw will be -made to enable one sample to be
selected from each exhibitor.

SPECIAL REGULATIONS.

AUSTRALIAN CIDER, SPIRITS AND
LIQUEURS.

1. Each exhibitor will be allowed up to three
entries in any one class, except for liqueurs,
which shall be restricted to one entry of any
one brand in each class. FEach exhibit shall
consist of two reputed quarts or four reputed
pints, except Cider which shall consist of three
reputed quarts drawn from Bond, and shall be of
the alcoholic content prescribed for the class in
which it is entered.

Bottles must not be labelled with business
labels. Branded bottles and corks are permis-
sible.

2. No person shall enter any spirits, liqueur
and cider as an exhibit unless he has in stock,
available for sale, a supply of such spirit as
stipulated in respect of each class of ex-
hibit. A margin of variation of 2 degrees
in strength to be allowed for any exhibit, unless
otherwise stated. Liqueurs must be made from
natural extracts or flavourings, and must not
contain synthetic flavourings. Exhibitors must
state on the label the spirit content of the
liqueur exhibited.

8. Exhibits must represent stocks as set out
on certificate of entry, and be the bona fide
property of exhibitor at the time of entry.

4. No entry will be received from any person
or persons disqualified by this or any similar
Society during the period of such disqualifica-
tion. Should any such entry be accepted, it shall,
when discovered, be deemed void, and the entry
fee and exhibit shall be forfeited to the Society.

5. No person will be allowed to inspect an
entry form after reception by the Secretary,
until the Judges’ awards have been made pub-
lic.

6. Immediately after the closing date of en-
tries, a draw may be made for the selection
of three exhibitors from whose entries a further
draw will be made to enable one sample to be
selected from each exhibitor. The Society re-
serves the right to make an inspection of the
quantity in accordance with the certificate of
entry.

7. After the close of entries no person will
be permitted access to the exhibits, except the
Judges, Secretary and Staff, until the award has

been made.

8. If required, exhibitors must make a statu-
tory declaration to the the effect (a) that it
conforms with these regulations; and (b) that
it has not been blended with any imported spirit
or liqueur.

9. Every exhibit must be contained in a bottle
clearly marked to show the nature of the ex-
hibit, the year of exhibition, the number of
the class in which it is entered, and the name
of the exhibitor, and such bottles must be packed
in cases or hampers or other suitable containers
bearing the name and the address of the ex-
hibitor, which must be delivered or forwarded by
rail, ¢/- Essendon Railway Station to reach the
Showgrounds, not later than 12 noon on Saturday,
14th August, 1954.

10. In all classes the stock, as stated om the
entry form, may be inspected and checked by
a representative of the Society or its nominee.
Each exhibitor must supply the Society with a
sealed envelope containing the record of any
sale made subsequent to their entries being
lodged, provided such sale has reduced the stipu-
lated quantity below the minimum.,

11. No exhibitor will be permitted to occupy
the position of Judge or Steward or become in
any way identified with the judging or handling
of the exhibits.

12, The judge may award prizes on the basis
of First, Second, Third, Very Highly Commended,
Highly Commended, and Commended, but prize
moneg will only be allocated for first and second
awards.

13. All persons exhibiting shall accept the de-
cision of the Judges appointed by the Society
as to the merits of their exhibits.

14. No protest will be entertained unless made
within three days of the close of the last judging
day of the Section.

15. No exhibitor shall advertise or allow to
be advertised by any means whatsoever, and
whether by broadcasting, pictorially, or in writ-
ing, the fact that any exhibit has won any prize
in this section unless such advertisement shows
clearly in type of equal prominence both the
class in -which such prize was won and the
qualifications necessary for entry in that class.

16. All exhibits to become the property of the
Society.

INSTRUCTIONS TO JUDGES.

1. The Judges shall have power to disqualify
or dismiss, as being not eligible for judging,
any exhibit which, in their opinion, does not
comply with the regulations in every respect,
and such disqualification or dismissal shall be
accepted as final. The Judges shall have power
to call in one or more persons, not being ex-
hibitors, for consultative or advisory purposes.

2. In the event of there being no competition
in a class, Judges may award a prize or not,
as they think fit. Prizes may be withheld in any
class where exhibits are considered unworthy.

3. Where, in the opinion of the Judge, an
exhibit is not in accordance with conditions, he
shall, before making the award in the class, refer
the matter to the Council for enquiry.
