GENERAL REGULATIONS

Special Regulations re
Champion Prizes

(The Gift of the Government of Victoria,
through the Department of Agriculture).

1. All exhibits to be the bona fide property
of exhibitors, and produce to be grown or made
by the exhibitor.

2. For Champion Awards to be made, three
exhibits must be entered (at least two of which
must be duly shown), unless the Judge reports
tkhat an exhibit (even though alone) is of excep-
tional merit and worthy of such award. If,
however, in the opinion of the Judge, none of the
exhibits are of sufficient merit, he may withhold
the prize altogether. Exhibits to be eligible for
the award must be entered in an ordinary class.

3. Stallions over 2 vears of age must be regis-
tered as required by the provisions of the Horse
Breeding Act, 1928.

4. The prizes to be
appointed by the Society.

5. In any case where, in the opinion of the

Director of Agriculture, any misstatement has
been made regarding any exhibit, the prize shall
not be awarded.

6. All exhibits to be subject to General Regula-
tions.

NOTE.—Separate entries are not required for
Champion Prizes.

General Regulations
ENTRIES.

(Also see Special Notes in Each Section.)

1. The Society accepts no responsibility for
the loss of, or damage to, any exhibit.

2. In case any live stock, whilst on the
Society’s grounds, shall be injured or maimed or
suffering from any ailment requiring, in the
opinion of the Society’s Veterinary Surgeon or
that of some qualified substitute, immediate
veterinary aid, and the owner of such stock is
not in attendance or fails to forthwith render
such aid, the Secretary or his deputy may
provide such aid, and the cost and expense
thereby incurred shall in every case be borne
by the owmner of such stock. If such Veterinary
Surgeon or such substitute is of the opinion that
such live stock should be destroyed then the
Veterinary Surgeon or his substitute may there-
upon destroy such livestock either with or with-
out the owner’s consent. The owner of such
stock and any persons having the control thereof
shall indemnify the Council Secretary or his
deputy and the Society’s Veterinary Surgeon, or
such substitute, against all damages, costs, ex-
penses or liability incurred in connection with
the same.

3. All competitors and exhibitors shall take
part In competitions or attend their exhibits at
their own risl, and in case any exhibit, whilst

on the Society’s erounds, shall cause or be the
cause of injury or damage to other exhibits, com-
petitors or exhibitors, or to the person or property
of any member of the Society or the gonora]
publie, the owner or owners of such oxhll_nt ;\'h{lll
indemnify and keep indemnified the Society, its
officers and members, property and effects from
and against all damages, costs, claims, expenses
or liabilities incurred in connection with such
exhibits.

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock
will be permitted to enter the Grounds other than
those entered for exhibition.

PRECAUTIONS RE MACHINERY.

4. Exhibitors hereby accept all respounsibility
for any damage or injury to any person or
property which may be occasioned by or arise
out of the use of any machinery, implement or

apparatus of any nature used in connection with
the stand.

AWARDING OF PRIZES.

5. It shall be the duty of the Stewards to
prevent any person interfering with the Judge,
and, if necessary, to order the removal of such
offender from the yvards. Persons in charge must
on no account leave their respective exhibits, or
address the Judge, unless authorised by the
Stewards of the section in which they are com-
peting. Competitors not ready at the appointed
time of adjudication will be liable to disqualifica-
Hon.

6. The Judge may award a sccond or third
prize, Instead of a first one, or may withhold a
prize altogether, where the exhibits are not of
sufficient merit.

7. The Judge 18 requested to make a reserve
number, by marking it as such, of the exhibit
next in merit beyond those to which the prizes
are awarded in every class where the number of
the entries exceeds the number of prizes offered,
if, in his opinion, the exhibit is of sufficient merit
to deserve a prize; he is also requested to give
commendations when deserved.

3. The Judge shall award Reserve Champion
Sashes in all Horse and Cattle Sections, and
Rosettes in all Sheep and Pig Section in which
Champion awards are made, and the animal
second in the class (special classes excepted) to
the Champion shall be allowed to compete for
the Reserve Championship.

