The greatest care will be taken of the exhibits, 
but the Society will not be responsible for any 
accident, mistake, loss or damage, from whatever 
cause arising, the exhibits being at the sole risk 
of the exhibitor. In case of the death of any 
exhibit, the same shall be certified by the Vet 1'­

inary Surgeon or his d puty. 

"FOR SALE" NOTICES 

Selling prices of all birds may be displayed on 
cages. Cards will be supplied free on application 
to the Superintendent, who will place them on 
the cages if requested by exhibitors who are 
unable to attend in person. 

No advertisement or notice (except by per­
mission of the Council) is permitted on or in 
any stall or building. 

INSPECTION OF STOCK 

Exhibitors in this Section shall, if requested 
by the Steward-in-Chief or by the Secretary or 
his agent, submit his exhibits, in whole or part, 
for inspection by a Veterinarian or Veterinarians 
appointed by the Society. 

DISQUALIFICATION

3. A wine grower shall mean any wine grower­
owning or occupying a vineyard, and manufactur­
ing wine from grapes grown in such vineyard 
or from grapes purchased for the purpose of' 
wine-making. 

4. Exhibitors may either be members or non 
members of the Society. 

5. Entries by one exhibitor are limited to two. 
in each class . Each wine sample to consist of' 
quar t (reputed) bottles as stated in each class. 
E xhibitors entering the same wine in more than 
one class must supply the full number of sample. 
bottles for each entry. 

6. All wines will be judged on points.

2. N o person shall ent er any spirits, liqueur 
and cider as an exhibit unless he has in stock, 
available f or sale, a supply of such spirit as 
stipulated in respect of each class of exhibit. A 
margin of variation of 2 degrees in strength to 
be allowed for any exhibit , unless otherwise 
stated. Liqueurs must be made f r om natural 
extracts or flavourings , and must not contain 
synthetic flavourings. Exhibit ors must state on 
the label the spirit content of the liqueur 
exhibited. 

3. Exhibits must represent stocks a s set out 
on certificat e of entry, and be the bona fide 
property of exhibitor at t he time of ent ry . 

4. 0 entry will be receiv d from any person 
or persons disqualified by this or any similar 
Society during the period of such disqualification. 
Should any such entry be accepted p it shall , when 
discovered, be deemed vojd, and the entry fee and 
exhibit shal1 be forfeited to the ociety. 
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AUSTRALIAN WINES 

5. N o person will be allowed to inspect an 
entry form af t er r eception by the ecretary, 
unb l the Judges' awards have been made public. 

6. Immediately after the closing date of 
ent ries, a draw may be made f or t he selection

8. If required, exhibitors must make a statu­
tory declaration to the effect (a) that it conforms 
with these regulations; and (b) that it has not 
been blended with any imported spirit or liqueur. 

9. Exhibits are to bear labels which will be 
supplied by the Society and must not show more 
than:-

(a) Class Number. 

(b) Distinguishing Number (as shown on entry 
fo r m if two or three ent ries in the one 
class ) . 

(c) Year of Vintage. 

(d) Spirit Content. 

10. Bottles must be packed in cases or hampers 
or other suitable containers bearing the name and 
address of the exhibitor, which must be delivered 
to the Grounds Manager's Office, Show Grounds, 
Ascot Vale, or forwarded by rail, c/- Essendon 
Railway Station, to reach the Show Grounds not 
later than 5 p.m. on Friday, 17th August, 1962. 

11. In all classes the stock, as stated on the 
entry form, may be inspected and checked by 
a representative of the Society or its nominee. 
Each exhibitor must supply the Society with a 
sealed envelope containing the record of any 
sale made subsequent to their entries being 
lodged, provided such sale has reduced the stipu­
lated quantity below the minimum. 

12. No exhibitor will be permitted to occupy 
the position of Judge or Steward or become in 
any way identified with the judging or handling 
of the exhibits. 

13. The Judge may award prizes on the basis 
of First, Second, Third, Very Highly Commended, 
Highly Commended, and Commended, but prize 
money will only be allocated for first and second 
awards. 

14. All persons exhibiting shall accept the 
decision of the Judges appointed by the Society 
as to the merits of their exhibits. 

15. No protest will be entertained unless made 
within three days of the announcement of the 
awards in the Section.
