Relative to Art, Craft, Cookery,
Decorated Cakes, Restricted Classes
and School Competitions

ANY SUGGESTIONS FOR CHANGES TO THE SCHEDULE
FOR THE 1995 ROYAL MELBOURNE SHOW, MUST BE
IN WRITING AND RECEIVED BY THIS OFFICE BEFORE
7TH OCTOBER, 1994.

101. The General Regulations appearing in the Schedule form
part of the conditions of entry.

102. All work must be the bona fide work of the Exhibitor or
Exhibitors (where the class permits entries which have been made
by more than one person) and in any event must be unaided.

103. No exhibit entered at a previous Show of the Company may
be entered at this Show.

104. The Company may at its discretion reject any entry which
it considers to have been made more than two years before the
commencement of the Show.

105. Exhibits which have been worn, used, or marked will not
be eligible for entry. With the exception of Hand Weaving,
exhibits that have or are suspected to have been washed or dry
cleaned will be disqualified from winning a prize.

106. All exhibits which are eligible for entry will be judged, but
will only be displayed if the Company determines that it should
be displayed and in any event only if space permits.

107. Any protective covering fitted to an article must be
removed before judging.

108. An exhibit cannot be entered in more than one class.
109. Equal placings will not be awarded.

110. Exhibits which have been made by more than one person
are not eligible for entry, other than in those classes which
specifically permit such exhibits.

111. The Company may remove any exhibit from the class in
which it has been entered if in its sole discretion it considers that
the exhibit has been entered in an incorrect or inappropriate class
or for any other reason whatsoever. The Company may place
exhibits so removed in any other class or may at its discretion
remove them from the Show altogether.

112. Classes 1-306, 414-425 and 450-460 Competition open to

all.

Classes 139, 378, 408-413 - Juniors Only (under 18 years)

Classes 500-509 - Classes for Legally Blind Persons.

Classes 512-525 - Restricted Classes, open to the
handicapped, residents of Nursing Homes, Special
Accommodation Houses and clients of Day
Centres.

Classes 527-531 are provided for students who attend a
special school.

Classes 605-732 School Competitions - open to students
belonging to Schools, Clubs or any similar
organisations.

Students may enter as individuals in the School competitions
provided they supply a letter from the School stating they are full
time students.

Where safety pins cannot be used,
exhibit tickets must be suitably attached to the front right hand
corner of the exhibit. Staples or straight pins must not be used
to attach exhibit tickets.
