"To the Members.
Lad1es and Gentlemen,

Your Council has much pleasure in presentmcr the followmo report of
proceedings of the Society for the year.1934.

Permanent Buildings and Works.

Having complied with the expressed wish of the Centenary Council to
aiter the date so that the Royal Show could be made the inaugural function
of the Centenary Celebrations, your Council gave early consideration to
the provision of accommodation for the anticipated increase in entries in
all sections, and, to enable the Show Grounds to be extended, made repre-
sentations tc the Government for legislation authorising it to close Watson’s
Terrace, which separated the Show ‘Grounds proper from land purchased
some years previously. Development of this new area was greatly
expedited by the generous assistance accorded by Mr. A. M. Nicholas, who
undertook to provide £8000 for a building in which all Jersey cattle
exhibited at the Show could be accommodated under one roof. It was
thus made p0551b1e to erect the magnificent Nicholas Pavilion for Jersey
cattle, containing 344 stalls and embodying many desirable features, such
as stalls of varying widths for stock of different ages, concrete floor,
fibrolite roof, Toomy feed boxes, steel window and louvre frames, sliding
doors, etc., etc. - Mr, Nicholas also bore the expense of providing, adjacent
to thlS pav111on a special judging ring for Jersey cattle, complete with
fencing- and three-tiered seats, the whole surrounded by a row of young
poplar trees.

In addition to enclosing and grading this new area, your Council
erected thereon the Centenary Hall, another fine brick bmldmg, for the
display of agricultural produce, and 104 feed boxes for the use of
exhibitors in neighbouring stock pavilions.

The co-operation of the Melbourne and Metropolitan Board of Works
made p0351b1e the extension of the sewerage service to this new area and

the sewering of the homestead used as a Youno Farmers’ Camp during the
Show.

To meet the ever-increasing demand, additional box and stall accom-
modation for 200 horses was prov1ded adJacent to the No. 1 Horse Pav 1110n
and extra stalls were erected in the Hunters’ Shed.

The Swine Pavilion was extended, the old Agricultural Hall—renamed
e “Hal! of Commercc '_cleared and made avallable for non-competitive



exhibits, the Carriage Pavilion adapted for the exhibition of fat sheep,
necessary alterations made in the Dog Pavilion and judging rings, and a
number of other minor improvements were effected.

In order to supply the current required by standholders in the Hall
of Commerce and also to facilitate the use of the Show Grounds for night
entertainments, a heavier cable was installed in Plummer Avenue, and the
approaches to the arena from the railway and turnstile entrances to the
grounds were suitably lighted, as were also the grandstands.

Considerable expenditure was incurred in reconditioning existing roads-
and footpaths and also in the utilisation of ashes, etc., in the formation of
paths in the new area, there having been no time available to construct
proper roadways prior to the opening of the Show.

Particularly satisfactory results followed the appointment as Honorary
Horticultural Adviser of Mr. C. E. Isaac, who spared no expense to him-
self in preparing, in the numerous garden plots throughout the grounds, a
wonderful floral display, which included a special tribute to H.R.H. the
Duke of Gloucester and a most attractive treatment of the floral clock,
which has been a feature of the Show for many years past.

No less satisfactory, from the Society’s point of view, were the
improvements effected by standholders generally. The erection of new
buildings and the alteration, renovation and painting of existing structures.
greatly enhanced the appearance of the grounds, and your Council has
expressed its keen appreciation of this concrete evidence of a determination
to co-operate with the Society to ensure that the Centenary Royal Show
would be worthy of its prommence in the celebrations.

The Exhibition.

As befitted such an auspicious occasion, the Centenary Royal Show,
which was held from 18th to 27th October, was unquestionably the best
exhibition staged by this Society. All previous records were broken, and
that quality was an outstanding feature in the various sections was but a
revelation of the whole-hearted co-operation of exhibitors in presenting a
display which would reflect the progress made in stud stock breeding and
agriculture generally during the past one hundred years. :

Show, and aiso to award to exhibitors of prize-winning stock and produce
engraved medallions, which will be greatly valued for many years to come.

On the first day of the 'Show, in perfect weather, exhibitors paradcd
‘their stock before judges from ‘Great Britain, New Zealand and every Statc
in the Commonwealth, who made their awards in the presence of a record
.attendance, despite the fact that H.R.H. the Duke of Gloucester arrived in
Melbourne on that day and that tramway men were on strike.

Ideal weather conditions also prevailed on the second day, when
H.R.H. the Duke of Gloucester attended and officially opened the Show
from a dais specially erected in front of the Members’ Grandstand. Your
Council had naturally anticipated a record crowd on this occasion, but,
because of a counter-attraction which was also honoured by a visit from
His Royal Highness earlier in the day, the attendance at the Show was
only some 10,000 above the corresponding day in 1933. However, the
excellence of the display was in no way affected, and it is safe to say
‘that His Royal Highness, who was accompanied by His Excellency the
Governor of Victoria—also present for the first time at a Melbourne Royal
Show—saw in the arena a grand parade of horses and cattle which has
not been excelled in Australia.

In the very limited time available, the President took His Royal
Highness on a tour of the grounds, during which the exhibits in the
Government Pavilion and the Centenary Agricultural Hall were inspected
‘before returning to the arena, where several events were provided for the
entertainment of the Royal visitor.

From then on the Society had to contend not only with formidable
‘counter-attractions, but with adverse weather conditions. In view of this
it is a matter for congratulation that the total attendance at the Show did
‘not compare even less favourably with that of 1933, and that, despite the
decline in public patronage, the receipts exceeded expenditure by £8500.

In order to ensure that the many prominent visitors from other
.countries would have full opportunity to see the exhibition, and also with
a view to assisting in their entertainment, special guest badges—sufficiently
-attractive to be retained as souvenirs—were issued, and the enlarged
Council enclosure in the Members’ Grandstand was placed at their disposal
on the official opening day. The many letters since received reveal that
these courtesies were greatly appreciated and that the excellence of the
exhibits, the extent of the Show Grounds and the standard of the stock
-pavilions and other buildings proved an unexpected surprise.

The Australian Society of Breeders of British Sheep.

The number of members of this Society throughout the Commonwealth
now exceeds 1000, and in Vol. 26 of the Flock Book, published last year,
the total number of flocks of the various British breeds was 1105. Branches
~of the Society are in a flourishing condition in every State excepting
Queensland, and their efforts to popularise registered British breeds are
having a beneficial effect upon the quality of the sheep in Australia.

Reports from Smithfield clearly indicate that the lambs exported from
Australia are improving in quality, and, whilst there is still a large number
of inferior lambs being exported, the propaganda conducted by the various
Branch Committees in the use of better sires is, no doubt, bearing fruit.

Owing to the increased demand for registered flock rams, brought
-about by the satisfactory prices obtaining last vear for fat lambs the
Society should continue to progress, although it is possible that the restric-
tion now in force on the export of lambs and mutton to Great Britain
might have a detrimental effect upon the membership.

During the past year negotiations were concluded with the Australian
Longwool Sheepbreeders’ Association, whose office is situated in Sydney,
whereby that body has now amalgamated with this Society. Without doubt,
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the combining of the activities of both organisations will greatly strengthem
the position of registered breeders of British sheep, for they are now bound
together in cne strong body, capable of effectively dealmg with all matters
affectmg their interests,

The secretarial work of the amalgamated body w111 be carrled out by
the Royal Agricultural Society’s staff, whilst the headquarters of the New
South Wales Branch will be transferred from Wagga to Sydney.

