“To the Members,
Ladies and ‘Gentlemen,

Your Council has much pleasure in presenting the following report of
proceedings of the Society for the year 1938.

Permanent Buildings and Works.

As indicated in last report, considerable development of the scheme for
lighting the grounds took place, and the cost of this work was the chief
item of expenditure during the year.

The laying of underground mains to carry the current not only ensured
lower maintenance costs but did away with the necessity for rows of
unsightly poles.

The appearance of the grounds at night was greatly enhanced by the
“White Ways” extending from the entrances at the Dog Pavilion and rail-
way platform to the arena, and other street lighting from attractively-
designed concrete standards in the various streets.

The Administrative Building, grandstands, and other buildings and
entrances were festooned, and all combined to create a carnival atmosphere
in which patrons were enabled to inspect a show entirely changed from
that seen in daylight. 7

To facilitate the parading of stock at night, lighting was amplified in
and around some of the stock pavilions.

An entirely new set of fences constructed for the arena met with
unanimous approval, and the new telephone service from the centre of the
arena to various points greatly facilitated the work of officials.

As in former years, considerable expenditure was incurred in main-
tenance work, mainly on roofs, roads and footpaths, whilst the painting of
the Hall of Commerce, Pigeon Pavilion and other buildings, together with
the roofs of all grandstands, considerably brightened the general appear-
ance of the grounds. ,

The heavy day and night programme led to congestion at the entrance
to the arena under the Result Board. Your Council is now considering a
proposal for overcoming this difficulty, and at the same time providing for
increased accommodation for the public around the arena, clearly warranted
by the ever-increasing crowds of Show patrons.

This increasing patronage, coupled with the growth of transport by
road, prompted your Council to seize an opportunity to purchase a property
at the corner of Epsom Road and Lang’s Road, which will provide a very
conveniently situated park for the cars of Show patrons. ,

To assist in financing this purchase, it has been resolved to sell that
portion of the Society’s existing motor park which fronts on Elliott and
‘Monash Streets.

The Exhibition.

The Society’s Annual Exhibition, which was held from 22nd September
to 1st October, 1938, was officially opened by His Excellency the Lieutenant-
Qoyernor (Sir Frederick Mann), and on their return from Canberra was
visited by His Excellency the Governor and Lady Huntingfield.

)
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It seems a long time since some adverse influence was not in operation
at Show time, and this year was no exception, yet, despite the European
crisis, the drought, and the fact that schools were open, attendances at the
‘Show totalled 420,430, and revenue exceeded expenditure by £17,500.

Although not a record, your Council was very satisfied with this result,
‘bearing in mind that operating costs were higher, and prize money some
£2,500 more than in years which showed better returns.

Every available square foot of space was allocated for non-competitive
.exhibits, and your Council has expressed its keen appreciation of the sup-
port of business firms which staged displays of such a uniformly high

standard. '

Your Council was both surprlsed and gratified that in such a season
‘the entries of stock and produce established a record over all but centenary
year, and that the quality of the exhibits compared more than favourably
‘with those of previous years.

Increased public patronage was attributed to the excellence of the
displays in the Government Pavilion and the Horticultural Hall, whilst the
special exhibits staged by the Australian Butter Publicity Campamn Com-
mittee in the Centenary Hall, and the Postmaster-General’s Department in
the Hall of Manufactures, were very favourably commented on.

It can justly be claimed that the arena programme was outstanding,
and to that fact the increased attendance can be largely attributed, more
particularly in connection with night sessions.

In saying this, vour Council does not detract from the wonderful assist-
ance accorded by the press and the various broadcasting stations in giving
such publicity as aroused keen interest in the Show in this and neighbouring
States, nor is it unmindful of the fact that, with the exception of one day,
weather conditions favoured the Society throughout the period of the Show.

School Holidays.

Though a deputation, fully representative of all interested, waited on
the Hon. the Premier in an endeavour to influence the Cabinet to alter the
-decision of the Education Department to close schools in August instead of
at the time of the Royal Show, it was only successful in securing a promise
that Cabinet would reconsider the matter early in 1939.

Just prior to the end of the year, arrangements were made for a small
deputation from the Council to interview the Premier before the Cabinet
meeting at which the matter is to be discussed.

It is true that the reasons for the Education Department’s decision to
alter the school holidays have been explained, and an assurance given that
the Department is in no way antagonistic to the Society. Still, your
Council feels that the educational facilities afforded by a Royal Show are
such as to outweigh the reasons advanced by the Department, and it is
confidently relying on Cabinet to endorse its views.

Whilst it was impossible in 1937, owing to the prevailing epidemic, to
-gauge the effect of this decision on attendances, it has now been made
abundantly clear, as attendances of children at the 1938 Show were approxi-
mately 10 per cent. of the total, whereas in former years they have reached
as high as 33 per cent.

