from the position of President and see a younger 
man elected to carry on the work of the Society. 

The following motion was carried with pro-
longed acclamation:— 

"The members present at this annual meeting 
express their deep regret that the President, 
Sir Charles Merrett, has found it necessary to 
relinquish the office he has filled with such dis-
tinction for the past thirty-two years, and they 
place on record their gratitude for the unre-
mitting devotion to the Society's affairs dis-
played at all times by Sir Charles, and further, 
they express the hope that good health will 
attend him during the years that lie ahead." 

At its meeting in March, your Council assured 
Sir Charles Merrett that whilst his decision was 
greatly regretted, his colleagues felt it would 
not be right to do other than accept it. 

Mr. Cecil N. McKay, the Senior Vice-President, 
was thereupon unanimously elected President. 

Speaking from the chair, Sir Charles said he 
was sure members.  had made a wise selection. 

Having noted with full approval the motion 
carried at the annual meeting, your Council 
unanimously resolved to -record its sincere appre-
ciation of the outstanding services rendered to 
this Society by Sir Charles Merrett. 

When responding, Sir Charles desired his col-
leagues to realise how deeply he appreciated 
their many kindnesses to him and the support 
they had accorded him during his many years as 
President. 

Buildings and Works. 

The second year of post-war. activity just con-
cluded, has been equally as strenuous as the first, 
because of the decision to grasp the opportunity 
to earn revenue between Shows by adapting the 
Society's grounds for use as the headquarters 
of the Trotting Control Board and the introduc-
tion of Night Trotting in Victoria. 

With a continuance of the support of the State 
Government, and bearing prominently in mind 
the dual purpose value of the works undertaken, 
your Council proceeded with the widening of the 
trotting track to 45 feet, the alteration and am-
plification of the lighting; the erection of tubular 
steel stands to increase accommodation around 
the arena; necessary alterations to existing 
grandstands, etc., etc., and despite many exasper-
ating delays, was eventually successful in having 
all necessary facilities available for the running 
of the Show programme. 

1947 Royal Show. 

Practically every Show conducted by the So-
ciety had been outstanding in some respect, and 
this was certainly the case with the seventieth  

exhibition, which was officially opened by His 
Excellency the Governor (Sir Winston Dugan). on 
Friday, 19th September, 1947. 

In view of his impending departure from Vic-
toria, His Excellency took the opportunity to 
compliment the Society on its national Work, 
and to wish it well in the years to come. 

The phenomenal entry received, particularly in 
the main stock sections, as is revealed in the 
accompanying comparative statement, presented 
a problem which was practically insurmountable, 
and was only coped with with the co-operation of 
exhibitors in the several sections. 

Your Council is convinced that members gen-
erally will realise that even if materials and. 
labour were available, it would be inadvisable 
to unduly extend the permanent accommodation 
for stock on the Show Grounds, rather would

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they endorse the opinion that the emphasis of 
this Society must be on the quality of the stock 
exhibited, and zegulations governing exhibition 
must be examined with that end in view. 

The Society was again wonderfully well sup-
ported by business firms, whose displays occupied 
every available space on the Show Grounds, and 
although public ratronage of the Show was not 
expected to be as great as in 1946, your Council 
noted with satisfaction the total attendance of 
585,778 persons, which, though 67,000 less than 
in 1946, was nevertheless 165,000 above the pre-
war record in 1938—a tribute to the compre-
hensiveness of the Show and the excellence of 
the arena programme. 

A very interesting feature was the material 
increase in the number of patrons of the eight 
night sessions—they totalled 146,263. 

The action of the Australian Broadcasting 
Commission in establishing a full N' equipped 
studio at the Show Grounds, the working of 
which could be viewed through plate glass win-
dows, is worthy of special mention as an item 
of particular interest to Show patrons; also the 
thoroughly revitalised display staged by the 
Department of Agriculture in the Government 
Pavilion; the. Horticultural exhibits, for which 
the Royal Horticultural Society, suburban horti-
cultural societies, and the Nurserymen and 
Seedsmen's Association were responsible; and, 
in the Centenary Hall, the District Exhibit staged 
by the Whittlesea Agricultural Society, and ex-
hibits by the Banana Growers' Federation, the 
Apiculture Industry, and the "Save the Forests" 
Campaign Council. 

A further material increase in membership, 
whilst noted with appreciation by your Council, 
but emphasises the necessity, as soon as oppor-
tunity arises, to increase grandstand accommo-
dation for members of the Society. 

Associated Bodies. 
It is customary to include in this report para-

graphs relating to the activities of stud stock 
societies and other organisations of primary pro-
ducers, the secretarial and administrative work 
of which is carried out by the staff of this So= 
ciety. Such paragraphs are published hereafter. 
and members will, without doubt, he interested 
therein. 

Your Council acknowledges with appreciation 
the co-operation of these various bodies in con-
nection with the Show. and is always pleased, 
when it is possible, to adopt their recommenda-
tions. 

Your Council noted with interest that, at a 
meeting of the Victorian members of the Aus- 

tralian Pony Stud Book Society, it was decided 
to formally establish a Branch in this State to 
take the place of the Committee which has oper-
ated for several years. 

Although the Aberdeen-Angus Society of Aus-
tralia has not yet altered its constitution to facili-
tate the formation of State Branches, breeders in 
Victoria have, in the meantime, established a 
Committee to further the interests of the breed. 

During the year the Australian Goat Society 
amended its constitution to provide for Branches 
in the several ?itates, and in accordance with its 
promise, just prior to the end of the year, your 
Council assumed responsibility for a Victorian 
Branch, which already has a membership -of 
sixty, and shows promise of a material increase 
during 1948. 

In response to representations made by repre-
sentatives of Poultry Societies, your Council, late 
in the year, determined to establish a Poultry 
Control Council to govern the poultry world, on 
lines similar to the Kennel Control Council, which 
has functioned so successfully in the canine 
world for many years. The indications are that 
this Poultry Control Council will be accorded the 
affiliations of all poultry societies, and will he 
functioning strongly early in 1948. 

The Commonwealth Clydesdale Horse Society. 
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

The display of Clydesdales at the Melbourne 
Royal Show proved that breeders had retained 
their interest, and indeed indicated that 
the re-introduction of Royal Shows had done 
much to stimulate the horse-breeding industry. 
which had been, to some extent, neglected over 
the war years. 

It is, therefore, pleasing to record that the 
type of the animals exhibited was favourably 
commented upon, particularly the females, whilst, 
in the gelding classes, it was claimed that there 
never had been a better display in regard to 

quality and general conformation. 

The plans introduced by some State Govern-
ments to foster and encourage the breeding of 
horses of good type and conformation have been 
noted by the Federal Council, and whilst these 
are expected to have beneficial results, it is 
regretable that such schemes were not adopted 
in all States of the Commonwealth. 

The Society claims that there is reason to 
believe that horses are still indispensable to the 
Nation, and the present economic situation tends 
to emphasise their importance as a self-contained 
and efficient form of power, not only in Agricul-
ture, but for heavy delivery work as well. 
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Seasonal conditions have undoubtedly been 
conducive to an increase in breeding, and with 
ample supplies of fodder available, the position 
of the horse user is secure. 

Entries received to date for inclusion in 
Volume 15, of the Commonwealth Clydesdale 
Stud Book, comprise 107 stallions. 447 mares, 
932 foals and 905 transfers. 

There is always a tendency, in prosperous 
times, to adopt methods which, under normal 
conditions, would be regarded as wholly uneco-
nomical, and this fact has adversely affected 
the breeding of horses, but there is a growing 
realisation that the horse population has been 
reduced below a level of safety, and that if 
Australia is to remain independent of outside 
sources of power, immediate steps to revitalise:  
the horse breeding industry must be taken. 

The Australian Pony Stud Book Society. 
(Victorian Branch). 

Since the Society was established in 1931, the 
secretarial work in connection with the reception 
of entries and the inspection of ponies owned by 
Victorian breeders, has been carried out in this 
office. 

At a General Meeting of Victorian members, 
held during the currency of the 1947 Royal Mel-
bourne Show, it was unanimously resolved that 
a Branch of the Society for the State of Victoria 
be formed, and a recommendation for its recog-
nition was submitted to the Federal Council. A 
provisional Branch Committee, numbering 15, 
was appointed, and Mr. S. A. Greaves, a member 
of your Council, was elected Provisional Presi-
dent. 

The registrations received from Victorian 
breeders during 1947 more than doubled the 
number received in 1946, which reflects the in-
creasing interest being shown in pony breeding 
circles. 

The decision of the Federal Council to restrict 
the entry of stallions to the progeny of registered 
sires and dams caused disappointment to some 
owners desirous of exhibiting stallions at the 
1947 Royal Show. These owners will now be 
interested to learn that, at the recent General 
Meeting of Victorian members, it was decided 
to recommend to the Federal Council that the 
privilege which has been extended to Queensland, 
South Australia, Western Australia and Tas-
mania, in relation to the acceptance of ponies 
which are not the progeny of registered sires 
and dams, also apply to Victoria, on the grounds 
that, although the Society was fairly well known  

to Royal Show exhibitors, there were still many 
country centres which had not this knowledge. 
The Federal Council has agreed to this recom-
mendation, subject. to formal approval by the 
members at the next Annual General Meeting 
to be held in Sydney during the 1948 Royal 
Easter Show. 

Good type ponies are still being eagerly sought 
after, and it is particularly pleasing to note that, 
despite the difficult times, several ponies were 
imported from England to go to Victorian 
Studs. The owners of these ponies are to be 
congratulated on their enterprise. 

The R.A.S. Light Horse Control Council. 

During the year the number of agricultural 
societies registering the Light Horse sections 
of their Shows with this Council showed a slight 
increase, and a goodly number of gymkhanas in 
the metropolitan area and country districts were 
registered, each being conducted in aid of some 
worthy patriotic or charitable fund. 