9. Any exhibitor or attendant refusing to
attach the Prize Card to any exhibit to which a
prize is awarded, and keep the same on the
exhibit during the hours of exhibition, or any
exhibitor or attendant altering a Prize Card in
any way, will, on proof thereof to the Council,
forfeit all prizes awarded to such exhibit during
the Show, and may be disqualified from again
competing, and no exhibitor will be allowed to
display any Ribbon or Prize Card on his exhibit,
stall or stand. in addition to those issued by the
Society for the year. One Prize Card only is

t issued for each prize won.
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GENERAL REGULATIONS

10. Stock exhibits wearing bridles or head
stalls, with their names or the names of their
owners displayed thereon, are liable to disqualifi-
cation.

11. The Council may withhold any prize when
fraudulent or erroneous statements have been
made regarding an exhibit, or when exhibits have
been tampered with or improperly dealt
with, and may also withhold all prizes awarded
to exhibitors who have been guilty of false state-
ments In relation to any of their exhibits; and
exhibitors guilty of false entries or statements,
or found guilty of tampering with or improperly
dealing with their exhibits, may be debarred
from again exhibiting, and if Members, shall be
liable to expulsion from the Society. Exhibitors
must, if required by the Council, make a statutory
declaration regarding their entries.

12. Any person insulting or interfering with
a Judge during the Show will be subject to re-
moval from the vards; and the prizes, if any,
awarded to such person may be forfeited.

3. Cheques for prizes will be forwarded to
exhibitors as soon as practicable after the Show.

14, Any prize or prizes awarded at this Show,
and left unclaimed for six months, may be for-
felt.'d and cancelled by the Finance Committee

PROTESTS.

15. Protests against awards must be lodged
t Secretary, in writing, before 12 noon
after such awards are made, with
\terling, which will be forfeited
to the Society if the protest be found, on due
considera ?1, to be unfounded or frivolous.

16. Should anv exhibit, having gained a prize,
be disqualified, the next on the list does not
necessarily obtain the same prize. The Council,
with or without the advice of the Judge, shall
decide the question.

17. All pe exhibiting shall accept the
decision of the Judge appointed by the Society
as to the merits of their exhibits, and in the
case of protests, alleging infringement of the
regulation, the decision of the Council shall be
accepted as final and without appeal.

REMOVAL OF EXHIBITS.

18. Details relating to the remov al of exhibits
are printed in the various sections of this publi-
cation. In the case of Live Stock, injured or ill,

speci 41 permission to leave the ‘Show Gr:_'ounds
may he given pwmrlm that the injury or illness
is certified by the Society’s Veterinary Surgeon.

bits frrml the Grounds must lodge a fee of £1
-.-.Jth each application. Notwithstanding the fore-

19. Any exhibit of Horses or Cattle may be re-
moved from the yards at the close of the
Exhibition each day on depositing with the
Secretary an approved cheque for £10 as a
cuarantee that the animal will be returned to
the yards next morning before 9.30 a.m. In the
event of the animal not being returned before
the time specified, the deposit, together with all
the prize money (if any) it has won, will be
liable to forfeiture; but on the animal’s return
each day, the cheque will be refunded to the
exhibitor.

This regulation does not include dogs. Particu-
lars regarding the removal of dogs will be
found at the head of the Dog Section in this
schedule.

CARE OF EXHIBITS.

20. The Society accepts no responsibility for
the care of exhibits and exhibitors and competi-
tors enter at their own risk.

REGULATIONS
GOVERNING SALES BY
AUCTION

Sales of exhibits (for the carrying out of which
the Society will offer every facility) will be held
on the Show Grounds, and the Society reserves to
itself the right to decide time and order of sales
in all sections. All animals intended for sale
must be duly entered and exhibited at the Show.

A commission of 1 per cent. shall be paid to the
Society in respect of all stock sold on the Show
Grounds.

Whilst on the Show Ground the animal shall at
all times be subject to the Rules and Regulations
of the Royal Agricultural Society and shall not
be removed without the Society’s consent.

The animal shall be at the exclusive risk of the
Purchaser from the fall of the hammer and pro
forma delivery only shall be deemed to have been
given to the Purchaser.

Whilst required by the Society to remain on
the Show Ground the animal shall be in the
custody and care of the Vendor who however
shall be deemed to hold as bailee only.

The Vendor may parade the animal as required
by the Rules and Regulations or for public or
private exhibition or to be photographed but he
shall not be liable for any loss or damage to the
animal by reason of any act (negligent or other-
wise) on the part of any attendant whether in
the employ of the Vendor or of the Society or
otherwise.

The Vendor shall bear the cost of the feeding
and normal tending of the animal whilst in his
custody and shall in all respects comply with the
Society’s requirements.