Your Council 1s indebted to both the Victorian Branch and the Federal
Council of the Society for the practical support it accorded the Sheep
Section of the Centenarv Show.

The display of British breeds has never been surpassed in the Com-
monwealth, and the co-operation of the Society has greatly helped your
Council to stage such a grand exhibition of sheep.

Vol. 27 of the Flock Book issued annually by the Society is now being
prepared for publication, and, owing to the amalgamation of flocks pre-
viously registered with the Austrahan Longwool Sheepbreeders Associa-
tion, 1t w 111 be the largest volume: yet 1ssued by the Socxety It is hoped
to have it available for distribution in May next. ‘

The Australian Co’r'riedale Sheepbreeders’ Association.

At the annual meeting of this Association, held in Melbourne last:
July, it was unanimously dec1ded to ask the Royal Agricultural Society of
Victoria to undertake the secretarial duties of the Federal Council, and
vour Council subsequently agreed to make its staff available for this purpose.

The Corriedale breed of sheep has gone ahead very rapidly in Aus-
tralia, and Vol. X. of the Flock Book, published in September, contained
the histories of 237 registered flocks, this number being an increase of 60
on those that appeared in Vol. IX.

Branches of the Association have been established for some time in
alf States except Queensland, and; the efforts of Branch Committees have
been the means of making more widely known throughout the Common-
wealth the dual purpose quality of this breed. .

VWhen the secretarial work of the Federal Courcil of the Association
was taken over by your staff, it was deemed advisable to prepare a new '
constitution and rules that would more adequately provide for the efficient
management of the Association’s aﬁalrs and these were adopted at the
last annual meeting of the Association. - S .

The secretarial work of the Victorian Branch is also carried out by
this Society’s staff, and -your Council is very grateful for the help received
irom the Branch in connection with the Corriedale Section of the last
Show. Judges nominated by the Branch were appointed to act, and, in
addition, the prize money offered was augmented by a donation of 30
guineas.

Victorian and Southern Riverina Society of Export Lamb
and Mutton Producers.

Since the inception of this Society at the 1933 Royal Show, continued'
progress has been made towards its objectives, which provide for the
improvement of lamb and mutton exports, grading, publicity and so forth..

The ideals of the Society were favourably commented on by those
overseas whese whole business centres round the sale of our meat products,.
and such experts as Capt. Heywood (Commonwealth Veterinary Officer at
Smithfield), Mr. W. McCann (South Australian Trade Commissioner and
Agent-General at London), Mr. J. Hamilton (of Hayes, Pain and
Knowlden Smithfield) and others directly concerned with the sale of
owners’ consignments consider the Society’s efforts a first step in the:
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long-delayed move necessary to ensure Australia taking her proper place
amongst the world’s sellers of lamb and mutton products.

Branches of the Society have been established at several country centres
and the membership is steadily increasing.

One of the Vice-Presidents of the Society, in the person of Mr. A.
Browning, was appointed as representative of Victorian Meat Producers
on the Meat Advisory Council formed last year by the Federal Govern-
ment, and he was also appointed as the Society’s representative on the
Victorian and Southern Riverina Meat Advisory Council.

The export of lamb and mutton from Victoria is of vital importance
to this country, and the Society’s efforts to improve the conditions per-
taining to this industry are deserving of the whole-hearted support of

producers.

The Commonwealth Clydesdale Horse Society.

Interest in the Society has greatly increased throughout Australia, and
at no time have its activities been more fully appreciated by breeders
generally.

Entries for Volume 8 of the Commonwealth Clydesdale Stud Book
closed at the end of the year, and the pedigrees already examined and
accepted for publication in that volume comprise those of 558 stallions
and 1460 mares, in addition to records of 1398 eligible foals. This 1s a
clear indication of the extent of the service rendered by the Society, the
membership of which has now increased to over 900, and is indeed a
healthy sign for the horse-breeding industry, as it reveals a desire on the
part of breeders to improve the standard of their horses and also demon-
strates the growing value of the Stud Book.'

Although the demand for horses of all kinids has exceeded the supply
and very satisfactory prices have been readily obtained, the various Branch
committees realise that these conditiors can .only be maintained by breeding
good, sound, useful stock capable of giving years of satisfactory service
under all conditions. They are, therefore, making every endeavour to
impress upon their respective Governments the imperative need for legis-
lation which will eradicate all undesirable stallions, and it is hoped that
sound measures will soon be in operation in each State.

- The News Service is.now fully appréciated by members and horse
lovers generally, and this phase of the Society’s activities is" becoming one
of its greatest assets, . .- .

During the year many animals of -a,high.“standa.rd' were imported from
Scotland, and will no doubt be of great benefit to the breed in this
country. - - '

It i1s pleasing to reeord that :the “Clydesdales exhibited at the Cen-
tenary Royal Show made a memorable display. Breeders greatly appre-
~ciated the action of the Clydesdale Horse Society of Great Britain and
Ireland in offering two fifty-guinea trophies for = competition in this
section. Your Council has gratefully acknowledged the Society’s co-
operation, and also that of the Victorian Branch of the Commonwealth
Society, which donated £82 to the prize fund, and in other ways assisted
in securing a record entry. '

The Horse Association of Victoria.

‘With a view to securing uniformity in ‘the conduct of horse
Gymkhanas throughout Victoria, this Association during the year called
a conference of interested bodies for the purpose of discussing a set of
rules and regulations which were drafted by a sub-committee. These
were approved of by the various bodies represented, and were subse-
quently adopted by the Association. ‘
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The Nicholas Pavilion, for Jersey Cattle, with accommodation for 344 head, erected during 194
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The annual “Back-to-the-Horse” Procession and .Gymkhana was con-
ducted by the Association in April last. Good entries were received in

the large number of classes provided, but, despite the excellent programme,
the attendance was not up to expectations.

This Association again co-operated in the organisation of the annual
procession of saddle and harness horses and ponies, which was held on
the last day of the Centenary Royal Show, and, although it was marred
by heavy rain, there was a splendid response, the heavy teams particularly
being numerous and of a very high standard.

' The Australian Pony Stud Book Society.

. In accordance with a resolution adopted by your Council, all Shetland '
ponies entered for exhibition at the Centenary Royal Show were regis-
tered with the Australian Pony Stud Book Society. - o

The compilation of the Stud Book has been taken in hand by the
Federal Secretary in Sydney, and numbers have already been allotted to
those ponies whose pedigrees have been authenticated. -

Several .new Victorian breeders have enrolled as members, and a
further increase in the membership is expected as a result of the regula- .
tion adopted by your Council that, at the 1935 and succeeding Shows, all
ponies entered for exhibition must be registered in a recognised Stud
Book. :

Pending the formal constitution of a Branch in this State, the neces-
sary secretarial work in connection with entries and inspection in Victoria
is being carried out in this office.

The Shorthorn Society of Australia.

‘As a result of the possibility of an extensive export trade in chilled
beef being developed, the outlook for the Shorthorn breed is much more
encouraging than has been the case for some time. ‘Consequently greater
optimism has been apparent in breeding circles, and several new members
have been enrolled. Another pleasing feature which shows confidence in
the future is the importation of several high-class animals from the home
of the breed. These are without doubt of great value to the industry as
a whole, and their importers are to be congratulated on their enterprise.