- When one takes into consideration the fact that, when the schools are
-open, the school teachers and the parents, as weli as the children, are pre-
vented from visiting the Show, one can gauge the extent to which the
attendance cf those most mterested in this national educational function is
affected.

Your Council makes this statement despite the announcement of the
Hon. the Minister for Education that no prosecutions would follow absence
from school for the purpose of visiting the Show.

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The Commonwealth Clydesdale Horse Society
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch).

The decision of the Federal Council to close the Stud Book to all but
the progeny of registered sire and dam created much activity in Clydesdale
circles, and so numerous were the entrics received that it was found impos-
sible to include them all in one cover. Consequently it was necessary tos
publish Volume 10 in two parts.

Both have recently been completed, and forwarded to all financial
members and kindred bodies overseas. These contain the pedigrees of 580
stallions, 2,202 numbered mares, and particulars of progeny from 1,939
mares registered in previous volumes, together with 2,214 Appendix mares
and their progeny, and the record should therefore prove of great value to.
those engaged in the industry. ,

Despite drought conditions, which have prevailed during the year,
and the intense competition. from mechanical power-farming advocates, the
membership of the Society has not suffered to any appreciable extent, and
entries already received for inclusion in Volume 11, the closing date for
which has been fixed as 1st March, 1939, total 111 stallions, 538 mares, 2,094
progeny records. and 1,033 transfers, which is ample proof of the confidence:
of breeders in the economy of horse usage and the future of horse breeding.

The importation of animals of both sexes from Scotland continues.
Many animals containing the best blood lines available have been distributed
throughout the Commonwealth in recent years, and the beneficial influence:
_of their introduction is now becoming apparent in practically every district,
creating keener competition at agricultural shows and improving the stan-
dard of the breed generally.

Efforts to eradicate all unsound and undesirable stallions are still being"
made, and it is hoped to eventually obtain uniform legislation throughout
the whole Commonwealth which will provide for the compulsory castration
of all which fail to obtain certificates of soundness. ,

In this connection it is of interest to learn that a Bill to amend the
Victorian Horse Breeding Act, insofar as the examination of two-year-old
colts is concerned, and the refund of the appeal fee when the appeal is
upheld, was introduced but not finally dealt with by Parliament during the
recent session. It is hoped that this Society’s persistent appeal for the
provision of a clause for the compulsory castration of all rejected stallions
will result in a suitable amendment being included when the Bill again:
comes before the House, as it is obvious that the Act cannot possibly effect
the improvement for which it was designed, viz., the elimination of heredi-
tary unsoundness, whilst the use of unsound sires is permitted, even though:
their use is restricted to the owner’s own mares. '

As in former years, the display of Clydesdales at the recent Melbourne:
Roval Show was of a high standard, and was very favourably commented
on by both the New Zealand judges who were appointed. .

The Australian Pony Stud Book Society.

This Society still retains the interest of breeders in Victoria.
- Atlthough no actual Branch of the Society has yet been formed in this
State, the necessary secretarial work in connection with the reception of
entries and inspection of ponies owned by Victorian breeders is still being
carried out in this office.

Volume 2 of the Stud Book has not yet been published. This volume-
will contain a good representation of Victorian breeders, particularly in

the Shetland Section.

The Shorthorn Society of Australia
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch).

Despite the droughty conditions which prevailed in several districts
throughout the Commonwealth during the year, and the fact that quite a
number of studs had to be transported to other properties for agistment..
breeders generally have maintained their interest in the breed, and con-
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tinued to keep records of their breeding activities up to date. As a result,
when Volume 9 closed on 31st December the number of entries received
compared favourably with Volume 8. The pedigrees of some 213 bulls
and 1,009 cows have been checked, and 1,224 transfers recorded, in addition
40 returns of progeny from 1,330 cows registered in previous volumes.

- The Federal Council re-appointed the Publicity Committee and made
funds available for a continuation of the scheme to further popularise the
‘breed, and ensure that the main and natural characteristic of the Shorthorn
—to produce beef of the highest standard—is kept prominently under the
-notice of those engaged in the beef-raising industry, and also to stress the
outstanding ability of Shorthorn bulls to rapidly improve the type and con-
formation of grade herds.

The Victorian Branch is still represented on the Meat Advisory Com-
-mittee, which works in co-operation with the Australian Meat Board, and
that body is continuing its efforts to obtain permanent markets for chilled
beef at prices Qatlb‘factory to the producer, and the success it achieves will
without doubt benefit the whole industry.

The proposal to alter the Constitution of the Society to consolidate its
position has been fully considered by the Branches, and the matter will be
again discussed at the forthcoming Arnual Meeting of the Federal Council.