Your Council will, in the New Year, come to 
a decision regarding a suggestion that, to widen 
the scope of the Light Horse Control Council, 
representatives of country agricultural societies' 
associations, in various parts of the State, should 
he appointed to the Committee. 

The Shorthorn Society of Australia. 
(Feder4l Council and Victorian Branch). 

This Society reports that greater interest has 
been manifest in Shorthorns-Attiring the year, and 
seasonal conditions have, generally speaking, 
been ideal for the production of beef, whilst 
market values have remained consistently 
buoyant. • 

The breed was well represented at all Royal 
Shows throughout the Commonwealth, and the 
demand for stud stock has been sustained ate 

satisfactory price levels. 

Stud breeding activities were further stimu-
lated by the importation from Great Britain of 
five bulls: two for Victoria, two for New South 
Wales, and one for Western Australia. As all 
are from renowned studs and the descendants 
of proved families, their introduction should 
prove of inestimable value to the breed in Aus-
tralia. 

The membership of the Society has been in-
creased, and a Branch has recently been estab-
lished in Queensland, in which State the breed 
is making satisfactory progress. 

To further popularise Shorthorns in Western 
Australia, four bulls from New South Wales 
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studs were exhibited at the Perth Royal Show, 
and were keenly competed for by breeders, an 
average of 362 guineas being obtained. 

Considerable interest was aroused, and a body 
to be known as the Beef Shorthorn Breeders' 
Council of Western Australia was formed to 
foster and encourage the interests of the breed 
throughout the State. 

Volume 13 of the Shorthorn Herd Book of 
Australia is now being published by the Federal 
Council, and it is hoped that copies will be 
available for distribution early in the New Year. 

The Volume will contain the pedigrees of 269 
bulls, 1,072 new cows, and additional progeny 
from 2,036 cows registered in previous Volumes, 
together with particulars of all transfers noti-
fied. 

The Rules governing the registration of ani-
mals in the Herd Book have been altered to 
provide that on and after 31st December, 1947, 
no animal which is not the progeny of registered 
parents will be eligible for registration, but pro-
vision has been made for the acceptance of the 
female progeny from those cows which are already 
recorded in the Appendices to the Herd Book, 
when they can be proved to possess four pure 
crosses of Shorthorn blood. 

Realising the beneficial results which will 
follow an improvement in the type and conform-
ation of beef cattle generally, the Federal Coun-
cil recently published an illustrated brochure on 
Shorthorn Judging, which has been widely cir-
culated among breeders and others interested, 
and it is hoped that it will enable young breed- 
ers, to not only acquire a sound knowledge of 
the true characteristics of the breed, but also 
assist them to recognise and appreciate the 
necessity for eliminating faults in the cattle 
under their control. 

The beef raising industry is now of greater 
importance to the nation than ever, and an im-
provement in the type and quality of our general 
herds would greatly facilitate the economic pro-
duction of prime beef, benefiting both the pro-
ducers and consumers, and, at the same time, 
raise the quantity available for export. 

The Dairy Shorthorn Association of Australia. 

The Committee is gratified to be able to record 
that the Association experienced another satis-
factory year and a considerable increase in the 
membership. 

The demand for Dairy Shorthorns is still far 
in excess of the supply, and many prospective  

breeders have been unable to purchase stock with 
which to establish new studs. 

A splendid showing of Dairy Shorthorns was 
seen at the 1947 Royal Show, the total entry 
of 127 being the highest on record. This was 
an excellent effort on the part of breeders, par-
ticularly in a year when conditions, brought about 
by shortage of manpower and materials, did not 
make it easy to exhibit stock. 

Dairy Shorthorn sections at Country Agricul-
tural Shows were also well supported. The 
Association again made available Championship 
Sashes for competition at shows at which entries 
were restricted to registered stock. 

Entries for Volume 4 of the Dairy Shorthorn 
Herd Book of Australia closed during the year, 
and compilation is now well in hand. It is hoped 
that copy will be available for the printer early 
in the new year. The Volume will contain the 
pedigrees of animals born prior to 1st January, 
1947. 

The Association records with deep regret the 
death of one of its Vice-Presidents, Mr. W. K. 
Atkinson, during the year. The late Mr. Atkin-
son rose to fame as a breeder of high producing 
Dairy Shorthorn cattle and as a successful ex-
hibitor at the Royal Melbourne Show. 

The Red Poll Cattle Breeders' Association of 
Australia. 

(Federal Council and Victorian Branch) 

Volume 13 of the Red Poll Herd Book of Aus-. 
tralia was issued by the Federal Council during 

. the year, and copies have been forwarded to all 
members and kindred organisations throughout 
the world. The Volume contains the pedigrees 
of 412 bulls and 1,033 cows. 

Two meetings of the Federal Council were held 
during the year, and many matters of vital inter-
est to the Association were dealt with. Repre-
sentations were made to the New Zealand Red 
Poll Association asking for co-operation in bring-
ing pressure to bear on the New Zealand Govern-
ment to have a Quarantine Station established 
in order that cattle might be imported direct to 
New Zealand from the mainland of Australia. 
Subsequent advice indicates that the Somes 
Quarantine Station has now been re-established, 
and the New Zealand Government has lifted the 
restriction against direct importation from Great 
Britain; but the restriction against direct im-
portation from the mainland of Australia still 
applies. Steps have been taken by this Associa-
tion, through its sister organisation in New Zea- 
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land, to have this matter again brought under the 
notice of the New Zealand Government. 

- The Federal Council has appointed a Sub-Com-
mittee to arrange for the compilation and pub-
lication of a Breed Publicity Booklet, in which 
an opportunity will be given to breeders through- 
out Australia to advertise. It is hoped that, 
when completed, the Booklet will be a valuable 
work of reference. 

At its meeting held during the currency of the 
1947 Royal Melbourne Show, Federal Council 
unanimously elected Mr. A. G. Hunter, a patron 
of the Association, in recognition and apprecia-
tion of his work in the interests of the Asso-
ciation during his long term as President. 

Although essentially a dual-purpose breed, 
plenty of evidence has been provided, both in 
England and Australia, to show that Red Polls, 
by careful selection, can be bred so as to produce 
heavy yields of milk and butterfat. This fact 
was demonstrated convincingly during the year at 
the Victorian Government's Research Farm at 
Werribee, where many excellent production fig-
ures have been established. The Herd at Werri-
bee has now the distinction of including "Vic-
toria Electricity," a mature cow which, under 
Official Victorian Government Test, recently cre-
ated a world's record for the breed by producing 
777 lbs. butterfat from 16,103 lbs. of milk in 273 
days. 

Ayrshire Cattle Herd Book Society of 
Australasia. 

(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

During the year the Federal Council published 
Volume 38 of the Ayrshire Herd Book of Aus-
tralasia, which was distributed to financial mem-
bers and kindred bodies in Australia and over-
seas. 

Volume 39, which is now almost ready for 
distribution will contain the pedigrees of 271 
males and 1,428 females, which is a big increase 
on the number appearing in Volume 38. 

From the number of registrations received to 
date, it is confidently anticipated that Volume 
40, entries for which close on 1st February next, 
will contain an even larger number of pedigrees 
than Volume 39. 

The increasing popularity of the breed can 
be guaged by the number of new members en-
rolled by every Branch. This is noticeably so in 
Victoria, where the membership has increased 
very considerably. 

This year marks the hundredth anniversary If 
the importation of Ayrshire cattle to Victoria 
by Captain James Hutton. Captain Hutton was 
a kinsman of the McNab family, which settled 
in Victoria in 1839, and the stock which was 
imported formed the nucleus of the famous "Oak-
bank" stud, which is still under the control of 
the McNab family. 

Incidentally, Mr. J. A. G. McNab, a descendant 
of the original settlers, was elected president 
Of the Federal Council and Victorian Branch at 
the Annual Meetings of both bodies, which were 
held during the currency of the recent Show. 

The centenary of the breed was celebrated at 
a dinner given to members by the Victorian 
Branch prior to the Annual Meeting. This din-
ner was attended by a large number of members 
and guests, including several Interstate visitors. 

This year the coveted award of Champion cow 
under the Victorian Government Test, was gained 
by the well-known breeder, Mr. J. H. Goddard, 
with his mature cow, "Inverurie Thistledown" 
(35577), which produced in 273 days a total of 
808.8 lbs. butterfat. 

Due to enforcement on 1st January, 1948, of 
the second section of the Cattle Breeding Act, 
there is an increasing demand for Ayrshire bulls 
which conform to its provisions. 

The Friesian Cattle Club of Australia. 
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

General satisfaction is expressed by the Com-
mittee when reviewing activities during the past 
year. Several new members were enrolled and 
a keen demand for stock was maintained. 

Evidence of the increasing popularity of the 
breed is the demand for literature issued by the 
Club; the fact that entries for the Royal Mel-
bourne Show were double those of last year, 
and that several new herds were submitted to 
test under the Victorian Government Standard 
Herd Testing Scheme. 

During Show week the first annual dinner of 
the Branch was held, and a most enjoyable time 
was spent by members and visitors from other 
States. 

The official panel of judges was revised during 
the year, and copies sent to agricultural societies 
throughout the State. 

• 
At itsdast meeting the Branch Committee con-

sidered the introduction of a Classifi.:ation 
Scheme, and the matter was deferred for further 
discussion in the New Year, 
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Entries for Volume 16 of the Friesian Herd 
Book of Australia closed with the Federal Coun-
cil at the end of the year, and the work of com-
pilation will he taken in hand immediately. 

The Guernsey Cattle Society of Australia. 
(Victorian Branch). 

The Committee finds it encouraging to report 
that during the year membership increased con-
siderably, and the Victorian Branch now bids fair 
to become the strongest in the Society. 