REGULATIONS RELATIVE TO ENTRIES

Entries will only be received subject to the
rules and regulations of the Society and the
decisions of the Council. All exhibits must be the
bona fide property of the exhibitor or held by the
exhibitor under a written lease recognised by the
Society at the time of entry.

Entries are accepted on the distinet under-
standing that stock may not be removed from
the Show Grounds until after 11 p.m. on Satur-
day, 30th September.

Unless authorised by the Society no live stock
will be permitted to enter the Grounds other than
those entered for exhibition.

No exhibit may be entered in more than one
ovdinary class unless ctherwise stated at the
head of the section. Sweepstakes, special classes
or championship prizes do not count as ordinary
classes. Throughout the schedule special classes
are denoted with a star (*). Should an exhibit
be incorrectly entered in more than one ordinary
class such exhibit shall be deemed ineligible to
compete in any class other than the first in which
its name or particulars appear in the Show
Catalogue

The Council reserves the right to reject at any
time any entry or prohibit any person or animal
from competing in any class.

When a Special Prize is not in a numbered
class, a separate entry is not required. No entry
can be changed after entries close.

All entries must be made in writing on forms
supplied by the Society. Entries for Horse and
Contest Sections, except Trotting must be in the
hands of the Secretary, at his office, Show
Grounds, Epsom Road, Ascot Vale, W.2, on or
before Friday, 16th June, 1961, at 4.30 p.m.
Entries for the Trotting Contest Section must be
in the hands of the Sceretary of the Trotting
Control Board, Show Grounds, Epsom Road,
Ascot Vale, W.2, on or before Wednesday, 16th
August, 1961, at 3 p.m. Entries for all other
sections must be in the hands of the Secretary
on or before Monday, 24th July, 1961. Entry fee
must accompany each entry.

Every animal entered must be exhibited unless
a certificate signed by the owmer is lodged with
the Society prior to the date of the Show, stating
that the animal is unable to compete on one of
the following grounds:

(i) The animal has died.

(i) The animal is unfit for exhibition due to
injury or disease.

(ii1) The animal has become ineligible for the
class entered.

(iv) Some other cause which the Council or
Secretary of the Society considers reason-
able.

Failure to comply with this rule renders the
owner or entrant liable to a fine of not more
than £5 for every animal not exhibited, and in
addition the Council may debar the owner or
exhibitor from taking part in any further ex-
hibition conducted by the Society.

PERFORMANCES

All entrants in saddle and contest sections must
state performances of horse or pony on a form.

In this connection first
preference will be given to approved animals
from other States. All entrants will be notified
of the Committee’s decision, and all fees paid
on any entries not accepted will be refunded.

JUDGING AND PARADES

Exhibitors are advised to study the time
table, showing tuiies at which judging in the
arious Classes is to be commenced. Judging
in any Class will not commence before the time
specified. No warning will be given, and any
competitor not present when the Judge is ready
to commence will miss the opportunity to com-
pete.

Horses are not permitted to enter the Judging

Any Exhibitor who shall, without due cause,
fail to parade any animal before the Judge when
required so to do by the Steward of the Section,
shall be liable to a fine of one pound.

ORDINARY TROT. The owdinary trot is a
pace belween an extended and a colleeted trotf.
The herse goes forward freely and guoite straight,
engages his haunches which remain very active
pulls gently at the reins with a balanced and
even hearing., His strides should be as far as
possible equal; the hind legs follow exactly in
the tracks of the fore legs.

ORDINARY CANTER. The ordinary canter is
a pace between an extended and collected canter,
The horse perfectly straight from the poll to the
tail, goes freely with a natural balance.

REIN-BACK, The rein-bacle is the walk back-
wards of the horse. 1t is correct when the horse
lifts his feet and brings them down in pairs
diagonally almost simultanecously, the haunches
remaining weall in line. The horse walks back
step by step, constantly ready, at the wish of
the rider, etther to hall or to advance without
halting.

Comimients:

1. AH movements in Dressage tesfs may he
progressive unless otherwise stated. It is, there-
fare, better to put in ome or two strides at the
walk and get the “move-off” amooth and straight,
than to try to break straight into the trot and
cause the movement to be rough and crooked.