During the year Volume 7 of the Shorthorn Herd Book of Australia
was published, and gratis copies forwarded to all financial members, whilst
the number of entries already received for Volume 8 is most satisfactory.

The Victorian Branch of the Society co-operated with your Council
in obtaining the services of Mr. Robert Hornsby, of Silloth, Cumberland,
England, as judge in the Shorthorn section at the Centenary Royal Show.
Breeders generally displayed their approval of his appointment by increased
entries, and it is hoped that, as a result of the visit, interest in the breed
will be greatly stimulated.

The very handsome cup donated by the Shorthorn Society of Great
Britain and Ireland, for competition in perpetuity at the Melbourne Royal
Show, was greatly appreciated by breeders. In addition, the generosity
of several other donors enabled the trophy and prize list to be greatly
augmented, and competition was very keen.

It is gratifying that breeders took the opportunity to place the breed
so prominently before the public, and also of interest to note that a pure-
bred Shorthorn steer won the open export steer class. Competing against
representatives of other breeds he gained 96 points, thus demonstrating
the natural ability of the Shorthorn to produce beef of the highest
quality. ‘
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In an endeavour to create greater interest in the breed, a publicity
officer has been appointed, and the Society is advertising in several of the
leading agricultural and pastoral journals throughout the Commonwealth.

The Red Poll Cattle Breeders’ Association of Australia.

As indicated in last year’s report, the rules of this Association were
altered at the Annual Meeting of members, held during the Centenary
Royal Show, to permit of the formation of Branches in the various States
and the election of a Federal Council to govern the Association.

Branches of the Association have already been formed in Victoria
and New South Wales, whilst breeders in Queensland and Western
Australia are expected to establish Branches in their respective States in
the near future. As yet the number of breeders in South Australia and
Tasmania does not warrant the formation of Branches in those States,
but with the ever-increasing popularity of Red Polls this will only be a
matter of time. ‘

During the year Volume 7 of the Australian Red Poll Herd Book
was published. An indication of the progress made by this Association
is the fact that this Volume contains the pedigrees of 363 bulls and 863
cows, a total of 1226 animals, as compared with 1009 in Volume 5, which
was the largest previously published. The registration of four imported
bulls and twelve imported cows in this Volume is proof of the confidence
which the breeders responsible for the importations have in the future
of the breed in Australia.

By arrangement with this Association and with the co-operation of the
Red Poll Society in England, your Council was enabled to secure the
services of Mr. J. G. Gray, of Coombe Abbey, Coventry, England, as
judge of the Red Poll section at the Centenary Royal Show. Mr. Gray’s
work in the ring, together with his subsequent interviews with breeders
and his visits to their studs, should prove of great value to breeders and
the breed alike. Prizes in this section were considerably augmented by
the Association and the parent Society in England, and the animals
exhibited established new records, both in numbers and quality.

The Dairy Shorthorn Association of Australia.

As the merits of the Dairy  Shorthorn as a dual-purpose animal are
becoming more widely known, the membership of this Association is -
gradually increasing. This increase in membership is in no small'measure
due to the publicity campaign. inaugurated during the year, as-the result
of which a large number. of enquiries for information regarding the breed
were received. : S : ' ‘ s

In accordance with a resolution adopted at the 1933 Annual Meeting
of members, the sum of £50 was donated in additional prizes in the
various classes at the Centenary Royal Show, and, although showing no
increase in numbers, the display of Dairy Shorthorns was maintained at
the high standard set in previous years.

During the year printers’ proofs of the second portion of the first
Volume of the Herd Book were reviewed by the Committee, and further
proofs will be available for inspection at its next meeting.

The Ayrshire Cattle Herd Book Society of Australasia.

This Society has maintained its membership at a high level, and the
registrations received for the Herd Book and Calf Register show a con-
siderable increase over last year.

The Federal Council issued Vol. XXVI. of the Herd Book and a
further edition of the test record booklet during the year, and copies were
forwarded to all members.
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The Victorian Branch voted the sum of £100 as additional prize
money at the Centenary Royal Show, and doubtless this was one of the
factors in the large increase in the number of entrles in the section.

The Society joined with other dalry breed societies in forming a
Herd Test Advisory Committee, which has received ofﬁual recognition by
the Minister of Agriculture, and will in future act in a consultant and
advisory capacity to him. .

The Federal Council, in its belief that herd testing is necessary and
desirable in the best interests of the breed, decided that in future grants
will be made to Branches for this purpose only. ‘

The Friesian Cattle Club of A'ustralia’

The twelfth volume of this Club’s Herd. Book was published during
the year. Increased support was noticeable, Victorian members being:
particularly well represented.

Very satisfactory prooress was rnade with the negotiations for the re-
entry of the Queensland Friesian Cattle Club.on its or1g1na1 basis as the
Queensland Branch of the Australian Club, and these should be satisfac-
torily concluded at an early date.

The efforts of the Victorian Branch to. mcrease the entry of Friesians
at our Show were successful, ‘and resulted in a splendid representation of

the breed.

The Guernsey Cattle Society of A‘us_tralasia
(Victorian Branch). '

This Branch has experienced a truly. fruitful year as a result of the
enthusiasm of the Committee and members. This was clearly reflected in
the increased Victorian representation in Volume: 10 of the Herd Book,
which was published by the Federal Council.-

The Branch fully utilised its financial resources to commemorate
Centenary year at our Show and to further ‘the interests of the breed.
An increase of over 50 per cent. in entries was the result.

The Branch has concentrated its pitblicity- work on promoting sales
of the actual milk. In this it has been assisted by the good milk ahd
butter fat tests of the cattle; also by the formation by breeders of a
company for the marketing of Guernsey milk as such. A milk bar for
guaranteed. Guernsey milk was successfully conducted at our Show. The
publicity gained was exceedingly useful, and was. greatly assisted by the
issue of two types of literature, one of general information for the dairy
farmer and the other dealing specially with Guernsey milk. The issue of
this literature was financed by the Federal Council of the Society, which
gave its whole-hearted support to the schemie.

The Australasian Jersey Herd -Societj (Victorian Branch).

The membership of this Branch is still' steadily mounting, and this
year passed the record set up in 1933. The Victorian Branch membership
1s greater than that of the other Branches combined.

The Federal Council published Volume XX. of the Stud Book early
in the year, and all financial members were supplied with copies.

The Branch again published its booklet of Herd Test records and
other pamphlets, and applications for copies of these publications have
been received from every State of the Commonwealth.

To suitably mark the occasion, the Committee decided to request your
Council to appoint a judge from ]ersey Island for the Centenary Royal
Show, and offered to pay up to £200 towards his expenses. As a conse-
quence, Mr. A. G. Le Brun was invited, and he accepted the position.
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There can be no doubt that his visit will be of lasting beneht to the breed
and breeders in this State. The Branch also expended almost £200 n
trophies for competition in the various classes, and these were keenly
competed for.

It was at the suggestion i the Committee of this Branch that your
Council included in the prize schedule a regulation to the effect that stock
not in reasonable Show condition would be removed from the Show
Grounds, and there is every reason to believe that this regulation met with
the approval of exhibitors generally, as never previously has the standard
of the stock exhibited been so uniform in quality.

The Australian Illawarra Shorthorn Society (Victorian Branch).