It i1s of interest to note that many breeders have displayed sufficient
confidence 1 the future to import animals from the home of the breed, and
in the volume now being compiled will appear the pedigrees of no fewer
than 19 bulls and 25 cows which have been added to members’ studs during
the past two vears.

The Dairy Shorthorn Association of Australia.

During the year interest in the Association has been maintained, and
mno opportunity has been lost to publicly demonstrate the milk and meat
characteristics of this breed.

As a result of a recommendation from the Annual General Meeting, a
publicity kiosk was opened on the Show Grounds for the duration of the
1938 Royal Show, and the number of prospective buyers and others to visit
the kiosk was beyond expectations. It is anticipated that before the next
Show a permanent building will be erected for use as a kiosk, which should
-prove a valuable and popular asset to the breed. The committee were for-
tunate in securing the services of a competent publicity cfficer to take
-charge of the kiosk for the duration of the Show.

The Association again made available sashes for the champion animals
exhibited at shows conducted throughout V1ctor1a at which entries were
restricted to registered stock.

The Red Poll Cattle Breeders’ Association of Australia
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch).

The Association has experienced another satisfactory year, and, despite
the fact that several names have been struck off the list, the total member-
ship strength has been slightly increased.

"~ In May last the Federal Council completed the publication of Volume 9
of the Herd Book, and copies were issued to all financial members of the
Association. The volume contains the pedigrees of 472 bulls and 992 cows,
a total of 1,464 animals, as compared with 1,507 published in Volume 8. The
greater percentage of the registrations are in'the two highest classes, there
bemg only five bulls and 117 cows registered in other than Classes AA and.
A, which indicates that breeders are consistently raising the standard of
their herds. The pedigrees of seven imported bulls and ‘three imported
-cows are also published in this volume. '

In November last the Victorian Branch conducted its third annual
sale, at which entries were restricted to registered stock. The sale was
held at Seymour, and a catalogue of 64 animals, representing eight regis- -
tered studs, was offered. A show was held in conjunctlon with ‘the sale,
the entries for which were restricted to animals catalogued for auction.
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The Victorian Branch again offered sashes for the champion animals
exhibited at shows conducted throughout Victoria, at which the entries in
the Red Poll section were restricted to registered’ stock :

The Ayrshire Cattle Herd Book Society of Australasia
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch).

The Herd Test Competition, which was inaugurated by the Federar
Council, is now in its second year, and will be completed in June, 1939:
This competition, for which £150 in prizes is offered, has revealed some
striking test figures, and the indications now are that the prize winners will
represent three States.

The Federal Council published Volume XXX. of the Herd Book, and
also the seventh regular issue of the Herd Test Record Booklet durmg the

year.

The activities of the Victorian Branch were extended, and the dis-
semination of publicity material assisted by the appointment of a publicity
officer. The Committee was well satisfied with the results of his efforts,
and has extended his term for a further period of twelve months.

Sashes made available to those.country agricultural societies which
restricted their entries to registered stock were freely sought, and during
the past vear no fewer than 24 societies were supplied with these sashes.

The Friesian Cattle Club of Australia
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch).

Durmg the year a satisfactory number of entries was received for the
14th Volume of this Club’s Herd Book, which in all probability will be
closed and compilation will be commenced during 1939. It is not the
policy of the Club to publish a Herd Book annually.

The two meetings of the Federal Council which were held led to one
important change in the rules, it being decided that, whilst the existing
means of identification—photographs or sketches—would not be abandoned,
tattoo brands would be accepted instead, in connection w1th entries for the
- Club’s Calf Register.

In view of the high value of Friesian milk for cheese making, plans
were formulated by the Victorian Branch, though not finalised, for the
purpose of referring this fact to the attention of factory managers. _

The various means of publicity utilised by the Victorian Branch in the
past to bring before dairy farmers the merits of the Friesian breed, were
again fully exploited, and it can be said without hesitation that, insofar as,
Victoria is concerned, a considerably improved demand for the breed exists.

Breeders construe as a sign of the times the fact that the number of
entries in the Friesian section of the 1938 Royal Melbourne Show was.
the highest since 1927.

The Guernsey Cattle Society of Australasia
(Victorian Branch).

Enthusiasm for the Guernsey breed continued unabated, a fact which
must be due largely to the excellent test records created.

Again during the year valuable importations into Victoria from abread
were made. These were designed, with thought, to strengthen the already
well-founded strains of heavy producing cattle.

The Victorian Branch continued to increase its membership, and the
number of sales reported was satisfactory.

Whilst a Herd Book was not issued by the Federal Council, it being
the practice to do this every second year, entries for the 12th Volume
closed with a satisfactory total, without any variation of the Society’s proud
boast that there is not one pedigree in its Herd Book which does not trace
uninterruptedly to the home of the breed—Guernsey Island.
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The Australian Illawarra Shorthorn Society
(Victorian Branch).