For some time expansion has been hampered 
by the shortage of registered females, but this 
position has now been considerably relieved by 
the purchase of stock from other States. 

The number of Guernsey herds submitted for 
test under the Victorian Government Standard 
Herd Test Scheme has increased, and, as a result. 
wider publicity will be given to the capabilities 
of this breed in milk and butterfat production. 

The Branch again provided special prizes for 
competition at the Royal Melbourne Show, at 
which entries in the Guernsey section totalled 
147. 

Reports to hand reveal that entries in' the 
classes for Guernsey cattle increased materially 
at country shows. 

Volume 15 of the Guernsey Herd Book of Aus-
stralia was issued by the Federal Council, and 
copies forwarded to members during the year. 
This Volume contained the pedigrees of 1,827 
more animals than had Volume 14. Also pub-
lished in this Volume were short biographies of 
members who have rendered signal service to 
the breed. Amongst those so selected was Capt. 
A. E. T. Payne. 

It is hoped that copies of Volume 16 will he 
available for circulation early in 1948. 

Members have been furnished with copies of 
a brochure issued by the Federal Council which 
gives information concerning the breed, and 
which will undoubtedly raise interest amongst 
those engaged in the dairying industry. 

At the Annual Meeting of the Branch a pre-
sentation of a gold stop-watch was made by the 
President (Dr. F. G. Stephens) on behalf of the 
members, to Mr. J. Dawson for the excellent 
services he had rendered to members and the 
breed. 

With a view to ensuring uniformity in private 
stud records, the Committee resolved that the 
Breeding Record issued by the Department of 
Agriculture of Victoria, be the official book of 
the Branch. 

The Australian Illawarra Shorthorn Society. 
(Victorian Branch). 

With a continued demand for A.I.S. stock and 
the establishment of several new studs, the Com-
mittee reports another successful year. 

Further evidence of the growing popularity of 
the breed in Victoria was the record entry of 
182 received for the A.I.S. section of the 1947 
Royal Show. In response to the invitation of 
your Council, the Committee of this Branch 
again reviewed the Classification for A.I.S., and 
recommended the inclusion of several new Classes 
in the Prize Schedule. All these recommendations 
were adopted, and it is gratifying to be able to 
report that the new classes were well supported 
by breeders. 

A.I.S. sections at Country Agricultural Shows 
held during the year were also well supported, 
particularly in the Gippsland area. The Branch 
again made available Championship Sashes for 
competition at shows at which entries were 
restricted to registered stock. 

As usual, the Branch took an active part in 
the affairs of the Federal Council which, for 
the first time in the history of the Society, held 
a meeting in Melbourne. This took place during 
the currency of the 1947 Royal Show, and many 
matters of vital interest to the Society were 
dealt with thereat. The regulation governing 
the entry of calves in the Calf Register was 
revised, and particular attention was given to 
the matter of ineffectively tattooed animals. In 
this connection it was decided that if the tattoo 
brands are not clearly readable, the calf, bull or 
cow concerned, shall be de-registered. The So-
ciety considers that this is one of the most im-
portant steps ever taken by a breed Society. 

Entries for Vol. 11 of the Society's Herd Book 
closed during the year, and the work of compila-
tion has been taken in hand by the Federal 
Council. It is hoped that copies of Vol. 10 will 
be available for distribution to members at an 
early date. 

The Australian Jersey Herd Society. 
(Victorian Branch). 

For some years past membership of this 
Branch has steadily advanced, each year creat-
ing a record. No fewer than 1,150 breeders are 
at present enrolled, approximately 150 having 
been added during the year, and the number is 
still increasing. 

For the 28th time since the Victorian Govern-
ment Standard Herd Test was inaugurated 32 
years ago, the Herd Championship was gained 
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by Jerseys. This year's winner was the "Wind-
rest" herd of Dr. A. R. Haywood, and this is 
the second occasion on which it has gained this 
award. The herd, which comprised 45 cows of 
various ages, yielded an average of 511.3 lbs. 
or, with allowance for junior animals, 579.6 lbs. 
butterfat. 

Mr. G. F. 'Wade's "Inverbroom" herd, Stratford, 
provided the top Jersey cow. She is "Inverbroom 
Air Marie" (81874) which, in the mature cow 
class, produced 731.9 lbs. butterfat. 

Jerseys have done particularly well this year. 
In the section for herds of 25 cows and over 
they have, with the exception of fourth position, 
filled all places up to and including the twenty-
fourth. In the section for herds of 15 to 24 
cows, the first twenty-three positions were filled 
by Jerseys, and in herds of 10 to. 14 cows, the 
first eleven positions went to Jerseys. 

With the enforcement on 1st January, 1948, of 
the second section of the Cattle Breeding Act, 
the demand for Jersey bulls from certificated 
dams is huge, and one that, owing to its num-
ber, breeders are hard put to satisfy. 

Type classification is still increasing in popu-
larity, over 200 herds throughout the State 
having been submitted for classification during 
the Spring and early Summer. Final figures are 
not yet to hand, but there is every indication 
that the breed is maintaining a high standard of 
type. 

At its meeting in October the Committee de-
cided to introduce a Very Highly Commended 
Class in the scheme, but the year being so far 
advanced it was decided that the new class be 
deferred until classification is resumed in 1948. 

Owing to ill-health, Mr. B. A. Barr, who for 
many years acted as Field and Publicity Officer 
for the Branch, and who, last year resigned as 
Field, Officer, found it necessary to resign his posi-
tion as Publicity Officer. It was with very deep 
regret that the Committee accepted his resigna-
tion, and it recorded in the books of the Society 
a minute of appreciation of his services to the 
members, the breed and to the Branch. 

The Victorian United Cow Test Association. 

The expansion of herd testing in Victoria is 
being so seriously retarded by the shortage of 
herd testers, that this Association has taken 
steps to secure migrants for training as herd 
testers. 

The necessary application has been made under 
the Commonwealth Government's Group Migra-
tion Scheme, and the Association is fortunate 
in that the Agent-General for Victoria irt"Lon-
don—Hon. N. A. Martin—who has had wide ex-
Oerience in the dairying industry and has a full 
knowledge of herd testing work, has undertaken 
to assist in the selection of suitable young men 
who, on arrival in Victoria, will be taught herd 
testing at a school provided by the Department 
of Agriculture, and then be allotted to affiliated 
Herd Testing Associations throughout the State. 

Mr. G. C. Howey, a past president of the As-
sociation, was warmly congratulated when ap-
pointed as the Chairman of the Australian Dairy 
Produce Board. 

During the year 650 R.A.S. of Victoria Pro-
duction Certificates were issued to members 
whose herds had under test reached a specified 
standard of butterfat production. 

The Australian Society of Breeders of British 
Sheep. 

(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

The keen demand for British Breeds of Sheep 
during the past year gives every indication that 
the already large membership of this Society 
will greatly increase in the next few years. 

The present membership is 2,250, and of this 
total over 900 reside in Victoria. 

At a special meeting of Federal Council held 
in April, 1947, and attended .by delegates from 
all Branches, which are firmly established in all 
States (except Queensland), consideration was 
given a number of recommendations relating to 
alterations in the Constitution and Rules. Fed-
eral Council feels that the alterations adopted 
by it will assist members, and will maintain the 
harmonious relationship now existing between 
the Branches and the Federal Council. 

The thirty-ninth volume of the Flock Book 
published early in the year, contains particulars 
of over 2,400 flocks and 3,600. individual pedi-
grees of rams and ewes. 

Exportations of British Breeds from Australia 
to South Africa and New Zealand during the 
period under review total 178 sheep, and to 
ensure that the standard of these sheep is of the 
highest quality, careful inspections were made 
prior to shipment. 

Despite the costs associated with the importa-
tion of sheep, many members, in all States, have 
made purchases from Great Britain, and it is 
confidently anticipated that these sheep will still 
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further improve the standard of Australian 
flocks. 

This Society is greatly interested in the Ex-
port Lamb trade, and in an endeavour to improve 
the quality of lamb now being bred in Australia, 
Federal Council has made representation to the 
Australian Meat Board to institute fat lamb 
competitions at the earliest opportunity, and to 
provide facilities at Royal Shows to enable lamb 
carcases to be displayed for the purpose of edu-
cating producers. 

The increasing number of sales restricted to 
sheep bred in registered flocks being conducted 
in the various States, present excellent oppor-
tunities for fat lamb raisers to obtain rams most 
suited to their requirements, and also affords 
members of the Society the opportunity of sell-
ing their sheep at well organised sales. 

The Committee of the Victorian Branch is 
justly proud of the six Registered Show Sales 
conducted annually at Newmarket, Shepparton, 
Bendigo, Kerang and the Wimmera District. The 
raising of the standard of the sheep penned at 
these fixtures is one of the important aims of 
the Committee, and the officials who inspect care-
fully all sheep, have done excellent service in 
helping to induce breeders to improve the quality 
of their sheep. 

The ever-increasing attendance of buyers at 
these Show Sales is most gratifying, and the 
good prices realised at auction are appreciated 
by the breeders who annually support the sales. 

At the 1947 Royal Melbourne Show, breeders 
presented an excellent display of sheep in the 
British Breeds sections, and your Council has 
expressed appreciation of the contribution made 
by the Victorian Branch to the Prize Fund in 
the sheep classes. 

The Australian Corriedale Association. 

(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

During the year Corriedale breeders in Queens-
land, who have in the past been under the control 
of the New South Wales Branch, decided to form 
a Branch of their own, and this decision prompted 
the Federal Council to make a special grant of 
£25 to assist the Branch funds. The Association 
now has a Branch in each of the States. 

The dual-purpose qualities of the Corriedale 
continues to make the breed very popular in the 
industry. and the excellent prices being paid for 
both wool and meat which the breed can produce, 
ensures a bright future for the Association. 