2. In the extended trot make the horse
lengthen Tis stride and let there be a definite
difference between the extended and the
ordinary trot. Be ecareful 1o maintain the cadence
throughout the transition and the correct bend
round the corners. Keep the ordinary trot lively

Owners entering their horses or ponies do
so entirely at their own risk, and it is a
condition of entry that no liability of any
kind attaches itself to the Society, its
Council officers, officials or members in any
respect whatsoever, other than the liability
for refund of entry fees in the event of
abandonment of any competition.

Male or Female riders may take part in all
events unless otherwise stated.

All events to be run over course and

obstacles as the Council may decide.

In all events over obstacles and hurdles
of any description, unless otherwise specified,
riders must be 15 years of age or over.

DRESS.

ILLadies and Girls:

In hack classes and riding competitions ladies
should wear either:—

(a) Black bowler hat, black or dark coat,
stock or eollar and tie, breeches and black
riding boots.

Or—

(b) Felt hat or hunting cap, tweed coat, collar
and tie (not a stock), jodhpurs and jodhpur
boots.

In Equestrienne Turnout classes and
Jumping Contests, ladies must wear (a)
above. In novelty events, ladies may wear
either breeches and boots or jodhpurs with
a WHITE shirt and no coat if the weather
is hot; ties or stocks should be securely
vinned.

Gentlemen and Boys:

DEFINITIONS, GENERAL RULES
PENALTIES

AND

OBSTACLE KNOCKED DOWN:

1. An obstacle 1s econsidered az having been
knocked down when through the fault of the
hnl'h'.t‘_. or rider:

(a) Any part, or the whaole, of it iz knocked
down, even when the falling part is arrested in
its fall by any other portion of the obstacle.

{b) When at least one of its ends is dislodged
from its support.

{(c) Any framewoerk inlended to maintain the
solidity of the obstacle, and forming an integral
part of its support falls., Touches and displace-
ments, in whatever direction, do not count,

2. {(a) When an obstacle, or part of an oh-
stacle, is composed of several elements placed
one on Lop of the other and in the same vertieal
plane, the dislodging of the top element alone
is penalised,

{b) When an obstacle to be taken in one
jump is composed of several elements not fixed
in the same vertical plane (oxer, brook, triple
har, water jump or diteh, preceded or followed
by another obstacle, ete.), the fall of one or
more  elements i3 counted only as one fault,
irrespective of the number and position of the
elements knock down.

{c) If an obstacle that has bheen knocked down
does not actually fall until after the horse has
Jeft the arena, it will not be penalised.

{d) If any element of an obstacle that has
bean  knocked ¢own prevents the horse from
jumping the next obstacle it must be removed.
The time requived for doing thiz s deduected from
the tofal time of the round.

DISOBEDIENCE:

3. The followine are considered as disobedi-
cnres and are penalised as such:

tectified deviation from the course.

Kefusal,

Run-out.

Hesistance.

Any form of cirele or series of cirveles, in any
part of the course for any reason, except that a
horse mayv civele onee without penalty to re-take
the track after a run-out or a refusal. Approach-
ing an obstacle sideways, or zig-zagging, or
turning sharply towards it, deo not constitute a
dizobedience, provided the horse has not passed
the obstacle.

DEVIATION T'ROM THIE COURSE:

4. There 1z a deviation from the eourse when
the horse does not follow the plan for the
course as shown on the diagram posted up, as
when the rider:

(a) Disregavds a flag to indicate the course to
ha followed.

{b} Tlees not clear the obstacles in the pre-
cseribed order.

{e) Jumps an ohstacle outaide the course, o
misses one on the course.



5. (a) To rectify a deviation from the course
the rider must resume the course from the spot
where the error was committed.

(b) A deviation from the course rectified before
clearing an obstacle is penalised as a disobedience.

(¢) A deviation from the course not rectified,

JUMPING 1 — 85
FALLS:

9. (a) A rider is considered to have fallen
when he is separated from his horse, which has
not fallen, in such a way as to necessitate re
mounting, or vaulting, into the saddle.

(b) A horse is considered to have falien when
the shoulder and quarters have touched either

or rectified only after taking an obstacle, whether
this forms part of the course or not, incurs the
penalty of elimination. Officials or others in
the arena are never allowed to warn the com-
petitor of his error.

REFUSAL:

(a) A refusal consists of stopping in front
of an obstacle to be jumped, whether or not the
horse knocks it down or displaces it.

(b) Stopping at an obstacle without knocking
it down and without reining back, followed im-
mediately by a standing jump, is not penalised.