Steady progress is still being maintained by the Victorian Branch of
‘this Society, and breeders are confident that there is a bright future for
the breed in Victoria.

Excellent entries were received for the Centenary Royal Show, and
the interstate judge favourably commented on the quality of the animals
placed before him and the condition in which they were shown.

The prize money in the various classes at the recent Show was
increased by the donation of 30 guineas by the Branch. ‘

The publication by the Federal Council of a 500-page booklet and
the inauguration of a publicity campaign by this Branch has materially
assisted in making more widely known the dairying capabilities of the
breed, and will no doubt result in the enrolment of many new members.

The Victorian United Cow Test Association.

Despite the unusually bad season and the low price of butter fat, the
‘herd-testing movement has been well supported by the progressive and
determined dairy farmers, and 93 District Associations, representing 127
units, have continued affiliation with the central body. Approximately
95,000 cows, representing about 3100 herds, were under test during the
year, and the satisfactory increase in butter-fat production is attested by
the ever-increasing number of R.A.S. of V. Production Certificates issued
by this Society to Association members whose herds average 300 1bs. fat
or over in 273 days.

The Calf Marking Scheme 1s steadilv making progress, and its prac-
‘ticability may be gauged from the decision of the Agricultural Ministers’
Conierence at Hobart, when the general application of this scheme to the
whole of the Commonwealth was recommended.

Good support has been accorded the Dairy Farm Competition annually
.conducted by this Association, the conditions for which have been altered
to include the State Championship prize, of 20 guineas.

There has probably never been.any educational work in the dairy
industry to equal the splendid service rendered by the field days held under
‘the auspices of the V.U.C.T.A.; whilst the practice of forwarding to all
members of affiliated Associations printed reports of all meetings, con-
ferences, etc., is also a valuable factor in maintaining live interest in herd-
-testing.

The Australian Dairy Cattle Research Association
(Victorian Branch).

Continued activity during the year resulted in the Commonwealth
‘Government agreeing to make available £1000 per annum for five years
‘towards the cost of investigating Contagious Mastitis, on condition that a
similar sum was provided by the States. In response to a deputation, the
Victorian Government agreed to provide £500 per annum for a period of
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five vears if the remaining £500 was contributed by other States, and the
proposed investigation was carried out in Victoria. The promised finan-
cial support, in addition to that mentioned in last year’s report, prompted
a confident anticipation of an early commencement of the proposed inves-
tigation, and, to that end, a number of properties were inspected by a
sub-committee appointed for the purpose, and subsequent to receiving its
report the Victorian Branch Comimittee has made recommendations to the
Federal Council which, if adopted, will enable this very desirable work
to be taken in hand without further delay. :

The Australian Stud Pig Breeders’ Society’.

After several rather lean years this Society is again able to report
that an increasing number of members are being enrolled. During
the last few months prices for stud pigs have gradually improved
and those breeders who carried on despite the low prices being
obtained for stud pigs are now deservedly reaping the benefit.

- The Twenty-fourth Volume of the Herd Book was published
during the year, and, despite the bad year experienced, contained the
pedigrees of 1493 pigs, as compared with 1536 in the previous volume.
Volume XXV. of the Herd Book is now in course of publication
and it will be the largest yet published.

A record entry of pigs was received for the Centenary Show,
the quality in the various breeds being of a high standard. The
excellent entries received in the different carcase competitions proved
conclusively the value placed on them by exhibitors. The usual
donations to“ards the prize money in these classes were again made
this year and, in addition, the prize money throughout the section
was increased by a donation of £100 from the Victorian Branch of
the Society.. :

With the improved prices for stud pigs the prospects for breeders
are now much brighter and the Society is looking forward to con-

tinued advancement.

The Victorian Working Sheep Dog AssoCiation. N

Steady progress has been made by this Association during the
past vear. Several new members have been enrolled and some
excellent trials have been conducted by afﬁllated bodles throughout
Victoria. : : e

The fourth competition for the 50- gumea Captam Payne Trophy
was held at Baxter’s Flat, Frankston, in conjunction with the local
Agricultural Society. Good entries were received "and the ground
proved so suitable for field trial purposes that it has been suggested
that future competitions be conducted thereon.

On the recommendation of the Committee, your Council decided
that dogs entered in the Open and Juvenile Trials at the Centenary
Royal Show should compete in preliminary trials on the Ascot
Racecourse. This innovation, which proved of benefit to the Society,
was received with satisfaction by competitors and can therefore be con-

tinued.

The Kennel Control Council of Victoria.

Each of the three reports submitted in the past on the activities
of this Council since its foundation has been a record of unchecked
and rapid progress. Equally satisfactory advancement has taken place
during 1934. The membership of the Council is the truest barometer
of its actions. For the three years the progressive figures were 402,
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894 and 1195, and at the close of its fourth year 1647 members were
financial. In each case the increase has been reflected in the support
received at our Show in the Dog Section. The figures are 1025, 1165,
1338, and this year 1507 entries.

As the roots of sound government have spread, so has the
welfare and unity of the dog world progressed.

The most noteworthy and desirable act in the year's work was
the amicable and entirely satisfactory agreement reached with the
hitherto opposing controlling body, the Victorian Poultry and Kennel
Club. Following several conferences, this body relinquished complete
control to the K.C.C. and received the sincere welcome of all as one
of the Council’s 44 affiliated clubs.

The Chamber of Agriculture of Victoria.

The Thirty-second Annual Convention of this Chamber, held at
Shepparton on the 20th, 21st and 22nd March, 1934, was officially
opened by His Excellency, the Lieut.-Governor, the Hon. Sir William
Irvine, K.C.M.G., and was attended by a large and representative
gathering of delegates and invited guests from all parts of the State.
During the Convention several most interesting addresses were
delivered and were greatly appreciated by the delegates. Items on
a lengthy agenda were keenly discussed, and the resolutions passed
have since been brought prominently under the notice of the authori-
ties concerned. One session of the Convention was confined to
delegates from societies in the wheat-growing areas, and the problems
confronting the wheat industry were discussed at length with a view
to assisting the Executive in its representations to the Royal Com-
mission appointed by the Commonwealth Government.

At the conclusion of the Convention, delegates were entertained
at a complimentary concert, and on the following day were shown
over the extensive cannery of the Shepparton Fruit Preserving Com-
pany, motored through the surrounding orchards, etc., and subse-
quently taken to the Dookie Agricultural College, where, after an
inspection of the property and stock, under the personal guidance of’
the Principal and his Staff, all were entertained at afternoon tea.
Your (Council "accorded a hearty vote of thanks to the people of
Shepparton for the many courtesies extended to this Society’s
delegates during the Convention. - ;

It was at the instance of this Chamber that the Hon: C. A. S.
Hawker appeared before the Royal Commission on Wheat; that Mr.
W. H. Kendell was appointed to the Transport Board and Mr. A. C.
Bennett to the Farmers’ Relief Board, and it is particularly gratifying
to the Executive that legislation has at long last been passed to
introduce the system of handling wheat in bulk in this State. Bulk
handling of wheat has been urged by the Chamber of Agriculture
for many years, and adoption of the system is a full justification .
for d1ts persistent advocacy of this economic method of handling that
product.

The Victorian Young Farmers’ Clubs’ Association.