During the year the Branch has been accorded satisfactory support by
its members, and has continued its efforts to further the interests of the
Australian Illawarra Shorthorn in this State.

Copies of Volume 6 of the Herd Book, published by the Federal
Council, were forwarded to all financal members. Victorian breeders are
well represented in the volume, which contains the pedigrees of 5,528
animals. -

The small number of entries received for the Australian Illawarra
Shorthorn section at the recent Royal Show was a disappointment to all
concerned, but assurances have already been given that breeders will see
that better support is accorded this section in the future so as to ensure
that it will be retained in the Prize Schedule.

This Branch again made available sashes for the champion animals
exhibited at shows conducted throughout Victoria, at which the entries in
the Australian Illawarra Shorthorn section were restricted to registered
stock.

The Australian Jersey Herd Society
(Victorian Branch).

The Committee of this Branch has been very gratified with the response
to the invitation to members to submit their herds for ciassification, as no
less than 54 herds were visited by the classification board during the past
year.

The total number of females classified is now 256, 27 being highly com-
mended, and 229 commended. The fact that 75 per cent. of these cows had
gained certificates under Official Government Test encouraged the Com-
mittee to establish an Advanced Register, which was brought into operation
in November. This Register will include all cows classified by the Classi-
fication Board which have produced an average y1e1d of 430 1bs. butterfat
over four lactations.

Field days, which were well attended by appreciative members and
others, were arranged by the Branch through its Field Officer, and during
the currency of the Royal Show numerous demonstrations were conducted
by well-known breeders and by the Jersey judge, who this year was from
New Zealand.

During the year the Federal Council published Volume XXIV. of the
Herd Book, and it is expected that Volume XXV., entries for which closed
on 30th June, will be issued early in 1939,

The Victorian United Cow Test Association.

That keen interest is still being maintained in the activities of this
Association is clearly demonstrated by the fact that the number of cows
submitted to test during the past year showed an increase of 6,242.
Altogether, 86,770 cows in 2,427 herds were tested, and, despite the adverse
season, averaged 227 lbs. butter fat per head.

The Annual Field Day, which was this year held at Maffra, proved a
most enjoyable and profitable time for those members and their friends
who were able to make the tour.

Concrete evidence of the interest displayed by several firms in the
Dairy Farm Competition was apparent in that donations to the fund were
renewed, and the prizes offered were keenly contested in each of the ten
zones in the State.

Appreciation of the R.A.S. of V. Production Certificates, issued in
relation to herds which reach specified standards under Association Test, is
still keen, over 500 of these certificates being issued tto successful members
during the past twelve months.
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Just prior to the last Royal Show, the Council of the Association pur-
chased a Rest-room at the Show Grounds. This should become popular as
a meeting place for members of Herd Test Associations and their friends.

Gold medals and cash prizes were keenly competed for in the two sec-
tions of the Herd Testers’ Competition, which since its inception has led
to considerable improvement in the reports which have to be annually sub-
mitted to the Department of Agriculture in compliance with conditions
governing the payment of Government subsidy.

A revised edition of the Constitution and Rules of the Association was
printed and circulated during the year. _ :

By direct representation, the Association has maintained close contact
with the activities of the Victorian Pasture Improvement League, of which
its President has been re-elected ‘Chairman; the Victorian Pig Industry
Committee, and the Victorian Dairymen’s Association.

The action of the Government in proceeding with the compilation of
the “Production” portion of the proposed register of cows which under
test have reached a prescribed standard, was noted with appreciation by
the Council of the Association, which also expressed approval of the Cattle
Breeding Bill passed at the end of last session.

The Council re-affirmed its decision to strongly support any repre-
sentations made regarding the closing of schools during the period of the
Roval Show. :

The Australian Dairy Cattle Research Association
(Victorian Branch).

This Branch has from time to time received and transmitted to the
Federal Council reports regarding the investigation into. mastitis being con-
ducted in Victoria by the Commonwealth Council for Scientific and Indus-
trial Research, with funds provided by the Association, and in view of the
fact that the Victorian Government grant of £500 per annum for five years
will terminate with the 1939 payment, it is now organising the support of
interested bodies with a view to making representations to the Government
for a renewal of that grant, in view of the importance of continuing efforts
- to overcome this grave menace to the dairying industry.

This Society has for some time subsidised the investigation to the
extent of £100 per annum, and your Council purposes giving its full support
to the representations to be made to the Victorian Government in the
matter.

The Australian Society of Breeders of British Sheep
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch).

The membership of this Society continues to increase, and at the end
of the last financial year had reached a record total of 1,612 members.