The Association has, at present, a record mem-
bership of 725, and the number of registered 
sheep in Australia has reached a total of over 
272,000. The membership of the Victorian Branch 
is 245, and the number of sheep owned by these 
members is approximately 73,000. 

Several exportations have been made to South 
Africa and the U.S.A. during the year, and re-
ports received indicate that these sheep are prov-
ing most satisfactory to their new owners. 

Volume 18 of the Flock Book, recently pub-
lished, contained the complete histories of 720 
flocks throughout Australia. 

At the 1947 Annual Meeting of the Federal 
Council, held in Adelaide, it was decided to revise 
the booklet, "The Corriedale," and forward cop-
ies to all soldier settlers in Australia interested 
in sheep farming. This booklet has proved to 
be most popular, copies have, from time to time, 
been forwarded to Overseas countries concerned 
in the breeding of sheep, and when revised will 
contain information of great value to those in-
terested in the breed. 

Corriedale breeders presented two good dis-
plays of sheep at the 1947 Australian Sheepbreed-
ers' Show held in Melbourne last July and at the 
1947 Royal Melbourne Show. 

Appreciation has been expressed by your 
Council for the contribution made by the Vic-
torian Branch to the prize fund for the 1947 
Royal Show. 

The Australian Pig Society. 
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

Although pig production has continued to de-
cline owing to the acute shortage of feed grain, 
interest in the Society has been well maintained, 
and despite difficulties and setbacks, it can claim 
to have experienced another successful year. 

There has been much activity within the var-
ious States in interesting commercial breeders 
in the necessity for unity. Realising that the 
majority of commercial pig raisers are already 
members of other organisations whose interests 
are not solely in pig production, the Victorian 
Branch recommended to Federal Council that 
arrangements to represent commercial breeders 
in any State should be a domestic matter with 
the Branch concerned. Federal Council agreed 
to this recommendation, and subsequent negotia-
tions resulted in a Commercial Pig Committee 
being formed by the Victorian Branch, which 
now can claim to represent some 15,000 commer-
cial pig raisers in this State. 'When similar ar- 
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rangements are made in other States, their ex-
tension to the Federal sphere will be practically 
automatic, as this Society is, and for over 25 
years has been, fully organised on a Federal 
basis, with properly established Branches in each 
State. 

Volume 35 of the Society's Stud Book was 
recently completed and forwarded to all mem-
bers and kindred organisations throughout the 
world. Much difficulty was experienced in com-
pleting this Volume, owing to the labour short-
age in the printing trade. Volume 36 is now in 
the course of publication. 

The Victorian Branch Committee supported a 
move recently made by the Department of Agri-
culture to introduce a service to provide Victor-
ian pig raisers with reports on the carcase quality 
of their pigs. Owners and Managers of Bacon 
Factories and Meat Works are co-operating with 
the Department of Agriculture to provide the 
producer with a detailed report on the appraise-
ment of carcases 'of any particular individual pig 
which he nominates. 	These reports indicate 
clearly how the pigs measure up to the accepted 
standard of carcase quality, and are also de-
signed to allow the farmer to check his breed-
ing and feeding practices with the real quality 
of his pigs. 

The Victorian Branch again subsidised Bacon 
and Pork Pig Classes at the 1947 Royal Mel-
bourne Show, and has intimated to the Aus-
tralian Meat Board its willingness to co-operate 
in ensuring the success of carcase competitions, 
which, it is hoped, that Board will re-introduce 
early in 1948. 

The Kennel Control Council. 

The stability of the Kennel Control Council, 
under the auspices of the Royal Agricultural 
Society of Victoria, has again been proven by 
the fact that the membership has increased to 
3,256 members. This shows a gain of 35 per cent. 
on the previous year. 

With the increase of members, the registra-
tion, transfers, stud names, etc., gained accord-
ingly. The litter notifications were very notice-
able amongst the increases, as breeders are now 
realising the necessity of recording their breed-
ings. Apart from the fact, advertising is gained 
in the K.C.C. Kennel Gazette, it is a protection 
for both buyer and seller. 

A total of 1,160 individual dogs at the Royal 
Melbourne Show was an all-time record, but 
this was marred by the lack of accommodation  

in the Dog Pavilion. Instead of the exhibits 
being on exhibition to the public in four divisions, 
each of two days, it was found necessary to 
make eight different sections, which resulted in 
each breed being on exhibition for one day only. 

Affiliated Clubs have benefited from low print-
ing and distributing costs through publishing 
schedules in the K.C.C. Kennel Gazette. This 
was made possible by the Gazette being regis-
tered as a Newspaper—and, in addition, it re-
sulted in a greater number of entries at Shows 
and Parades through a larger distribution ' of 
schedules. 

An increase in entry fees at Shows and 
Parades, commencing in 1948, with proceeds to 
go to a fund at the K.C.C., was agreed to so that 
a programme, of printing stud books, breed 
standards and other outstanding needs of dog 
exhibitors, could be proceeded with. 

New affiliations for the year were: Ararat 
Agricultural Society, Australian Terrier Club, 
Ballarat A. and P. Society, Mornington P.A. and 
II. Society, and Numurkah A. and P. Association. 

The much coveted title of "K.C.C. Champion' 
was gained by 82 dogs and bitches. The necessary 
100 points, gained under at least four different 
judges, makes this title, which cannot be won 
easily, a credit to all recipients. 

The fine entry of over 800 individual dogs has 
been received for the Combined K.C.C. Clubs' 
Championship Show, which is held annually to 
raise money for charitable purposes. This year 
it is expected that nearly £800 will aid the Royal 
Victorian Institute for the Blind's appeal for 
the blind babies' and children's nurseries. 

Dog breeding and exhibiting in Victoria is 
now very sound, profitable, and quite an indus-
try. This has only been made possible by the 
continued support of your Society over the past 
eighteen years. 

The Victorian Working Sheep Dog Association. 

Sheep Dog Trials conducted throughout the 
State again proved popular. No fewer than 32 
Clubs and Societies in Victoria are now affiliated 
with the Association, and conduct their Trials 
under its Trial Rules. Once again an increase 
in the membership can be reported. The total 
number of members enrolled is now 203. 

The 1947 competition for the "Captain Payne" 
50 Guinea Trophy, was held in May last at 
Numurkah and attracted a record entry of 73 
dogs. Congratulations go to Mr. D. C. Laird 
for his win with "Magdala Beth." For the first 
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Novelty sellers do brisk business, especially 
among the younger Show patrons.

time since its inception in 1931, the "Payne 
Trial" has now been won twice by the same dog, 
Mr. Laird having previously been successful with 
"Magdala Beth" in 1942. 

An arrangement was concluded early in the 
year for the control of the "Cooper Trophy," 
which was donated some years ago by Messrs. 
William Cooper and Nephews (Aust.) Pty. Ltd., 
for a Utility Trial as distinct from the usual 
show yard or field trial. As is the case with 
the "Captain Payne" Trophy, the "Cooper Trophy" 
has been vested in the Association, and an annual 
competition will now be held. The first such 
competition since the Association took control 
of the Trophy was held at Wangaratta in 
August last, and attracted an entry of 59 dogs 
from Victoria and other States. Mr. J. M. Mc-
Intosh is to be congratulated for his outstanding 
performance in winning the Trophy for 1947. 

Since the Association was established in 1927, 
it has conducted a register of dogs. The Council 
has now appointed a Sub-Committee to investi-
gate and report on the possibilities of publishing 
a Stud Book. 

The Victorian Young Farmers' Clubs 
Association. 

This Association reports an increase in the 
number of affiliated Clubs during the year. 

The appointment of a fifth supervisor, men-
tioned in last report, made possible the servicing 
of an area which in the past it had been im-
possible to cover effectively. 

The display of Young Farmer projects, staged 
in Colac in March, and the lectures and demon-
strations by members of district Clubs thereat, 
aroused much interest amongst delegates to the 
Chamber of Agriculture Convention. 

The Association is gratified at the interest 
taken in the movement, initiated at that Con-
vention, to form Senior Sections of Young Far-
mers' Clubs. Agricultural Societies and other 
organisations have assisted materially in the 
establishment of such Clubs, and with their con-
tinued support the Association is confident that 
the movement will extend throughout the State. 

These Senior Clubs provide a link between the 
Junior Young Farmers' Clubs at schools and 
organisations of adults, as the age of their mem-
bers ranges from school leaving age up to 25 
years. 

Literature published by the Association is in 
keen demand, not only in Victoria, but in other 
States. .The Association was pleased to comply 
with a request to make some hundreds of copies 
of its "Dairy Project" booklet available for use 
at the Ex-Servicemen's Training Centre at Doo-
kie Agricultural College. 

A school for Young Farmer Club leaders was 
organised by the Association during the vacation 
in May, and the co-operation of departmental 
officers, who gave lectures thereat, was much 
appreciated. 

The value of broadcasts to young farmers has 
been demonstrated by the interest displayed in 
recent sessions. The Australian Broadcasting 
Commission conducted an Australia-wide com-
petition to select a young farmer to visit New 
Zealand. The Association arranged for competi-
tors in the Victorian section, and was gratified 
with their standard as compared with that of 
other young farmers in the competition. Alan 
Marke, of Girgaree East, is to be congratulated 
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on the manner in which he acquitted himself in 
the final in Sydney. 

The sum of £100 has been made available to 
the Association by the Hugh Victor McKay 
Charitable Trust Committee for the extension of 
Club activities. This generous gift is evidence 
that the Association's ideal of service to the 
youth of the countryside is appreciated by the 
donors. 

A gift of £5 was again received from the Vic-
torian Society for the Protection of Animals, to 
be used as the Association so desires. This gift 
win be much appreciated by our young farmers, 
who are so interested in that Society's aims. 