(¢) If the halt is perceptible, or if the horse
steps back even a single pace, voluntarily or
not, or retakes the track, a refusal is incurred.

(d) If a horse, having Lknocked down an
obstacle in stopping, jumps this obstacle before
it has been re-erected, he is eliminated.

(e) If a horse slides through an obstacle the
Ground Jury must decide whether it is to count
as an obstacle knocked down or as a refusal.
If they decide it was a refusal they must im-
mediately ring the bell and the competitor must
return and rejump the obstacle. Should he fail
to do so and jJjump another obstacle he is
eliminated. Should the Jury decide it was not a
refusal, they will not ring the bell and the com-
petitor must continue his round. Ie is then
penalised as for an obstacle knocked down.

(f) The action of showing an obstacle to the
horse after a refusal and before resuming the
course is penalised by elimination.

RUNNING OUT:

7. It is considered as running-out and the
horse must be brought back to jump the obstacle
again, failing which he is eliminated, when:

(a) The horse, not being properly under con-
trol of his rider, avoids the obstacle he should
have jumped.

(b) He jumps the obstacle outside the boundary
flagcs which mark it.

RESISTANCE:

8. It is considered to be a resistance when the
horse, wherever he may be, refuses to go forward
(stops, runs back, turns round more or less
completely, rears, ete.).

All horses are eliminated that:
(a) Resist their riders for a period of sixty
consecutive seconds during the round.

(b) Take more than sixty seconds to jump an
obstacle, except in the case of a fall.

(¢c) Have not passed the starting line sixty
seconds after being given the signal to start.

10. (a) A fall is penalised wherever it takes
place within the course and whatever the cause.

(b) The penalty to be imposed for a fall is
set out in Table “A”, “B”, or “C".

(¢) When the horse or rider falls in knocking
down an obstacle the penalties for both oceur-
rences are added together. The same applies to
a fall following a disobedience.

UNAUTHORISED ASSISTANCE:

11. Any intervention by a third party, whether
solicited or not, with the objeet of facilitating
the task of the rider or helping his horse, is
unauthorised assistance and is forbidden under
penalty of elimination.

The judges have full powers to decide whether
the rider will be eliminated or not.

Bringing back a runaway horse after a fall
or helping the rider to re-adjust the saddlery,
or to remount, is not considered as unauthorised
assistance. The course must be re-taken at the
exact spot where it was interrupted.

DOUBLE, TREBLE AND MULTIPLE
OBSTACLES:

12. A double, treble, or multiple obstacle is
one composed of two, three or more fences or
parts, and with a maximum inner distance
between them of 389 ft. 5 ins. (12 metres), which
must be taken in two, three or more successive
jumps. The distance is measured from the base
of the one fence on the landing side to the
base of the next fence on the take-oflf side.

In double, treble and multiple obstacles, each
fence or part of the whole must be jumped
separately, on penalty of elimination. When there
1s a refusal, run-out, or fall, the rider must take
the whole obstaele again, or he will be elimi-
nated. IFxception is made for completely closed
obstacles.

All the faults for mistakes and resistances
made at each fence and during the various at-
tempts are counted separately and added to-
gether, but should a refusal be due to a fall
between two fences it will not be penalised.

BANKS, SLOPES AND RAMPS:

~ 13. Banks, slopes, ramps and sunken roads,
irrespective of whether they include any sort
of fence and whatever the direction in which
they should be taken, will be regarded as double,
treble or multiple obstacles. Each part must be
jumped separately and faults will be penalised
as for these obstacles. '

CONDITIONS FOR QUALIFICATION OF
HORSES AND RIDERS

1. The Master or Acting Master or
Deputy Master for the day of any recog-
nised Hunt Club shall be the only person
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entitled to issue certificate of qualification
for horses. Certificates shall be issued only
in respect to hunts advertised or announced
in the public press prior to time of meets.
The certificate must be produced for
inspection by the Steward before the com-
petitor will be permitted to start.

2. To claim qualification, a horse must
be the bona fide property of a fully paid
up member of a recognised Hunt Club,
and must be ridden by only those qualified
to ride under the rules of Victorian Asso-
ciated Hunt Clubs, except in the teams
event, in which paid servants of the Hunt

Club may ride. (Riders may ride for one
club only.)

3. The recognised Hunt Clubs shall
consist of the following, viz.—Melbourne,
Findon, Oaklands and Yarra Glen and Lily-
dale with power to include any duly con-
stituted Hunt Club.