The Provisional Committee appointed at the inaugural conference
held during the 1933 Show adopted a constitution under which an
Association of Young Farmers’ Clubs in Victoria could function on
right lines. Although copies of this constitution could not be circu-
lated until February, the Provisional Committee was able to report
to a further conference, held during the Centenary Show, that 105 of
the 220 clubs known to exist in Victoria had already affiliated. Since
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then additional affiliations have been effected, and it is confidently
anticipated that the Association will ere long be one hundred per
cent. representative of the Young Farmers’ Clubs in this State.

As intimated in last year’s report, your Council was desirous of
affording every encouragement to the movement and, in view of the-
support being accorded the newly-established Association, felt justitied
in making £100 available for the purposes of a camp for Young
Farmers during the Centenary Show. This action was greatly apore-
ciated by the Provisional Committee, which co-operated to the fullest
extent to ensure success.

Five boys from Queensland and five from New South Vales,
nominated by the controlling bodies in those States, took part in the
Camp, together with twenty Victorian boys selected from nominations
made by clubs affiliated with the Association. The Camp, which was
supervised by two officers whose services were made available by the
Education Department, was quite successful and many who have the
best interests of the movement at heart have urged that the Camp
be made an annual event, as is the case in both Sydney and Brisbane.

It is pleasing to note that in connection with this Camp the.
Association was afforded not only the. co-operation and assistance of
the Departments of Education and Agriculture, but that of the Rail-
ways Department, which transported the Victorian boys to the Camp
free of charge, and the Interstate boys at considerably reduced rates.

Commonwealth Fertilisers and Chemicals Ltd. bore the expense
of providing distinctive caps for the boys, and the proprietors of the
Sun News Pictorial provided them with a full day’s entertainment.

The competition for “The Argus” and “The Australasian” Shield,
which was restricted to affiliated clubs, was keenly contested and
resulted in a win for Scotsburn by the narrow margin of two points.

The Association is keenly appreciative of the secretarial work
carried out on its behalf by the Society’s staff, and is confident that a
continuation of its activities will result in a further extension of the
movement and ensure uniformity in the activities of local clubs.

The Journal.

As a result of a satisfactory increase in the circulation of the
“Australian Farm and Home,” in which this Society’s official journal
is incorporated, the proceedings at the monthly meetings of your
Council, which have been regularly reported therein, together with
other matters of interest concerning the Society, have received much

wider publicity throughout the Commonwealth than has been the
case in recent years.

Membership.

It is gratifying to report that during the past vear the member-
ship of the Society showed a considerable increase. the total being
4352, as compared with 3962 in 1933. The present membership is the
highest it has been since 1929.

Centenary Celebrations.

In last year’s report mention was made of the fact that vour
Council had placed the Show Grounds at the disposal of the Centenary
Celebrations Council to be used for any of the special entertainments
and - demonstrations arranged during the period of the celebrations.
Reference has already been made to the installation of lights in the
grandstands, and from there to the turnstile and railwav entrances
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to facilitate the use of the grounds for night entertainments. From
a steel tower, especially erected adjacent to the public grandstand, the
arena was flood-lit for the purposes of the unique and excellent
pageant presented by the Navy during the week immediately following
the Show. This system of lighting, supplemented by flood lights on
poles erected around the arena, enabled the Services Centenary Com-
mittee to stage its comprehensive Tattoo, which included a very
realistic air raid.

In addition to these evening entertainments, a Military Gymkhana
was: held on the afternoon of Saturday, 10th November, on which
occasion H.R.H. the Duke of Gloucester was present. Shortly after-
wards the grounds resounded with the activity of workmen, who
erected an immense and beautiful altar and virtually covered the arena
with seats in preparation for the three services to be conducted in
connection with the Eucharistic Congress. No charge was made
for admission to these services, each of which was wonderfully well
attended, and on at least one occasion it is estimated that approximately
100,000 people were congregated on and around the arena.

It is by no means unimportant that the Society revenue benefited
by the arrangement made with the Centenary Celebrations Council,
but it is most important that, with its fine arena and spacious grand-
stands, together with the unrivalled facilities for transport by both
train and tram, the suitability of the Show Grounds for outdoor enter-
tainments has been demonstrated to so many thousands of people.

Your Council is hopeful that, as a result, much greater use will
be made of the Show Grounds in the future and the Society’s revenue
increase accordingly.

-In accordance with a request from the organising Committee, your
Council resolved to support the Centenary Floral Parade and Pageant,
and entered a float which symbolised “Agriculture.” Though not
eligible for either of the classifications under which prizes were offered,
the judges considered the Society’s float worthy of an Honourable
Mention. . _

L : - Council. :

Your Council. was particularly pleased when the New Year
Honours were announced:and. it. was learned that His Majesty the
King had coriferred a Knighthood on the Society’s President. This
gratification was shared by the members of the Society, and .Sir
Charles was ileartily congratulated on receivirig«his well-earned recog-
nition of his iong and valuable publi¢”Service. The honotir was the
more appreciated because it was conferred primarily for services ren-
dered in the cause of Agriculture, and, therefore, an honour both for
the Society and its indefatigable President. o

As the nominations for election at the annual meeting were in
excess of the vacancies on the Council, a poll was held, at which the
whole of the retiring members were re-elected and Mr. A. H, Moore,
of “Tooloonook,” Yarram, was elected to the vacancy caused by the
death of Mr. W. D. Leslie.

In accordance with the provisions of Rule 8, Mr. H. A. Mullett,
Director of Agriculture, was, by Order-in-Council, appointed a Trustee
of the Society, vice Dr. S. S. Cameron, deceased.

Extended leave of absence was granted to Mr. C. N. McKay
during his tour abroad, and to Mr. P. Tuckett, who visited America.

Mr. Duncan McLennan was prevented from attending several
meetings of the Council owing to the necessity for him to undergo
a serious operation, which was quite successful and from which,
happily he has made an excellent recovery.

The best thanks of your Council are due to the State Govern-
ment for its continued support in making possible that wonderful
display in the Government Pavilion, which was so favourably com-
mented on by Show patrons, and for in other ways assisting the
Society, more especially in connection with the legislation desired to
close Watson’s Terrace and to alter the Show Public Holiday.

Your Council deeply appreciates the services rendered by the
judges, stewards and stewardesses at the Show, and the assistance
given by the Departments of Railways, Police and Defence, the
Tramways Board, the Metropolitan Fire Brigade, and the Melbourne
and Metropolitan Board of Works, and it especially desires to acknow-
ledge the co-operation of the various stud stock breeders’ societies,
“both in Great Britain and Australia, for their whole-hearted co-opera-
tion with the Society in ensuring the success of the Show by offering
valuable trophies and cash prizes for competition thereat; assisting
in securing the services of outstanding judges; and also urging their
respective members to maintain a high standard in the stock entered
for exhibition,

Your Council also takes the opportunity to place on record its
keen appreciation of the liberal support of Mr. A. M. Nicholas and
those other generous donors to the prize fund, and also to again
acknowledge its indebtedness to exhibitors and standholders for their
co-operation in ensuring the success of the Show.

Your Council further desires to make special mention of the very
real assistance given by the Press in keeping prominently before the
public the activities of the Society, more particularly at Show time,
and, in conclusion, to thank all others who, in any wayv. assisted in
furthering the interests of the Society throughout the year.

Finance.