The growing popularity of the British breeds is further indicated by
the large number of rams and ewes imported from England at great
expense during the year. These importations should greatly improve the
standard of flocks throughout the Commonwealth. '

Volume 30 of the Flock Book, which was printed in March, contained
a complete history of each flock, and was published in two sections—one
for Longwool and the other for Shortwool breeds. .

The number of registered flocks included in this volume is 1,664, which
is an increase of 174 on the record total published in Volume 29 in May,
1937.

Despite the adverse season the three registered sales held - late in the
vear were outstandingly successful. The prices realised for. the large.
vardings of sheep were most pleasing. These. sales afford an excellent
opportunity for members to bring before the notice of the public the quality
of sheep which they are breeding, and it also gives lamb raisers an oppor-
tunity of procuring good quality pure-bred rams at reasonable prices. _

The Australian Meat Board, in conjunction with this Society, i1s agam
conducting an All-Australian Export Lamb Competition during the present
season. A similar competition will also be held during the 1939-40 season.
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Keen interest is being taken in these competitions, and the high-grade car-
cases are being shipped to be judged in London. After the judging of the
carcases, displays are made in various London shop windows, and the Board
has reported that considerable interest has been taken in these displays,
which further help to advertise the quality of Australian lamb.

Another outstanding exhibition of British breeds was staged at the
1938 Melbourne Royal Show, and breeders who forwarded sheep are to be
congratulated on placing such fine exhibits before the public.

The Council has expressed its appreciation of the action of the Vic-
torian Branch in again donating £69 towards the prize fund.

The Australian Corriedale Sheepbreeders’ Association
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch).

Steady progress has been made by this Association during the
past twelve months. There are now 492 flocks registered through-
out Australia. Of this number 190 are registered in Victoria. At
the end of 1937 the figures were 450 and 180 respectively.

The Association has continued to donate ‘“Champion” sashes
for competition at country shows, where entries are restricted to
registered Corriedales. It is noted that entries have increased and
that the standard of sheep at these shows has improved.

Volume XII. of the Flock Book, published by the Federal
Council during the year, contained 164 more histories than appeared
in Volume XI. in 1936. In the past the Flock Book has been
published every second year, but it 1s hoped that as a result of the
continued satisfactory financial position of the Association, this
work will be performed annually in future. _

The Official Inspectors carried out their inspections of the 1937
drop of lambs during the year and reported that the standard showed
general improvement.

For some time, and particularly in the past year, efforts have °
been made to bring about an amalgamation of the Australasian
(Lincoln-Merino) Corriedale Society with this Association. Con-
ferences were held between representatives from the two bodies,
but unfortunately no progress was made. The negotiations have
now been discontinued.

The Victorian Society of Export Lamb and Mutton Producers.

This Society has maintained its representation on the Victorian
Meat Advisory Committee, which co-operates with the Australian
Meat Board in matters affecting the export trade. The magnitude
of the exports of lamb and mutton from Victoria warrants the
existence of this Society through which the views of producers can
be expressed on matters affecting their interests. '

The Australian Stud Pig Breeders’ Society
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch).

During the year the Federal Council published and distributed
the 28th Volume of the Herd Book, in which appeared the pedigrees
of 1935 pigs.

_ As a result of recommendations made by the Committee of the
Victorian Branch, your Council arranged for result boards to be
provided in the Pig Judging Rings and also for the names of pigs
to be exhibited over the pens, as is done in the Horse and Cattle
sections. At the last Annual General Meeting of the Victorian
Branch keen appreciation was expressed by members at the action
of your Council in arranging for these improvements to be effected.

During the year Dr. John Hammond, the well-known English
authority on animal production and nutrition, visited Australia at
the invitation of the Commonwealth Government and in his report
made many valuable suggestions for more economy and efficiency
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in the methods of pig raising which, in his opinion, would permit
large-scale exports, even if the existing overseas prices re-acted
considerably. Copies of this report have been distributed by the
Victorian Branch. o

The Australian Meat Board again subsidised all-Australian
Export Baconer and Porker Competitions. It is regrettable that
better support is not forthcoming from Victorian breeders for these
competitions, which are invaluable in further increasing the Aus-
tralian Pig Meat export trade.

A supply of “Annuals,” published by the National Pig Breeders’
Association, was again obtained and a copy forwarded to each
financial member.

The Kennel Control Council.

The past year has been notable for the development of that
feeling of security and contentment amongst canine enthusiasts
referred to in earlier reports and due to the system of government
by a Committee appointed by your Council.

So much is this so that it is now possible to provide prizes
hitherto unheard of in the dog world. An instance was seen in the
two K.C.C. “All Breeds Sweepstakes,” which were finalised at the
1938 Royal Show, with prize money and trophies exceeding £62 in
value.