Through the principal of the Burnley School of 
Horticulture (Mr. T. H. Kneen), a gift of 70 
fruit trees has been made to the Association. 
Mr. L. J. Cole, of Tyabb, has supplied many fruit 
trees at a very low cost to Young Farmer Clubs. 
Their assistance has been of great value to 
Clubs in orchard areas. 

As buildings at the Showgrounds are still 
occupied under the housing scheme, it is not pos-
sible to hold a Young Farmers' camp in conjunc-
tion with the Royal Show. With the rapid de-
velopment of the movement an extension of the 
camp warrants consideration when accommoda-
tion is available. 

With continued financial support from the 
Government, and the co-operation of all its sup-
porters, the Association looks forward to great 
progress in all sections of the movement in the 
future. 

The Chamber of Agriculture of Victoria. 
This Chamber was also honoured in having 

Lord Bledisloe at its January meeting, his itin-
erary having been altered to enable him to be pre-
sent. Council members of this most representa-
tive body accorded him a very hearty welcome, 
and endorsed with acclamation the President's 
statement that Lord Bledisloe had undoubtedly 
earned the title conferred on him of "G.O.M." 
(Grand Old Man) of Agriculture in Britain. 

The first post-war country Convention, held 
at Colac, was very successful, and the President 
and Council are now looking forward with con-
fidence to an even more successful gathering at 
Bendigo next March. At Colac, Mr. John Mc-
Intosh was again elected President, and Prof. 
S. M. Wadham and Mr. R. D. Bakewell, Vice-
Presidents. 

Several outstanding films were exhibited, and 
delegates listened with great interest to ad-
dresses given by Mr. H. A. Mullett, Director of 
Agriculture, "Some Impressions of North Ameri-
can Agriculture"; Mr. L. R. East, Chairman, 
State Rivers and Water Supply Commission, 
"The Planning of Developmental Works"; Mr. 
G. C. Howey, President, Australian Dairyfarm-
ers' Federation, "Impressions on Dairying Over-
seas"; Mr. J. F. Murphy, Chairman, Australian 
Wool Realisation Commission, "Wool Selling 
with Reference to Surplus Stocks"; Dr. I. Clu-
nies Ross, Council for Scientific and Industrial 
Research, "The Rural Research Programme of 
C.S.I.R."; Mr. W. H. Simpson, "The Young Far-
mer Club Movement in Victoria," and Dr. K. S.  

Cunningham, "Future of Adult 'Education in 
Victoria." 

These addresses, together with a report on 
the Convention and vital statistics, were pub-
lished in the 1947 issue of the Chamber Year 
Book, a publication which is annually sought by 
those in other States and countries interested in 
agriculture in Victoria. 

Several new affiliations have further strength-
ened the Chamber during the year, and added 
weight. to its many representations on behalf of 
the primary producers of this State. 

In common with your Council, this Chamber 
co-operated with other organisations of primary 
producers in opposition to the proposed national-
isation of banking. 

The Chamber is particularly pleased with the 
success that has followed the launching at its 
Comae Convention of a State-wide movement to 
establish Senior Young Farmers' Clubs under 
the auspices of affiliated agricultural societies 
throughout Victoria, and the fact that Young 
Farmers' representatives of these clubs will 
congregate at. the Youth Camp site organised by 
the Bendigo Rotary Club during Convention 
week. 

During the year the Chamber was responsible 
for organising a very representative deputation 
to the then Premier, with a view to convincing 
the Government of the desirability of adopting 
a comprehensive long range plan to increase 
facilities for education in Veterinary Science, and 
in Agricultural Science in schools, colleges, and 
universities, so as to ensure that a sufficient 
number of properly trained men would be avail-
able to adequately staff Government Depart-
ments, and also supply the requirements of in-
dustry. The support accorded this deputation by 
your Council was much appreciated. 

That the Hon. the Premier and his Ministers 
had been impressed with the representative 
nature of the deputation and the case it pre-
sented, was indicated by their replies, and the 
Chamber was quite hbpeful of the outcome of 
its efforts. 

As there has since been a change of Govern-
ment, steps are being taken to renew these rep-
resentations early in the New Year. 

Australian Council of Agricultural Societies. 
Your Council is pleased to report that follow-

ing a conference held in Sydney at Easter time, 
when an invitation, since accepted, was extended 
to the President and Secretary of the Royal 
Agricultural Society of New South Wales (Hon. 
Colin Sinclair and Col. G. C. Somerville), to 
accept similar office with the Australian Council 
of Agricultural Societies, that body has been 
established on a sound basis, with the support of 
"Royal" and country agricultural societies in 
the several States. 

Opportunity was taken to hold a meeting in 
Melbourne at Show time, and during the forth-
coming Royal Show in Sydney, consideration is 
to be given to the organisation of an All Austra-
lian Exhibit of Agricultural Produce with a view 
to demonstrating the value of such an exhibit 
if staged overseas. 
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Electricity on Farms. 
Following a comprehensive discussion regard-

ing action to ensure an increase in amenities in 
country districts, more particularly the supply 
of electricity on farms, your Council appointed 
a Committee to bring evidence before the Royal 
Commission on Electricity Supplies. 

This Committee subsequently reported that at 
a special meeting of the Commission under the 
Chairmanship of His Honour Judge Stretton, 
members had been given every opportunity to 
state their case, and had been given a very sym-
pathetic hearing. The Committee had been 
unanimous in endorsing the opinion that first 
priority in connection with electrical services 
should be given to dairy farmers over those en-
gaged in other forms of primary production. 

The Journal. 
At the October meeting of Council, the sale of 

"The Australian Farm and Home" was reported. 
After consideration of letters received from 

the purchasers, "The Argus and Australasian 
Limited," and the vendor (Mrs. A. C. McNaugh-
ton), of "The Australian Farm and Home," and 
having noted that the paper would not be in 
any way directly associated with the "The Ar-
gus," approval was given to a continuance of 
the incorporation of the journal of this Society 
with "The Australian Farm and Home" during 
the pleasure of the Council. 

Your Council has since expressed its pleasure 
at the improvement which has been effected in 
this publication, and the greatly increased circu-
lation which has followed that improvement. 

Commemoration. 
In accordance with an invitation from the Vic-

torian Council of Scientific Societies, your Coun-
cil unanimously resolved to support representa-
tions to the Postmaster-General that a stamp or 
series of stamps be engraved to commemorate 
the memory of Baron Sir Ferdinand von Mueller, 
K.C.M.G., M.D., LL.D, PHD., etc., who came to 
Australia on 15th December, 1847, and was sub-
sequently Government Botanist of Victoria for 
44 years until his death in 1896. 

Victorian -Pasture Improvement League. 

Having maintained .a lively interest in this 
organisation since its inception, your Council is 
always pleased to receive, each year, a full re-
port on the activities of the Victorian Pasture 
Improvement League. 

Late in the year, at the request of your Coun-
cil, Mr. Hugh McClelland represented this So-
ciety on a tour of the Swan Hill-Kerang area, 
to inspect pasture plots and attend field days 
with representatives of the League and the De-
partment of Agriculture. 

On his return he reported very favourably on 
the work being carried out by the League. 

Australian Meat Board. 
During the year your Council accepted invita-

tions from the Victorian representative of the 
Australian Meat Board to be represented at dis-
cussions regarding the export lamb schedule 

for the current season, the reintroduction by the 
Board of beef, lamb and pig carcase competitions, 
and other matters affecting the meat industry. 
Your Council also appointed a Committee to 
furnish information requested by the Board re-
lating to refrigeration accommodation at the 
Showgrounds, and the possibility of installing 
such facilities as would meet with the require-
ments of the Board. 

This matter will be further discussed by the 
Board at its meeting in Melbourne in February. 

Australian Cattle Research Association. 
It is many years since your Council identified 

this Society with the movement which resulted 
in the establishment of the Australian Cattle 
Research Association. 

In the hope that the dairying industry will 
eventually be relieved of its two-fold burden of 
Bovine Mastitis and Bang's Disease, this Society 
has annually contributed to the funds of the 
Association, which finances scientific investiga-
tions into these diseases by arrangement with 
the Council for Scientific and Industrial Research 
in Victoria, and at the Glenfield Research Station 
in New South Wales. 

Wheat Crop Championship Competitions. 
Being convinced of the good work being per-

formed by the Farm Competitions Association 
of Victoria, your Council has undertaken to 
again provide a total of £150 as prize money in 
three Wheat Crop Championship Competitions 
being conducted by that Association in the Wirn-
mera, Mallee and Northern District. 

Over the years, this Society's co-operation and 
financial assistance has not only been appreciated 
by the Executive of the Association, but has won 
the Society many staunch supporters through-
out the wheat growing areas of Victoria. 

Fodder Conservation. 
This Society's 1946-47 Fodder Conservation 

Campaign was conducted with the financial sup-
port of the Department of Agriculture, and the 
twenty-nine subsidised district competitions were 
judged and reported on by officers of that 
Department. 

Your Council expressed keen appreciation of 
this co-operation between the Department and 
the Society, and also of the valuable services 
rendered by the judges. 

Being assured of a continuance of that co-
operation, your Council announced that a 1947-
48' campaign would be conducted, and invited 
applications for subsidies of £15 each as prize-
money in local district fodder conservation com-
petitions to be conducted by agricultural socie--
ties, herd testing associations, and other approved 
organisations of primary producers. 

The fact that applications have come to hand 
from all parts of the State, and forty-three sub-
sidies have been allocated, is an indication of 
the readiness with which country organisations 
are willing to co-operate with this Society in this 
nationally important branch of its activities. 
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Water Conservation. 
Realising the great desirability of increasing 

the facilities for water storage in this State, your 
Council, having learned of the manner in which 
work in connection with Victoria's water supply 
programme was being hampered by the provi-
sions of the Public Service Act, resolved to re-
quest the State Government to extend the ex-
emption already granted to the State Rivers and 
Water Supply Commission in respect of certain 
classes of employees from the provisions of the 
Public Service Act, to include all personnel en-
aged in a temporary capacity on construction 
projects. 