Atter having carefully investigated the possibilities of funding
the Society’s indebtedness, your Council resolved to take advantage of
the offer of the Commercial Banking Company of Sydney to grant
the Society an overdraft sufficiently large to enable it to continue
its activities and to meet its commitments in connection with works
carried out prior to the Show. Your Council was very nleased to
make this arrangement, as it was loth to withdraw the account from
the bank which had for so many years handled the Society’s business
in such a satisfactory manner. Under the arrangement referred to
the Societv will be charged interest at most favoured overdraft rate
and will be able to continue to receive from its members deposits at
chort call which, as in former years, will make possible a saving in
interest in proportion to the difference between the total of such
deposits and the amount of the overdraft.

On reference to the financial statement it will be seen that the
revenue for the vear was £40425/17/8, which shows an increase of
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£1313/16/8 on that of last year. The expenditure (including £9550/5/-
in prizes and £23,306/14/2 for buildings and improvements) amounted
to £64,371/19/8, the bank overdraft being increased from #£37,831/16/6
to £61,777/18/6, and the Society’s indebtedness to the Government,
inclusive of interest, decreased during the year from £38,660/7/2 to
£37,106/15/-.

Taking the expenditure in permanent improvements as assets, the
working expenses for the year show a loss of £639/7/10, as against
last year’s profit of £1979/12/4, but, of course, the Show being held
one month later than usual, receipts during the first month of the
new financial vear, which, of course, could not be taken into account
in the audited statement, reverse that position.

Whilst naturally very disappointed with the financial result of
the Centenary Show, your Council feels that the Society can congratu-
late itself, not only on having faithfully carried out its part in the
Centenary Celebrations, but on having consolidated and materially
increased its assets as a basis on which to work for the further
- development of the primary industries and industrial resources of the
State during the second century of its history.

RULEKES

1. The Society shall be called The Royal Agricultural Society
of Victoria.

2. The objects of the Society -shall be to promote the develop-
ment of the Agricultural, Pastoral, Horticultural, Viticultural, Stock
Raising and Industrial Resources of the State—

(1) By holding Exhibitions at such places and times as the
Council shall appoint, and by offering and awarding prizes.
and premiums at all such Exhibitions, if deemed desirable.

(2) By holding meetings for the purpose of popularising rural
life and dxssemmatmo knowledge of improved methods and
new ideas in relation’ thereto

(3) By corresponding with Agricultural and other kindred
societies, and collecting information for the furtherance of
the objects of the Society.

(4) By promoting the discovery, investigation and introduction.
oi improved kinds of agucultural implements and
machinery, the better equipment and construction of farm.
buildings, the application of chemistry to the general pur-
poses of agriculture, the destruction of insects injurious to
vegetable life, and the eradication or utilization of weeds.

(5) By promoting the discovery, investigation and introductiom
of new varieties of cereals, vecretables or grasses suitable:
to the climate, and capable of bemg cultivated with profit;
and also the introduction of desirable kinds and varieties of
live stock.

(6) By collecting and distributing information on all subjects.
concerned with the objects of the Society, including the
preparation and publication of Flock Books, Herd Books,
Stud Books, Pamphlets, Essays and Papers, and by the
establishment and maintenance of a Library and Reading
Room for the use of Members.

(7) By investigating the nature of diseases in animals or plants.
and taking measures to encourage the prevention or eradi-
cation of such diseases.

(8) By remunerating any person for original research work
leading to the advancement of the objects of the Society.

(9) By the purchase of live stock for breeding purposes and
allowing farmers and other rural workers the use thereof
for improving the standard of live stock.

(10) By promoting or assisting any scheme for herd testing and
remunerating any person for his services in connection
therewith. _

(11) By promoting or assisting competitions in regard to farm
crops and other primary production, implements of hus-
bandry and improvement of the conditions and methods of
rural work.

(12) By promoting or assisting any other work which may be
regarded by the Council of the Society as being beneficial
to primary production or the improvement of live stock.

(13) By borrowing monies at interest on “short cail” or other-
wise from bankers or any other source for the purposes of
the Society, and particularly for repaying in whole or in
part monies owing or which may become owing by the
Society either on current account or otherwise.

(14) By establishing and supporting or aiding in the establish-
ment and support of funds, trusts and conveniences calcu-
lated to benefit employees or ex-employees of the Society,
or the dependents or connections of such persons, and by
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granting pensions and allowances, and by making contribu-
tions towards Insurance Premiums.

(15) To do all such other lawful things as are incidental or con-

ducive to the attainment of the above objects.

3. The Society shall consist of a President, three Vice-Presi-
dents, four Trustees (three of whom shall be appointed as herein-
after provided, and one shall be appointed by the State Governor),
Governors, Members, Honorary Members, Honorary Scientific Mem-
bers (not exceeding six in number), and Corresponding Members.
The term “Member” shall (unless the context otherwise requires)
be deemed to include a Life Member, Life Governor and Governor.

4, Subject to the provisions of Rule 27, every applicant for
admission into the Society, by giving his name and address, with his
subscription, to the Secretary, shall be duly constituted a Member
of the same, and shall have all the rights of membership till the day
after the Annual Meeting next ensuing. Provided that when any
subscription shall be paid in the name of any firm or company such
firm or company shall nominate in writing one of the members
thereof, who shall, on the receipt by the Secretary of such nomina-
tion, be entitled to and exercise the rights and privileges of mem-
bership, and be bound by the Rules, By-Laws and Regulations of the
Society, and may be elected to any office.

5. Governors shall pay a subscription of three pounds three
shillings and Members one pound ten shillings annually. Life
Governors shall pay a subscription of thirty one pounds ten shillings
and Life Members a subscription of fifteen pounds fifteen shillings,
provided that, as regards Life Members to the number of two hun-
dred, who shall become such from and after the 2nd February,
1933, the subscription payable by each such Life Member shall be
£10/10/- only, if payment be made on or before 30th September,
1933.

6. The Society shall be managed by a Council consisting of
thirty-three Members (elected from amongst the Members of the
Society as hereinafter provided) and the Trustees, who shall be-
ex officio Members of the Council,

7. One-third of the Council (the Trustees excepted) shall retire
annually in rotation, but shall be eligible for re-election.

8. Land acquired, or to be acquired, for the Society shall be
held by and be vested in the Trustees for the time being of the
Society for and on behalf of the Society. The Trustees appointed
as provided by these rules shall hold office until disqualified, or
until they are removed in due course at the Annual or at a Special
General Meeting of the Society. Any new Trustee or Trustees
shall be appointed at the Annual or at a Special General Meeting of
the Society, or in accordance with Rule 14, The Trustees shall deal
with the lands of the Society as directed by resolution of the
Council of the Society (of which an entry in the Minute Book shall
be conclusive evidence), and they shall be indemnified against risk
and expense out of the Society’s property. If the office of Trustee,
appointed by the State Governor, shall become vacant by reason of
death, resignation or otherwise, a new Trustee shall be appointed
by the State Governor.

9. The Council shall, at their first meeting after the annual elec-
tion in each year, elect out of their own number (which includes
the Trustees) a President and three Vice-Presidents. "

10. The Council shall have the entire management of the income
and funds of the Society, and all other affairs thereof, and for these
purposes the Members of the Society for the time being shall be
deemed to have constituted the Council of the Society for the time
being their agents.