There is further evidence in the considerably increased member-
ship, the satisfactory number of affiliated Clubs, and the numerous
country agricultural societies which conducted the Dog Section of
their Shows under the official sanction of the K.C.C.

Your Council accepted with keen regret the resignation from the
K.C.C. Committee of Mr. Robert Myers, whose duties as printer
and publisher of "The Argus” and “The Australasian” made such
demands on his time as to make this inevitable. To fill the vacancy
thus created your Council selected Mr. C. Kelly, and has been
pleased to note that this appointment has proved popular with
fanciers.

The K.C.C. Committee co-operated with your Council in its
policy of engaging overseas Judges, and all other matters affecting
the Dog Section. Unfortunately, Mr. Bernard McMillan Brown was
obliged at the last moment to cancel his engagement for this year’s
Royal Show, but compensation will' be found in the fact that
already arrangements have been finalised for the International
authority, Mr. George Steadman-Thomas, who judged for the
Society in 1937, to adjudicate at the 1939 Royal Show, as his sole
engagement in Australia.

This co-operation was further evidenced in efforts which again
greatly assisted the Society to obtain the record entry for the Dog
Section of its 1938 Show.

The usual activities of the K.C.C. were maintained throughout
the year, and many new improvements of a technical nature were
introduced for the better conduct of shows and parades generally.

The Victorian Working Sheep Dog Association.

This Association has had a very successful year and has con-
tinued in its efforts to further the interests of the Working Sheep
Dog.

During the year, the Council decided to adopt the suggestion
of one of the members and allot numbers to all dogs registered
with this Association. A number is now allotted to each dog as
its registration is effected.

In October last, the eighth competition for the “Captain Payne”
50 guinea Trophy was conducted at Kyabram, in conjunction with
the Kyabram Agricultural Society. The competition attracted an
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entry of 31 dogs, which number was well up to the record entry
of 36 received in 1936. In addition to the Captain Payne Trophy
Competition, 14 affiliated Clubs conducted trials under the rules of
this Association during the year. _

‘Record entries were received for the Sheep Dog Trials con-
.ducted at the recent Royal Show, there being 74, as compared with
34 in 1937. This excellent entry is proof of the increasing interest
being taken in the Working Sheep Dog in this State.

The Victorian Young Farmers’ Clubs Association.

Perhaps the most productive work of the Association during
-the twelve months under review was to focus greater public attention
on the Young Farmer Movement. -

As a result, the work of Young Farmers’ Clubs 1s much more
widely recogmsed as of national importance, and public and other
bodies and individuals have co-operated with the Association in
.a most satisfactory manner.

- The number of Clubs affiliated with the Association has
increased by no less than 78 per cent. during the year.

For their enthusiasm, a warm tribute is due to the tcachers
at State Schools, for largely the success of the Clubs rests in their
hands. It is noteworthy that no fewer than 73 of them voluntarily
gave up portion of their vacation to attend the School of Instruction
conducted by the Association. It is intended to considerably augment
the School of Instruction in 1940 by widening its scope to include
other than teachers.

- Whilst referring to assistance given, grateful reference must
be made to the fact that the work which 1s being done by the
Association is made possible only by the Government's continued
financial support. _ .

It 1s pleasing to report that the Senior Sections of the Clubs
have made good progress too, and have proved an excellent means
of retaining the interest of those who are compelled to retire from
the Junior Sections when reaching the age of 18 years.

The Guide Book issued last year for the use of Clubs was so
mmuch appreciated that a reprint became necessary. The value of
this publication lies in the fact that it supplements the instruction
given by the Association’s two Supervisors.

For the first time the Judging Competitions at our 11938 Show
‘were taken.over and managed entirely by the Association. This
arrangement proved most satisfactory and it is anticipated that
the competent observers who were placed in charge of these
.competitions will have some important recommendations to make
in the new year.

As intimated in the previous report, the first scholarship made
available at an Agricultural College by the Council of Agricultural
Education, was allotted. Excellent work has since been done by
‘the ‘winner,

As a result cf the generosity of Australian Cement Ltd., it has
been possible to grant a scholarship at a. High School, and there are
indications that similar scholarships - will be made avallable from
-other sources during 1939.

The usual camps for Young Farmers were conducted at the
Sydney, Brisbane and Melbourne Royal Shows. These camps have
proved a valuable incentive to Young Farmers in their activities
«during the year,

It is gratifying to report that ready and invaluable assistance
‘was rendered by the Directors and officers of the Agricultural
and Education Departments.
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The future outlook for the movement in Victoria may con--
fidently be described as excellent. There are now more Clubs tham
ever before, and with the supervision and assistance which they
receive, and which they lacked in the past, the Clubs generally
are doing considerably better work.