Associate Judges. 
Since action taken by your Council was re-

ferred to in last year's report, a development 
took place regarding the proposal to interest 
competent young men in Show Judging. 

This development took the form of a contest 
at the 1947 Royal Show, to take part in which 
your Council extended a cordial invitation to all 
who had been nominated by country agricultural 
societies as competent to act as Associate Judges 
of light horses. Messrs. A. G. Hunter, S. A. 
Greaves, and Harold Howe were the adjudica-
tors, and 44 nominees competed. 

The contest was so successful that it has been 
suggested that, if possible, your Council should 
take similar action in 1948 in respect of country 
agricultural society . nominees as Associate 
Judges for cattle, sheep, etc. 

Use of Showgrounds Between Shows for Night 
Trotting. 

As a result of the Trotting Races Act, which, 
as stated in last year's report, was passed in 
December, 1946, it has at long last become pos-
sible to derive revenue from the use of the So-
ciety's Grounds between Shows. 

At its meeting in January, your Council, in 
accordance with the provisions of that Act, re- 
olved to nominate the Senior Vice-President 

(Mr. A. G. Hunter), His Honour Judge Mitchell, 
and the Secretary (Mr. Louis Monod) as the 
Society's representatives on the Trotting Control 
Board. The Metropolitan and Country Trotting 
Association nominated Mr. R. C. Freestone as 
its representative. 

The nominees, having been approved, were 
appointed by the Governor-in-Council, together 
with Mr. L. L. Chapman, Under Secretary, Chief 
Secretary's Department. 

The inaugural meeting of the Board was held 
in this Society's Council Room on 5th March, 
1947, under the Chairmanship of the Chief See-
retary (Hon. W. Slater, M.L.A.). 

At this meeting, Mr. A. G. Hunter was unanir 
mously elected Chairman of the Board. 

With some slight knowledge of the amount of 
work involved, your Council records its appre-
ciation of the services rendered by Mr. Hunter 
and his colleagues, and congratulates the Board 
on the success which attended its efforts, and 
enabled it to commence the Night Trotting Sea- 

son at the Showgrounds on 15th November, with 
a meeting in aid of the Lord Mayor's Food for 
Britain Appeal. 

Since that date, the Board has had a varied 
experience as a result of counter attractions, 
and at least two very wet Saturdays, though the 
evenings were fine. 

However, at its sixth and last meeting for the 
year, on Saturday, 27th December, under ideal 
weather conditions, over 25,000 patrons proved 
by their attendance the popularity of the sport 
of trotting when properly conducted. 

Girl Guides' Rally. 
The action of your Council in making the use 

of the Showgrounds available to the Girl Guides' 
Association for the 'Rally in honour of The Lady 
Baden Powell, was greatly appreciated by the 
Executive of that Association. 

Ackfiowledgements. 

Your Council records its grateful appreciation 
of the interest taken by His Excellency the 
Governor and Lady Dugan in the activities of this 
Society during their many years sojourn in this 
State. In view of their impending departure for 
England, it also joins with all residents in grate-
ful acknowledgement of their services to Vic-
toria, and in expressing their best wishes for 
health and happiness in the years to come. 

To the then Premier (Hon. John Cain) and the 
Members of his Cabinet, your Council again ten-
ders grateful thanks fpr assistance and encour-
agement given to proceed with the development 
of the Showgrounds. 

It also records keen appreciation of the pub-
licity given by metropolitan and country press, 
and the various broadcasting stations, to the 
activities of the Society throughout the year, and 
particularly in the weeks preceding the Show. 

The co-operation of the Departments of Agri-
culture and Railways, the Metropolitan Tram-
ways Board, Police, Metropolitan Fire Brigade, 
and the various stud stock breeders' societies, 
is gratefully acknowledged, as is also the valu-
able service given in an honorary capacity by 
Judges, Stewards and Stewardesses, and the 
many other staunch supporters of the Society, 
who contributed to the success of the Show. 

The Council. 

The eleven members of Council who retired 
through effluxion of time, being eligible for re-
election, were returned unopposed for a further 
period of three years. 

Though, as stated earlier in this report, Sir 
Charles Merrett did not seek re-election as Presi-
dent of this Society, as a Trustee he retains his 
seat on the Council and an undiminished interest 
in its activities. 

Unfortunately, his health has been such that 
he has not been able to attend meetings for some 
considerable time; he is, however, making slow, 
but sure, progress towards recovery. 

Capt. A. E. T. Payne and Mr. A. C. Gibb, other 
Trustees, and Mr. F. E. Clarke have also been in

At its meeting in June, your Council recorded 
its pleasure that the President (Mr. C. N. Mc-
Kay) had been elected President of the Chamber-
of Manufactures, and endorsed the opinion then 
expressed that there was a great need for a 
proper understanding between the primary and 
secondary industries, whilst there was no better 
way of promoting that understanding than by 
having the same man as President of both 
bodies. 

Hearty congratulations were extended to Prof. 
S. M. Wadham, when, at the September meeting, 
your Council learned that he had been awarded 
the Farrar Memorial Medal for distinguished 
service in agricultural research. 

Finance. 
The audited financial statements published 

with this report are set out in the customary 
detail and will, therefore, be readily followed 
by members. 

The settlement of the Society's claim on the 
Commonwealth in accordance with the final 
determination of the Central Hirings Committee, 
referred to in last year's report, brought to an 
end protracted negotiations following the evacu-
ation of the Showgrounds by R.A.A.F. 

Members will note that some revenue has 
already been derived from the Trotting Control 
Board, and will be interested to know that when 
at the end of the year, the total expense of pro-
viding facilities for trotting was indicated in the 
accounts, the Board and the Society came to an 
agreement for submission to the Governor-in-
Council, under which the Board has accepted 
liability for the capital expenditure and for pay-
ment of a rental for the use of the Showgrounds. 

In view of the ruling costs of materials and 
services, the payments to be received will be a 
welcome addition to revenue earned from other 
sources, and will assist your Council to carry 
on the work of the Society.

POULTRY CONTROL COUNCIL. 

The Council of the Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria decided to comply 
with a request from representatives of Poultry Societies that it should establish 
a Poultry Control Council. 

Invitations have been extended to all metropolitan Poultry Societies to apply 
for affiliation, and at the same time to submit the names of gentlemen deemed 
competent to act as members of the Committee of Control to be appointed by 
the Council of the Royal Agricultural Society early in 1948. 

The annual fee for affiliation has been fixed at £5/5/-. 

Shows conducted by affiliated societies will be restricted to registered per-
sons, who pay an annual registration fee of 5/-. 

Broadly speaking, the Poultry Control Council will act in respect of the 
poultry world, as the Kennel Control Council acts in the canine world. 

It will accept affiliation from Poultry Clubs and Societies; register persons 
who desire to exhibit poultry at Shows conducted by affiliated Poultry Clubs and 
Societies ; fix Show dates ; compile an official panel of approved judges ; deal with 
any disputes that, arise in connection with the exhibition of poultry ; and take 
action in any cases where the interests of exhibitors, affiliated Societies, or the 
public generally, are regarded as having prejudicially affected. 

As the decision of the Council of the Royal Agricultural Society was arrived 
at following a plebescite of exhibitors, which indicated that a majority of five 
to one were in favour of its establishing a controlling body, it is confidently 
anticipated that the Poultry Control Council will be firmly established during 
1948.

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The Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria 

T,  E 

1. The Society shall be called The Royal Agri-
cultural Society of Victoria. 

2. The objects of the Society shall be to pro-
mote the development of the Agricultural, Pas-
toral, Horticultural, Viticultural, Stock Raising 
and Industrial Resources of the State— 

(1) By holding Exhibitions at such places and 
times as the Council shall appoint, and by 
offering and awarding prizes and premi-
ums at all such Exhibitions, if deemed 
desirable. 

(2) By holding meetings for the purpose of 
popularising rural life and disseminating 
knowledge of improved methods and new 
ideas in relation thereto. 
By corresponding with Agricultural and 
other kindred societies, and collecting in-
formation for the furtherance of the 
objects of the Society. 
By promoting the discovery, investigation 
and introduction of improved kinds of .  
agricultural implements and machinery, 
the better equipment and construction of 
farm buildings, the application of chemis-
try to the general purposes of agriculture, 
the destruction of insects injurious to 
vegetable life, and the eradication or 
utilization of weeds. 

(5) By promoting the discovery, investigation 
and introduction of new varieties of 
cereals, vegetables or grasses suitable to 
the climate, and capable of. being cultivated 
with profit; and also the introduction of 
desirable kinds and varieties of live stock. 

(6) By collecting and distributing information 
on all subjects concerned with the objects 
of the Society, including the preparation 
and .publication of Flock Books, Herd 
Books, Stud Books, Pamphlets, Essays 
and Papers, and by the establishment and 
maintenance of a Library and Reading 
Room for the use of Members. 

(7) By investigating the nature of diseases in 
animals or plants and taking measures to 
encourage the prevention or eradication of 
such diseases. 

(8) By remunerating any person for original 
research work leading to the advancement 
of the objects of the Society. 

(9) By the purchase of live stock for breeding 
purposes and allowing farmers and other 
rural workers the use thereof for improv-
ing the standard of live stock. 

(10) By promoting or assisting any scheme for 
herd testing and remunerating any person 
for his services in connection therewith. 

(11) By promoting or assisting competitions in 
regard to farm crops and other primary 
production, implements of husbandry and 
improvement of the conditions and methods 
of rural work. 

(12) By promoting or assisting any other work 
which may be regarded by the Council of 
the Society as being beneficial to primary 
production or the improvement of live 
stock. 