11. The Council shall have power to appoint and remove all paid
officers of the Society.

12. The Council shall have power to elect Honorary, Honorary
Scientific and Corresponding Members, nominations therefor having
been submitted at a previous meeting and a notice of such nomina-
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tions having been sent to cach Member of the Council. The Honorary
Scientific Members shall retire annually, and shall be eligible for
re-election.

13. Governors and Honorary Scientiic Members may attend
meetings of the Council and take part in discussions thereat, but
shall not have power to vote.

14. The Council may, except as to the Trustee appointed by the
State Governor, fill up any vacancies in its own body created by
death, resignation or occurring in any other way amongst its office-
bearers.

15. The Council shall have pawer to make or amend such regu-
lations as they think necessary. :

16. The Council shall be regulated in its proceedings by such
By-laws as shall from time to time be enacted by it, conformably
with the Constitution and objects of the Society; but no By-law
shall in any case be altered, or new one proposed, unless notice of
such intention has been given at a previous meeting and sent to each
member of the Council.

17. The financial year of the Society shall end on the 31st day
of December of each year, to which day the accounts of the Society
shall be balanced. At the monthly meeting of the Council, to be
held in January in each year, the Council shall prepare a list of
Members nominated by them to fill the vacancies in the Council.
Nominations (other than those made by the Council) of Members
who may be candidates for such vacancies must be in the hands of
the Secretary prior to such meeting. Every nomination other than
those made by the Council shall be signed by at least two Members
other than the candidate, and shall have endorsed thereon the con-
sent of such candidate, duly signed by him. :

18. The Annual General Meeting shall be held on the first
Thursday in February, at which meeting the Annual Report and
Balance Sheet shall be submitted, Members elected to fill the vacan-
cies in the Council, two paid Auditors appointed, and any other
business transacted of which due notice in writing shall have been
given before the hour of two o'clock in the afternoon of the second
Tuesday in January immediately preceding.

19. Fourteen days at least betore the Annual General Meeting
the President or his Deputy shall send to all Members of the Society
a ballot paper, numbered, and initialled by the President or his
Deputyv, or the Secretary, with the names of all the candidates who have
been dulv nominated, and each Member desiring to vote shall erase
therefrom all names he thinks fit. Provided that any ballot paper
containing more or less than the required number of names shall be
rejected by the President (who shall be Returning Officer) or his
Deputy at the election. Every such ballot paper shall be returned
before the closing of the poll, which shall be at three o'clock p.m.
on the day of the election, and the said ballot papers shall be opened
and counted when the Returning Officer is making up the poll.

20. Fourteen days at least before the Annual Meeting a copy of
the Report and audited Balance Sheet for the preceding financial
year shall be forwarded to everv Member of the Society. ,

21. The Secretary shall report to the meeting of the Council
next after the Annual Meeting the Members elected to fill the vacan-
cies in the Council.

22. A Special General Mceting of the Society may be called at
any time by the Secretary. on direction of the President or on the
requisition of twenty Members of the Society, of which meeting
there must be given ten clear days’ notice stating the business to be
transacted, but no business shall be transacted at any such meeting
other than that for which it has been called. _ -

23. A Special Meeting of the Council may be summoned by
direction of the President or of three members of the Council, but
‘no business then transacted shall he valid unless confirmed by special
‘resolution at the subsequent Ordinary Meceting. o
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24. At the Annual Meeting twenty Members, mcluding Members
of Council, or at a Special General Meeting ten Members, exclusive
of Members of Council, shall form a quorum.

25. The privileges of Membership shall consist of power to vote
at the election of Members of Council appointed by the Society,
of free admission to the Library, Reading-room and Lectures, and,
with two ladies, to the Society’s Exhibitions, grounds and grand-
stands (subject to such regulations as the Council may make) on
production of the Member’s ticket for the current year. And while
the Society issues a monthly journal a copy shall, on receipt of a
request in writing, be posted free to every Member.

26. Any Member neglecting or refusing to comply with these
Rules, or any or either of them, or any lawful directions or require-
ments by the Council made in pursuance or under the authority
thereof, or being guilty either before or after becoming a Member
of the Society of conduct calculated to bring the Society into dis-
credit in connection with its ‘General Meetings, its Meetings of
Council, its Exhibitions, or other objects, shali be liable to be sum-
moned before the Council, and, if found guilty, shall be subject to
reprimand or to have his name expunged from the roll of Members,
and may also be disqualified from exhibiting and may be disallowed
from again becoming a Member during the pleasure of the Council.
A Member expelled under this Rule shall forfeit all right in and
claim upon the Society and its property.

27. Any person being expelled from Membership or disqualified
from exhibiting, riding or competing by any kindred society shall
not be allowed to become a Member or to exhibit, ride or compete
at this Society’s Exhibitions until such expulsion be rescinded or
such disqualification be removed, provided such expulsion or dis-
qualification be confirmed by the Council of this Society.

28. The Council shall be the sole authority for the interpreta-
tion of these Rules, and of the By-laws and Regulations made there-
under ; and the decision of the Council upon any question of inter-
pretation or upon any matter affecting the Society or the adminis-
tration of its affairs, whether provided for by these Rules or by the
By-laws and Regulations made thereunder or otherwise, shall be
final and binding on the Members.

29. Every Member shall communicate from time to time to the
Secretary his address; and all notices required by these Rules to be
sent or given to Members shall be deemed to have been duly sent or
given if posted or sent to such address. :

30. Every person becoming a Member of the Society thereby
undertakes, i1f at any time required to do so by the Council, to give
evidence by statutory declaration or otherwise of any facts within
his knowledge or information relating to the subject matter of any
inquiry by the Council.

31. Every person becoming a Member of the Society shall
thereby undertake to indemnify and shall with every other Member
thereof be bound to indemnify the Council, and the individual Mem-
bers thereof, any Committee of the Council and any Members of
any such Committee, against any action or damages in respect of
anything done or purported to have been done in accordance with
these Rules, or the By-laws or Regulations made thereunder, during
the continuance of his Membership. .

32. The Council and the Members thereof shall be indemnified
out of the Society’s property against risk and expense which may
occur through borrowing monies in accordance with paragraph 13
of Rule 2; and Members of the Society, notwithstanding Rule 31
hereof, shall not bv reason only of their membership be or become
personally liable through, by reason, or on account of any such
borrowings. : o

33. These Rules shall not be altered except by a majority of
the Members present at the Annual or at a Special General Meeting.

BY-LAWS

GENERAL MEETINGS.

1. Notice ot the Annual and Special (General Meetings of the
Society shall be given in such newspapers as the Council may decide,
and by circular through post to every Member; and all matters,
except the election of the Members of Council at the Annual Meet-
ing, shall be determined by a show of hands, unless a division is
called for by at least three Members present. At cverv Annual
General Meeting the minutes of the last Annual Meeting shall be
read and confirmed; a report, together with a financial statement
from the Council, shall be submitted, and any Member present may
propose any question to the Council respectmor the matters contained
in such report, and comment thereon, or may refer to such other
matters relating to the government of the Society and the manage-
ment of its aﬁairs as to him may seem proper, provided that his
remarks have reference to some motion of which notice has been
previously given in accordance with Rule 18.

2. The President or his Deputy shall conduct the election at the
Annual General Meeting, at which meeting two or more scrutineers
shall be chosen by the President or his Deputy to assist in making
up the state of the poll.

THE PRESIDENT.