There is already every indication of the whole-hearted co-—
operation of all concerned to ensure the success of the comprehen-
sive non-competitive Young Farmers’ Club display at the 1939
Royal Show, for which your Council has undertaken to provide:
suitable space.

The Chamber of Agriculture of Victoria.

The thirty-ninth Annual Meeting and the thirty-sixth Annual
Convention of this Chamber, held at Warracknabeal on 28th, 29th:
and 30th March last, was officially opened by Mr. Clive McPherson,.
Chairman of the Closer Settlement Commission, and was attended.
by three hundred and fifty delegates, representing the one hundred.
affiliated bodies throughout Victoria.

The Railways Commissioners made the wusual satisfactory-
arrangements for the transportation of delegates to this_ Con-
vention, which proved to be one of the most successful yet con--
ducted by the Chamber.

Many excellent addresses, several of which were illustrated by
films or lantern slides, were delivered, notable amongst which was
that of Dr. John Hammond, F.R.S.,, whose itinerary was specially
altered to enable him to address the delegates assembled at Warrack--
nabeal.

After full discussion, many resolutions on matters affecting-
primary producers as a body were adopted, and subsequently brought
prominently under notice of responsible Ministers by deputation.

An innovation was the publication, following this Convention,
of a Year Book which embodied a full report of the conference and.
all the addresses delivered thereat.

This publication was widely distributed and favourably com--
mented on by kindred bodies, not only in Victoria, but other States
and other countries.

Arrangements are already well in hand for the next Convention,.
which is to be held at Warrnambool on the 14th, 15th and 16th
March, 1939. ‘

This Chamber has consistently supported the Society in its.
efforts to ensure that schools will in future be closed  during the-
period of the Royal Show.

The Journal.

Throughout the year Commonwealth-wide publicity has been.
given to the activities of the Society through the “Australian Farm
and Home,” in which the Society’s official journal is incorporated.

In addition to reporting proceedings at meetings of your:
Council each month considerable space has been devoted to all.
matters in which the Society is interested.

Membership.

As indicated in last year's report the membership of the Society
has increased. There are now 4,567 members, compared with 4,112
in 1937. 14 new life members and 473 new annual members were
enrolled during the year. the apparent discrepancy being explained
by deletions from the list of life members.

Following perusal of statistics in connection with the recent
Show, your Council was convinced that the amount of the sub--
scription was not commensurate with the privileges of membership,
now that the Show had been practically doubled by the inclusion
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of eight night sessions. It therefore unanimously resolved that as
an alternative to raising the amount of the subscription, a motion
should be put on the agenda of the Annual General Meeting of
members of the Society to reduce the number of Ladies’ Tickets
1ssued with each Member’s Badge from two to one. Life Members
enrolled before the Annual Meeting are to receive two Ladies’ Tickets
as usual, and a further motion from the Council to be considered
at that meeting provides for raising the Life Member’s subscription
trom £15/15/- to £25. Your Council confidently expects that
members will realise that these motions are in the best interests
of the Society.

Use of Grounds Between Shows.

Your Council was particularly pleased at the success which
attended the Sportsmen’s Charity Carnival, held for the first time
at the Show Grounds on Derby Night. :

The Carnival Committee found the facilities at the Show Grounds
such that it has already intimated its intention of engaging the
Show Grounds for its 1939 Carnival.

The fact that the 3rd Mailitary District Military and Athletics
Competitions Association has booked the Grounds for a night
tattoo in April supports the view that, having secured permission
to use the Grounds for other than Show purposes too late to be
of much value for revenue-producing fixtures in daylight, the
Society is about to achieve success with evening functions.

As in former vears, some revenue has been derived from the use
~of buildings at the Show Grounds for the storage of wool, etc., and
the indications are that this revenue is likely to increase in the future.

Melbourne and Metropolitan Clean Milk and Dairy Competitidn.

Your Council was pleased to learn from the report submitted -
by the Judges that, although the number of entrants was not as
great as for the inaugural competition, the enthusiasm displayed by
those who did enter was really splendid, and the performances
generally were excellent.

All premises had been inspected on three occasions, "extensive
laboratory examinations were made to ascertain the quality of the
milk, the sterility of the milk containers and equipment, and the
efficiencv of milk processing in respect of each of the dairies com-
peting.

As the Judges were unanimously of opinion that the competition
serves a very good purpose and it is desirable that it should be
continued, your Council will, early in the new year, give considera-
tion to recommendations received in this connection. '

Fodder Conservation.

Your Council was very gratified at the support accorded its
further effort to emphasise the importance of the Fodder Conserva-
tion in this State by subsidising competitions .conducted by country
Agricultural Societies, Herd Testing Associations, etc.

The Commonwealth Bank Board made available the sum of
£500; the Commercial Banking Co. of Sydney Ltd, £100; and the -
Melbourne Wool Brokers’ Associaticn, £50; as donations to the
prize fund. .