(13) By borrowing monies at interest on "short. . 
call" or otherwise from bankers or any 
other source for the purposes of the So- 
ciety, and particularly for repaying in 
whole or in part monies owing or• which 
may become owing by the Society either 
on current account or otherwise. 

(14) By establishing and supporting or aiding 
in the establishment and support of funds, 
trusts and conveniences calculated to bene-
fit employees or ex-employees of the 
Society, or the dependents or connections 
of such persons, and by granting pensions . 
and allowances, and by making contribu-
tions towards Insurance Premiums. 

(15) To do all such other lawful things as are .  
incidental or conducive to the attainment 
of the above objects. 

3. The Society shall consists of a President, • 
three Vice-Presidents, four Trustees (three of 
whom shall be appointed as hereinafter provided, 
and one shall be appointed by the State Gover-
nor), Governors, Members, Honorary Members, 
Honorary Scientific Members (not exceeding six 
in number), and Corresponding Members. The 
term "Member" shall (unless the context other-
wise requires) be deemed to include a Life Mem-
ber, Life Governor and Governor. 

• 4. Subject to the provisions of Rule 27, every 
applicant for admission into the Society, by giv-
ing his name and address, with his subscription, 
to the Secretary, shall be duly constituted a 
Member of the same, and shall have all the rights 
of membership till the day after the Annual 
Meeting next ensuing. Provided that when any 
subscription shall be paid in the name of any 
firm or company such firm or company shall 
nominate in writing one of the members thereof, 
who shall, on the receipt by the Secretary of such 
nomination, be entitled to and exercise the rights 
and privileges of membership, and be bound by 
the Rules, By-Laws and Regulations of the So-
ciety, and may be elected to any office. 

5. Governors shall pay a subscription of three 
pounds three shillings and Members one pound 
ten shillings annually. Life Governors shall pay 
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a subscription of fifty pounds, and Life Members 
a subscription of twenty-five pounds. 

6. The Society shall be managed by a Council 
consisting of thirty-three Members (elected from 
amongst the Members of the Society as herein-
after provided) and the Trustees, who shall be 
ex officio Members of the Council. 

7. One-third of the Council (the Trustees ex-
cepted) shall retire annually in rotation, but shall 
be eligible for re-election. 

8. Land acquired, or to be acquired, for the 
Society shall be held by and be vested in the 
Trustees for the time being of the Society for 
and on behalf of the Society. The Trustees 
appointed as provided by these rules shall hold 
office until disqualified, or until they are removed 
in due course at the Annual or at a Special 
General Meeting of the Society. Any new Trus-
tee or Trustees shall be appointed at the Annual 
or at a Special General Meeting of the Society, 
or in accordance with Rule 14. The Trustees 
shall deal with the lands of the Society as 
directed by resolution of the Council of the So-
ciety (of which an entry in the Minute Book 
shall be conclusive evidence), and they shall be 
indemnified against risk and expense out of the 
Society's property. If the office of Trustee, 
appointed by the State Governor, shall become 
vacant by reason of death, resignation or other-
wise, a new Trustee shall be appointed by the 
State Governor. 

9. The Council shall, at their first meeting 
after the annual election in each year, elect out 
of their own number (which includes the Trus-
tees) a President and three Vice-Presidents. 

10. The Council shall have the entire manage-
ment of the income and funds of the Society, and 
all other affairs thereof, and for these purposes 
the Members of the Society for the time being 
shall be deemed to have constituted the Council 
of the Society for the time being their agents. 

11. The Council shall have power to appoint 
and remove all paid officers of the Society. 

12. The Council shall have power to elect Hon-
orary, Honorary Scientific and Corresponding 
Members, nominations therefor having been sub-
mitted at a previous meeting and a notice of 
such nominations having been sent to each Mem-
ber of the Council. The Honorary Scientific 
Members shall retire annually, and shall be 
eligible for re-election. 

13. Governors and Honorary Scientific Mem-
bers may attend meetings of the Council and 
take part in discussions thereat, but shall not 
have power to vote. 

14. The Council may, except as to the Trustee 
appointed by the State Governor, fill up any 
vacancies in its own body created by death, resig-
nation or occurring in any other way amongst 
its office-bearers. 

15. The Council shall have power to make or 
amend such regulations as they think necessary. 

16. The Council shall be regulated in its pro-
ceedings by such By-laws as shall from time to 
time be enacted by it, conformably with the 
Constitution and objects of the Society; but no 
By-law shall in any case be altered, or new one 
proposed, unless notice of such intention has been 

given at a previous meeting and sent to each 
member of the Council. 

17. The financial year of the Society shall end 
on the 31st day of December of each year, to 
which day the accounts of the Society shall be 
balanced. At the monthly meeting of the Coun-
cil, to be held in January in each year, the Coun-
cil shall prepare a list of Members nominated 
by them to fill the vacancies in the Council. 
Nominations (other than those made by the 
Council) of Members who may be candidates for-
such vacancies must be in the hands of the Sec-
retary prior to such meeting. Every nomination 
other than those made by the Council shall be 
signed by at least two Members other than the 
candidate, and shall have endorsed thereon the 
consent of such candidate, duly signed by him. 
The election to fill the vacancies on the Council 
shall be held on the day immediately prior to 
the day fixed for the Annual General Meeting, 
as provided by Rule 18. 

18. The Annual General Meeting shall be held 
on the last Thursday in February, at which meet-
ing the Annual Report and Balance Sheet shall 
be submitted, successful candidates for the vac-
ancies in the Council declared elected, two paid 
Auditors appointed, and apy other business tran-
sacted of which due notice in writing shall have 
been given before the hour of two o'clock in the 
afternoon of the second Tuesday in January 
immediately preceding. 

19. Fourteen days at least before the Annual 
General Meeting the President or his Deputy 
shall send to all Members of the Society a ballot 
paper, numbered, and initialled by the President 
or his Deputy, or the Secretary, with the names 
of all the candidates who have been duly nomi-
nated, and each Member desiring to vote shall 
erase therefrom all names he thinks fit. Pro-
vided that any ballot paper containing more or 
less than the required number of names shall be 
rejected by the President (who shall be Returning 
Officer) or his Deputy at the election. Every 
such ballot paper shall be returned before the 
closing of the poll, which shall be at three o'clock 
p.m. on the day of the election, and the said 
ballot papers shall be opened and counted when 
the Returning Officer is making up the poll. 

20. Fourteen days at least before the Annual 
Meeting a copy of the Report and audited Bal-
ance Sheet for the preceding financial year shall 
be forwarded to every Member of the Society. 

21. The Secretary shall report to the• meeting 
of the Council next after the Annual Meeting the 
Members elected to fill the vacancies in the 
Council.  

22. A Special General Meeting of the Society 
may be called at any time by the Secretary, on 
direction of the President or on the requisition 
of twenty Members of the Society, of which 
meeting there must be given ten clear days' 
notice stating the business to be transacted, but 
no business shall be transacted at any such meet-
ing other than that for which it has been called. 

23. A Special Meeting of the Council may be 
summoned by direction of the President or of 
three members of the Council, but no business 
then transacted shall be valid unless confirmed 
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by special resolution at the subsequent Ordinary 
Meeting. 

24. At the Annual Meeting twenty Members, 
including Members of Council, or at a Special 
General Meeting ten Members, exclusive of Mem-
bers of Council, shall form a quorum. 

25. The privileges of Membership shall consist 
of power to vote at the election of Members of 
Council appointed by the Society, of free admis-
sion to the Library, Reading-room and Lectures, 
and, (with two ladies if the member be a Life 
Governor, whenever so constituted, or a Life Mem-
ber, so constituted before the 2nd February, 1939, 
but with one lady only as regards all other Mem-
bers) to the Society's exhibitions, grounds and 
grandstands (subject to such regulations as the 
Council may make) on production of the Mem-
ber's ticket for the current year. And while the 
Society issues a monthly journal a copy shall, on 
receipt of a request in writing, be posted free to 
every Member. 

26. Any Member neglecting or refusing to 
comply with these Rules, or any or either of 
them, or any lawful directions or requirements 
by the Council made in pursuance or under the 
authority thereof, or being guilty either before 
or after becoming a Member of the Society of 
conduct calculated to bring the Society into dis-
credit in connection with its General Meetings, 
its Meetings of Council, its Exhibitions, or other 
objects, shall be liable to be summoned before 
the Council, and, if found guilty, shall be subject 
to reprimand or to have his name expunged 
from the roll of Members, and may also be dis-
qualified from exhibiting and may be disallowed 
from again becoming a Member during the plea-
sure of the Council. A Member expelled under 
this Rule shall forfeit all right in and claim upon 
the Society and its property. 

27. Any person being -expelled from Member-
ship or disqualified from exhibiting, riding or 
competing by any kindred society shall not be 
allowed to become a Member or to exhibit, ride 
or compete at this Society's Exhibitions until 
such expulsion be rescinded or such disqualifica-
tion be removed, provided such expulsion or dis-
qualification be confirmed by the Council of this 
Society. 

28. The Council shall be the sole authority for 
the interpretation of these Rules, and of the By-
laws and Regulations made thereunder; and the 
decision of the Council upon any question of inter-
pretation or upon any matter affecting the So-
ciety or the administration of its affairs, whether 
provided for by these Rules or by the By-laws 
and Regulations made thereunder or otherwise, 
shall be final and binding on the Members. 

29. Every Member shall communicate from 
time to time to the Secretary his address; and 
all notices required by these Rules to be sent or 
given to Members shall be deemed to have been 
duly sent or given if posted or sent to such 
address. 

30. Every person becoming a Member of the 
Society thereby undertakes, if at any time re-
quired to do so by the Council, to give evidence 
by statutory declaration or otherwise of any  

facts within his knowledge or information relat-
ing to the subject matter of any inquiry by the 
Council. 