3. The President shall, in all official relations of the Society,
take precedence of all other Members, and shall take the chair when
present, having (as well as any other Chairman of the Council) the
privilege of a casting vote in addition to his own in all cases of
equality in a division on any question. He shall sign all such letters,
votes of thanks and other documents as the Council may decide.

THE COUNCIL.

4. The Ceuncil shall hold a meeting at least every month, on
such a day and at such an hour as the Council may decide, for the
transaction of the business of the Society, and may adjourn from
time to time at its discretion.

5. At the monthly meetings the Council shall have full power to
originate, discuss and decide by a majority of votes on a show of
hands all questions not involving an unusual outlay of money
brought before it: provided that, if any three Members present
regard any proposition brought forward as too important for imme-
diate decision, they may object and demand the usual month’s notice,
whereupon all discussion on the question shall cease.

6. No motion, the effect of which, if carried, would be to
rescind any motion previously passed by the Council during the same
year, shall be entertained unless one month’s notice be given to the
Council.

7. The ruling of the Chairman shall be final in all matters of
order and practice.

8. If within half an hour after the time at which any meeting
of the Council ic called a quorum of Members be not present, the
Members present. oi the majority of them, or any one Member if
one only be present. or the Secretary, if no Member be present, may
adjourn such meeting to any time not longer than fourteen days
from the date of such adjournment, providing that no meeting shall
be keld on a public holiday, and should an Ordinary Meeting fall on
a holidav the Secretary shall he empowered to postpone the date of
such meeting and call 1t not later than ten days after the date on
which it otherwise would have been held.

9. Minutes of the proceedings of every meeting of the Council
or of any Committee shall be taken during their progress by the
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Secrectary, or, in case of his absence, by some person present whom
the Chairman may appoint for the occasion. The minutes shall
afterwards be fairly copied into a minute book kept for that pur-
pose.
P 10. The Council shall, from time to time, draw up such By-laws
as may appear to them expedient for conducting the proceedings of
their own meetings, which shall be binding on the Members of the
Council, and all such By-laws shall be binding on all and every
the Members, Honorary, Honorary Scientific, and Corresponding
Members, officers and servants of the Society, as well as on all
exhibitors or their assistants at the Society’s Exhibitions.

11. The Council may appoint Committees to examine into or
take action on any special matter relating to the objects or business
.of the Society, and may dissolve such Committees when they shall
think proper.

12. The Council shall appoint a banker or bankers to the Society,
to whom all sums of mocney received by the Secretary or other
persons for the use of the Society shall be paid.

13. No money shall be drawn from the Society’s banking account
but by order of the Council, after a report from the Finance Com-
mittee, and by cheques signed by two Members of such Committee
and countersigned by the_Secretary. Entries shall be made of all
such payments. -

14. If any Member of Council, with the exception of the
Trustees, shall be absent from three consecutive monthly meetings
of the Council without leave having been obtained, his seat shall be
declared vacant.

15. The Secretary shall notify to the Council any vacancy which
‘may have occurred in the list of President, Vice-Presidents, Trustees
or other members of the Council at the meeting of the Council at
which or next after such vacancy occurred, and such vacancy shall
not be filled up until the monthly meeting of the Council which shall
take place next after such notice, provided that if any such vacancy
occur after the ordinary monthly Council meeting in November such
vacancy shall not be filled except at the next Annual Meeting.

16. In the absence of the President, the chair shall be taken by
the senior Vice-President then present; and should none of these
officers be present, then by such Member as the Council shall choose
as their Chairman by a majority of votes. (The senior Vice-Presi-
dent shall be deemed to mean the Vice-President who has been a
Memgaer of Council for the greatest number of years in the aggre-
gate.

b ﬁ17. The quorum of a monthly or special meeting of Council shall
e five. ‘

18. At every monthly meeting of Council the ordér of bisiness
shall be as follows:—

(1) Reading and confirming minutes of previous meeting.
(2) Business arising from minutes.
(3) Election of officers and nominations for vacancies. — — - — -

(4) Committee’s Reports.

(5) Motions.

(6) Correspondence.

(7) Postponed business.

(8) General business.

(9) Notices of motions.

19. All minutes and reports read to and adopted by the Council
shall be signed by the Chairman.

20. The report from the Council to the Annual Meeting in
February shall be prepared at the Council meeting first in January
or at some adjournment thereof.

COMMITTEES.
_ 21. The Council shall elect such standing Committees at the
monthly Council meeting in February as they think fit. and such
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Committees shall remain in othce until the Annual General Meeting
in the ensuing year, two members of Committee to form a quorum.

22. The President shall be ex officio a member of all committees.

23. Each Committee, at its first meeting, shall elect its own
Chairman for the year, and in his absence a Chairman shall be
elected by the Committee for the occasion.

24. All Committees shall make or adopt rules for the conduct of
their businesy, and shall make a report of their proceedings to the
Council and shall hold office until they have made their respective
reports; but in case such reports shall not have been made previous
to the first Thursday in February next after their appointment, their
powers shall then cease, providing that standing Committees shalt
retain office till their successors are appointed.

‘ THE STAFF.

25. The Manager shall be immediately responsible to the Council
for the discharge of his various duties. He shall attend the sittings
of all meetings of the Council and of Committees.

26. The Secretary shall keep all the Society’s books. He shall
also conduct the correspondence of the Society and keep copies of
all letters on the business of the Society.

27. Under the direction of the Finance Committee, the Secre-
tary shall be responsible for all monies received, paying such sums
into the Society's Bank, and producing at each meeting of the
Finance Committee receipts for the same; and, excepting the amounts
allowed him for petty cash, he shall not retain in his hands any
money belonging to the Society, but shall pay it over forthwith to
the Society’s Bank. He shall have the charge of the expenditure
for petty cash.

28. The Secretary shall have the custody of all books and
property of the Society. All books, pamphlets, etc., becoming the
property of the Society shall be stamped with the Society’s stamp
at once.

29. The Manager shall have the immediate superintendence over
all of the servants of the Society, and shall be required to report to
the Council any instances of misconduct on their part which he may
think of such a nature as to require the consideration of the
Council.

30. The Manager and the Secretary shall each find, if required,
approved security to the amount of £500, the premium to be paid
by the Society. .

31. Neither the Manager nor the Secretary shall exercise any
of the privileges of a Member of the Society. '

FINANCE.

32. The Finance Committee shall have the immediate care of the
Society’s funds, and shall meet before the ordinary Council meeting
in each month, in order to prepare a report for the Council on the
state of the Society’s funds, which they shall present to each monthly
meeting, as well as a statement of the payments recommended to be
made, together with all the books in which entries of cash receipts
or payments are made, and such documents as the business of the
day may require. Should a report irom the Finance Committee not
have been presented at the meeting of the Council, the Secretary
shall report the state of the funds to the Council, in which case the
Council shall vote the moneys required without such report.

33. The Chairman of the Finance Committee shall be the

Honorary Treasurer of the Society. '
34. All receipts for money received on behalf of the Soc1_ety shall

be out of a book with counterpart.

35. All moneys received and paid shall be entered daily in a
general cash book.

36. The accounts of the Society shall be audited as may be
required by the Council by two professional accountants, to whom a
balance sheet shall be submitted by the Secretary immediately after
the close of the financial year, and such, when audited, shall be

presented at the Annua! Mceting.