The conditions having been revised in accordance with experi-
ence in earlier competitions, applications were _in-vitegl, and at its
September meeting your Council allocated subgldles in order that
thirty local competitions could be conducted in various parts of
the State.
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Unfortunately, conditions have been such that it will not be
possible for many of these competitions to be conducted, but the
applicant Societies have been informed that the subsidies will be
ade available to them next year.

The Council.

As the nominations for election at the Annual Meeting in
February last were not in excess of the wvacancies, all of the
tetiring Members of Council were returned unopposed for a further
period of three years.

At the February meeting it was reported that Mr. G. T. Chirn-
side had definitely resigned his position as Trustee and Member- of
Council of the Society, having notified the President, who had
interviewed him in accordance with the wish of the Council, that
‘the state of his health prevented him from attending meetings and
taking an active part in the work of the Society, and he therefore
felt that he should make way for someone who could actively
<o-operate with the Council in carrying on its national work.

The resignation was accepted with much regret and your
Council recorded its keen appreciation of the very valuable services
tendered to the Society bv Mr. Chirnside since he was first elected
a Member of the Council in 1898,

At its meeting in March., Mr. R. O. Blackwood. Senior Vice-
President, was unanimously elected a Trustee of the Society, and
to fill the vacancy thus caused in the Council, Mr. Maurice A.
Nicholas was elected at the April meeting. '

In October last. Mr. R. G. Ritchie tendered his resignation from
the Council. explaining that he did so with regret and for personal
Teasons only.

The resignation was accepted with much regret, as your Council
regarded Mr. Ritchie as a young man who had given promise of
doing good work for the Society for many years to come.

The vacancy was filled at the November meeting by the election
of Mr. W. A, Winter-Irving, of “Gundamain,” Nagambie.

Illness has prevented our Senior Vice-President (Mr. R. O.
‘Blackwood), from attending meetings of the Council since June last,
and for the same reason Mr. W. Cockbill has been absent from the
last two meetings. Happily both have made such progress that
their presence is expected at the first meeting in 1939,

At the December meeting an application was received from
Prof. S. M. Wadham, for special leave of absence during 1939,
which year he expected to spend on Study Leave in Europe. In
granting the application your Council expressed the hope that
Prof. Wadham would have an enjoyable and profitable tour, and
a safe return to Australia.

In accordance with an unanimous decision of your Council
to so recognise their services to the Society, the Secretary and his
wife will, early in the New Year, leave for a holiday trip through
New Zealand. :

Acknowledgements.

In view of their early departure for England, your Council
desires to acknowledge with appreciation the keen interest displayed
by His Excellencv the Governor and Lady Huntingfield in the
activities of this Society, and the interests of primary producers
generally, since their arrival in Victoria in 1933.
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To His Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor (Sir Frederick
Mann), your Council tenders its warmest thanks for officially
opening the Show, and to the Hon. the Premier and Ministers, both
Federal and State, for their attendance and interest in the welfare
of the Society.

Your Council also desires to record its grateful appreciation of
continued Government support in connection with the splendid dis-
play in the Government Pavilion during the Show; of the co-opera-
tion of the Railways Department; the Metropolitan Tramways
Board: the Melbourne City Council, and the various Stud Stock
Breeders’ Societies.

Keen appreciation is also expressed of the support again:
accorded by the Police Department and the Metropolitan Fire
Brigade in connection with the arena programme.

Your Council desires to again place on record its grateful thanks
to the press and the various broadcasting stations for the publicity
given to the activities of the Society, more particularly at Show
time; to the Judges and the Stewards for the manner in which they
carried out their responsible duties on judging day; to the stand-
holders and exhibitors for their loyal and whole-hearted co-opera- .
tion in staging the Show, and to all others who, in any way,
assisted in furthering the interests of the Society throughout the
vear. ‘

‘Finance. ,
On reference to the financial statement it will be seen that the:

revenue for the year was £55,787/15/-, which shows an increase of:
£12948/12/10 on that of last year.

The expenditure (including £10.040/5/2 in prizes and. £6,909/18/10 |
for buildings and improvements), amounted to £53,046/9/4, the Bank
overdraft being reduced by £2,741/5/8 to £60,547/2/11.

The Society’s indebtedness to the ~Government stands:
£33.366/3/3, the special arrangement suspending repayments being
still in force. Interest payments were, however, made as usual.

The special loan of £6,000, to finance the lighting of the grounds
has been further reduced to £5,250, and 1nterest thereon has been:
paid to the end of the year.

"Taking the expenditure in permanent 1mprovements as assets,
the working expenses for the year show a profit of £9,651/4/6, as
against last vear’s loss of £172/2/11.