31. Every person becoming a Member of the 
Society shall thereby undertake to indemnify 
and shall with every other Member thereof be 
bound to indemnify the Council, and the indivi-
dual Members thereof, any Committee of the 
Council and any Members of any such Commit-
tee, against any action or damages in respect of 
anything done or purported to have been done 
in accordance with these Rules, or the By-laws 
or Regulations made thereunder, during the con-
tinuance of his Membership. 

32. The Council and the Members thereof shall 
be indemnified out of the Society's property 
against risk and expense which may occur 
through borrowing monies in accordance with 
paragraph 13 of Rule 2; and Members of the 
Society, nothwithstanding Rule 31 hereof, shall 
not by reason only of their membership be or 
become personally liable through, by reason, or 
on account of any such borrowings. 

33. These Rules shall not be altered except by 
a majority of the Members present at the Annual 
or at a Special General Meeting. 

Y-LAWS 
GENERAL MEETINGS. 

1. Notice of the Annual and Special General 
Meetings of the Society shall be given in such 
newspapers as the Council may decide, and by 
circular through post to every Member; and all 
matters, except the election of the Members of 
Council at the Annual Meeting, shall be deter-
mined by a show of hands, unless a division is 
called for by at least three Members present. 
At every Annual General Meeting the minutes of 
the last Annual Meeting shall be read and con-
firmed; a report, together with a financial state-
ment from the Council, shall be submitted, and 
any Member present may propose any question to 
the Council respecting the matters contained in 
such report, and comment thereon, or may refer 
to such other matters relating to the government 
of the Society and the management of its affairs 
as to him may seem proper, provided that his 
remarks have reference to some motion of which 
notice has been previously given in accordance 
.with Rule 18. 

2. The President or his Deputy shall conduct 
the election at the Annual General Meeting, at 
which meeting two or more scrutineers shall be 
chosen by the President or his Deputy to assist 
in making up the state of the poll. 

THE PRESIDENT. 

3. The President shall, in all official relations 
of the Society, take precedence of all other Mem-
bers, and shall take the chair when present, 
having (as well as any other Chairman of the 
Council) the privilege of a casting vote in addi-
tion to his own in all cases of equality in a divi-
sion on any question. He shall sign all such let-
ters, votes of thanks and other documents as 
the Council may decide. 
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THE COUNCIL. 
4. The Council shall hold a meeting at least 

every month, on such a day and at such an hour 
as the Council may decide, for the transaction of 
the business of the Society, and may adjourn 
from time to time at its discretion. 

5. At the monthly meetings the Council shall 
have full power to originate, discuss and decide 
by a majority of votes on a show of hands all 
questions not involving an unusual' outlay of 
money brought before it; provided that, if any 
three Members present regard any proposition 
brought forward as too important for immedi-
ate decision, they may object and demand the 
usual month's notice, whereupon all discussion 
on the question shall cease. 

6. No motion, the effect of which, if carried, 
would be to rescind any motion previously passed 
by the Council during the same year, shall be 
entertained unless one month's notice be given 
to the Council. 

7. The ruling of the Chairman shall be final in 
all matters of order and practice. 

8. If within half an hour after the time at 
which any meeting of the Council is called a 
quorum of Members be not present, the Members 
present, or the majority of them, or any one 
Member if one only be present, or the Secretary, 
if no Member be present, may adjourn such 
meeting to any time not longer than fourteen 
days from the date of such adjournment, pro-
viding that no meeting shall be held on a public 
holiday, and should an Ordinary Meeting fall on 
a holiday the Secretary shall be empowered to 
postpone the date of such meeting and call it 
not later than ten days after the' date on which 
it otherwise would have been held. 

9. Minutes of the proceedings of every meet-
ing of the Council or of any Committee shall be 
taken during their progress by the Secretary, or, 
in case of his absence, by some person present 
whom the Chairman may appoint for the occa-
sion. The minutes shall afterwards be fairly 
copied into a minute book kept for that purpose. 

10. The Council shall, from time to time, draw 
up such By-laws as may appear to them expedi-
ent for conducting the proceedings of their own 
meetings, which shall be binding on the Members 
of the Council, and all such By-laws shall be 
binding on all and every the Members, Honorary, 
Honorary Scientific, and Corresponding Members, 
officers and servants of the Society, as well as on 
all exhibitors or their assistants at the Society's 
Exhibitions. 

11. The Council may appoint Committees to 
examine into or take action on any special mat-
ter relating to the objects or business of the 
Society, and may dissolve such Committees when 
they shall think proper. 

12. The Council shall appoint a banker or 
bankers to the Society, to whom all sums of 
money received by the Secretary. or other per-
sons for the use of the Society shall be paid. 

13. No money shall be drawn from the Society's 
banking account but by order of the Council, 
after a report from the Finance Committee, and 
by cheques signed by two Members of such Com-
mittee and countersigned by the Secretary. En-
tries shall be made of all such payments. 

14. If any Member of Council, with the excep-
tion of the Trustees, shall be absent from three 
consecutive monthly meetings of the Council 
without leave having been obtained, his seat 
shall be declared vacant. 

15. The Secretary shall notify to the Council 
any vacancy which may have occurred in the list 
of President, Vice-Presidents, Trustees or other 
members of the Council, at the meeting of the 
Council at which or next after such vacancy 
occurred, and such vacancy shall not be filled up 
until the monthly meeting of the Council which 
shall take place next after such notice, provided 
that if any such vacancy occur after the ordinary 
monthly Council meeting in November such vac-
ancy shall not he filled except at the next An-
nual Meeting. 

16. In.  the absence of the President, the chair 
shall be taken by the senior Vice-President then 
present; and should none of these officers be pre-
sent, then by such Member as the Council shall 
choose as their Chairman by a majority of votes. 
(The senior Vice-President shall be deemed to 
mean the Vice-President who has been a Mem-
ber of Council for the greatest number of years 
in the aggregate.) 

17. The quorum of a monthly or special meet-
ing of Council shall be five. 

18. At every monthly meeting of Council the 
order of business shall be as follows:— 

(1) Reading and confirming minutes of pre-
vious meeting. 

(2) Business arising from minutes. 
(3) Election of officers and nominations for 

vacancies. 	' 
(4) Committee's Reports. 
(5) Motions. 
(6) Correspondence. 
(7) Postponed business.. 
(8) General business. 
(9) Notices of motions. 
19. All minutes and reports read to and 

adopted by the Council shall be signed by the 
Chairman. 

20. The report from the Council to the Annual 
Meeting in February shall be prepared at the 
Council meeting first in January or at some ad- 
journment thereof. 	 • 

COMMITTEES. 
21. The Council shall elect such standing Com-

mittees at the monthly Council meeting in 
March as they think fit, and such Committees shall 
remain in office until the Annual General Meet-
ing in the ensuing year, two members of Com-
mittee to form a quorum. 

22. The President shall be ex officio a member 
of all committees. 

23. Each Committee, at its first meeting, shall 
elect its own Chairman for the year, and in his 
absence a Chairman shall be elected by the Com-
mittee for the occasion. 

24. All Committees shall . make or adopt rules 
for the conduct of their business, and shall make 
a report of their proceedings to the Council and 
shall hold office until they have made their res-
pective reports; but in case such reports shall 
not have been made previous to the last Thurs-
day in February next after their appointment, 
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their powers shall then cease, providing that 
standing Committees shall retain office till their 
successors are appointed. 

THE STAFF. 

'35. The Manager shall be immediately res-
ponsible to the Council for the discharge of his 
various duties. He shall attend the sittings of 
all meetings of the Council and of Committees. 

2,6. The Secretary shall keep all the Society's 
books. He shall also conduct the correspond-
ence of the Society and keep copies of all let-
ters on the business of the Society. 

27. Under the direction of the Finance Com-
mittee, the Secretary shall be responsible for all 
monies received, paying such sums into the So-
ciety's Bank, and producing at each meeting of 
the Finance Committee receipts for the same; 
and, excepting the amounts allowed him for 
petty cash, he shall not retain in his hands any 
money belonging to the Society, but shall pay 
it over forthwith to the Society's Bank. He shall 
have the charge of the expenditure for petty 
cash. 

28. The Secretary shall have the custody of 
all books and property of the Society. All books, 
pamphlets, etc., becoming the property of the 
Society shall be stamped with the Society's 
stamp at once. 

29. The Manager shall have the immediate 
superintendence over all of the servants of the 
Society, and shall be required to report to the 
Council any instances of misconduct on their 
part which he may think of such a nature as to 
require the consideration of the Council. 

30. The Manager and the Secretary shall each 
find, if required, approved security to the amount 
of £500, the premium to be paid by the Society. 

31. Neither the Manager nor the Secretary 
shall exercise any of the privileges of a Member 
of the Society. 

FINANCE. 
32. The Finance Committee shall have the im-

mediate care of the Society's funds, and shall 
meet before the ordinary Council meeting in 
each month, in order to prepare a report for the 
Council on the state of the Society's funds, 
which they shall present to each monthly meet-
ing, as well as a statement of the payments 
recommended to be made, together with all the 
books in which entries of cash receipts or pay-
ments are made, and such documents as the 
business of the day may require.. Should a re-
port from the Finance Committee not have been 
presented at the meeting of the Council, the Sec-
retary shall report the state of the funds to the 
Council, in which case the Council shall vote the 
moneys required without such report. 

33. The Chairman of the Finance Committee 
shall be the Honorary Treasurer of the Society. 

34. All receipts for money received on behalf 
of the Society shall be out of a book with coun-
terpart. 

35. All moneys received and paid shall be 
entered daily in a general cash book. 

36. The accounts of the Society shall be audited 
as may be required by the Council by two pro-
fessional accountants, to whom a balance sheet 
shall be submitted by the Secretary immediately 
after the close of the financial year, and such, 
when audited, shall be presented at the Annual 
Meeting.
