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Annual Report of the Royal Agricultural Society 
of Victoria 

To the Members. 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

Your Council has much pleasure in presenting 
the following report of proceedings of the Society 
for the year ended 31st December, 1949. 

Royal Melbourne Show. 

For the first Show in the second century of the 
Society's activity your Council resolved to retain 
the slogan "quality rather than quantity," and to 
that end inserted in the Prize Schedule those re-
strictions which had been found necessary to im-
pose after the entries for the Century Show 
had closed. 

Despite this fact the number of exhibitors in-
creased to such an extent as to nullify the 
restrictions on the number of entries from one 
exhibitor in any one class, and it was not only 
necessary for the special Committee appointed to 
deal with entries of horses to make stringent 
decisions, but after conferring with representa-
tives of Stud Cattle Breeders' Societies the 
Cattle Committee was compelled to take drastic 
action to reduce entries in all sections for cattle 
to what could be accommodated in the four 
pavilions. 

At the conference referred to above it was re-
solved to again confer after the Show in the hope 
that some solution of the problem could be found 
prior to the publication of the 1950 Prize 
Schedule, as it was obvious that even if the 
Society so desired, it would be unable, owing to 
the continued restrictions on building, to erect 
any additional accommodation for stock. 

No insuperable problems were encountered in 
the sections for sheep and pigs. 

The Poultry section was divided—heavy breeds 
being exhibited for some days and light breeds 
for the remainder of the Show. 

The entry of 1776 individual Dogs made it 
necessary to judge a different group of breeds on 
every day. 

Pigeons and Cage Birds were satisfactorily 
accommodated in the pigeon pavilion, and entries 
in the section for Home Crafts made an excel-
lent display. 

Increased entries of Farm Produce, Fruits and 
Apilculture, were attractively staged in the 
Centenary Hall, in which building displays were 
also made by the Whittlesea Agricultural Society 
and the "Save the Forests" Campaign Council. 

A table is published on page 6 in order that 
a comparison may readily be made of entries 
received in the various sections, at pre-war and 
post-war shows. 

The Programme and Arena Control Committee 
left no stone unturned to ensure the smooth 
working of the arena programme during the nine 
day and eight night sessions of the Show, which 
was held from Thursday, 22nd September, to 
Saturday, 1st October, inclusive. 

A completely new layout of the Judging Rings 
which covered the arena on the first day was 
commended by exhibitors and the public, as were 
other innovations during the Show, such as the 
variation of the course for Jumping Events for 
which the long wooden wings previously used 
were replaced by small trees and shrubs in tubs; 
the improved method of organising the Grand 
Parades, and the timing of the many events and 
special displays. 	- 

Several demonstrations by the Victorian Rural 
Fire Brigades Association with the support of 
the Country Fire Authority were appreciated by 
the public, who were thus enabled to get an idea 
of the work performed in a voluntary capacity 
by members of Rural Fire Brigades in safe-
guarding life and property throughout the State. 

The displays by members of the Metropolitan 
Fire Brigade, which have become annual features 
of the Show Programme, maintained their usual 
high standard, and patrons were pleased that it 
had again been found possible for members of 
the Mounted Police to present their Musical Ride. 

On two occasions members of the Waverley 
Riding School provided a very acceptable item 
in the programme. 

Your Council greatly appreciated the co-opera-
tion of the R.A.A.F. in arranging at short notice 
for a Helicopter demonstration on the last day 
of the Show to take the place of the display by 
10,000 members of Youth Organisations which 
was cancelled. 

The Military Display on the concluding night 
was very impressive, as was also the perform-
ance of Massed Highland Bands. 

For good measure, and in order to gauge their 
popularity with Show patrons, the Committee 
arranged for two demonstrations of Buck-
Jumping during the Show, and these were so well 
received that it is likely they will be included in 
the 1950 Show programme.

The display in the Government Pavilion 
arranged by Officers of the Department of Agri-
culture, was even more comprehensive and of a 
higher standard than in former years, whilst the 
exhibition staged by members of the Nurserymen 
and Seedsmen's Association in the Horticultural 
Hall, was very favourably commented on by 
patrons.

It is no exaggeration to say that the whole 
Show was one of the best, if not the best, yet 
staged by this Society, and with such favourable 
weather as was experienced throughout the  

period, the anticipated record in attendance would 
certainly have been attained had it not been that 
just prior to the opening day an official announce-
ment—following reports of the spread of Polio-
myelitis—urged parents on no account to permit 
children to attend the Show, and discouraged the 
flow of visitors from different parts of the State 
to the metropolitan area. 

The adverse influence which this announcement 
had is clearly demonstrated in that the total 
attendance at this year's Show was 306,881 as 
compared with 531,214 in 1948. It is of interest 
to note that the attendance was 250,476 in 1937 
when polio had previously been prevalent at Show 
time. 

His Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor at-
tended the Society's dinner on the evening prior 
to the opening of the Show. Later in the week he 
made a tour of the Show Grounds and was im-
pressed with the comprehensiveness of the Show 
and the excellence of the exhibits. He displayed a 
very keen interest in the work of the Young Far-
mers' Clubs Association and the exhibits staged 
by members of those Clubs in different parts of 
the State. 

The display of heavy machinery was an outstanding feature of the Show. 

-OK 
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Other prominent visitors to the Show were the 
Premier; the Minister of Agriculture; the Rt. 
Hon. R. G. Menzies; the Hon. E. J. Williams, 
High Commissioner for the United Kingdom, 
and representatives of Royal Agricultural 
Societies in other States. 

As in 1948, a special luncheon was arranged in 
honour of the Judges, Stewards and Steward-
esses, and the President took the opportunity on 
behalf of the Council to express grateful thanks 
for their honorary services, which had been such 
a factor in the success of the Show. 

In addition to many from other States, the 
Judges included three from England—Messrs. 
J. H. Cridlan, Robert Hobbs, and Hildebrand 
Wilson. They were generous with their praise 
of the Show in general, and the quality of the 
stock brought before them in the judging ring. 

Although disappointed at the fall in the attend-
ances and the consequent reduction in revenue, 
your Council, looking on the bright side, has ex-
pressed satisfaction that the Society did not sus-
tain a loss, and has already taken the first steps 
in the organsiation of an even better Show in 
1950. 

In view of th fact that in 1890 Lord Knutsford 
notified the Earl of Hopetoun, who was then 
Governor of this State, that Her Majesty Queen 
Victoria had been graciously pleased to grant the 
requisite permission for the Society to assume 
the title of the Royal Agricultural Society of 
Victoria, your Council has decided that the 1950 
Show shall be named the Royal Melbourne 
Diamond Jubilee Show, and it is confident that 
such co-operation will be forthcoming from the 
Society's supporters, as will ensure a fitting 
commemoration. 

ASSOCIATE BODIES. 

The Society's staff has throughout the year 
carried out the secretarial and administrative 
work of the various Stud Stock Breeders' 
Societies and other associated bodies referred 
to in the following paragraphs. 

Your Council again records its appreciation of 
the harmonious relations which exist between 
them and this Society, and particularly of their 
co-operation and support in connection with the 
Royal Show. 

The Commonwealth Clydesdale Horse Society. 
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

The„..event of the year was undoubtedly the 
display of Clydesdales at the Melbourne Royal 
Show, when no fewer than 157 entries were 
received, included in which were some outstand-
ing animals; whilst the general quality of the 
exhibits was high. 

The fact that thirteen stallions were nomi-
nated for the Sire's Produce Sweepstakes indi-
cates that members retain their confidence in 
the horse, and his ability to withstand the com-
petition of mechanical farming methods. 

At a meeting held during the currency of the 
Melbourne Royal Show, Federal Council decided 
to adopt the recommendation of the Sub-Com-
mittee appointed to inquire into the matter of 
consolidating and strengthening the position of 
the Society, and as a result, entries from all 
breeders throughout the Commonwealth will be 
forwarded direct to the Federal office, as from the 
1st January, 1950. 

This decision will, however, not involve the 
closing of the Branches, which will continue to 
control the affairs of the Society in their re-
spective States. Each Branch will receive a 
proportion of subscriptions of all members re-
siding in their territory, to cover the cost of 
restricted operations, and it is hoped that the 
new system will have beneficial results. 

It is pleasing to record that although many 
reports magnify the decline of the industry, no 
fewer than 227 draught stallions were certificated 
under the Victorian Horse Breeding Act for the 
1949 season, and the majority of these are stand-
ing for service in the recognised horse breeding 
areas of the State. 

The Victorian Government has again demon-
strated its confidence in the heavy horse by 
renewing the bonus of £4 payable on foals by 
certificated stallions from approved mares, and 
this very concrete evidence of faith in the future 
of the industry is greatly appreciated by 
breeders. 

Entries received to date for inclusion in Volume 
15 of the Commonwealth Clydesdale Stud Book 
total 235 stallions, 914 mares, and the compilation 
of the volume will be taken in hand early in the 
New Year. 

The fact that those who are now associated 
with the industry have a genuine love for horses, 
and have the utmost confidence in them is im-
portant, as under such conditions the type of 
animal bred is certain to be of a higher standard, 
and consequently of greater all round value to 
the community. 

The Australian Pony Stud Book Society. 
(Victorian Branch). 

There are now over 80 members of this Branch. 

The large increase in the number of appli-
cations received for the entry of ponies in the 
Australian Pony Stud Book is, to some extent, 
due to the last minute rush to register ponies 
prior to the introduction of new regulations which 
operate as from 1st January, 1950. These pro-
vide that to be eligible for the Numbered Division 
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of the Australian Section, a pony must be the 
progeny of a registered (Numbered) pony stallion 
and a mare entered in the Numbered division or 
in Foundation A Division of the Stud Book. 
Until the introduction of the new regulations 
ponies bred from unregistered stock were ac-
cepted for the Numbered Division on passing an 
inspection for pony type. 

At the present time the Constitution provides 
that the affairs of the Society shall be adminis-
tered by a Council of eight, elected annually by 
the members attending the Annual General Meet-
ing, together with a nominee from each State 
Royal Agricultural Society. The Victorian Pro-
visional Committee at its meeting in June, 1949, 
recommended that the Constitution be amended 
to provide for a Federal Council to govern the 
Society, along the lines of other Breed Societies; 
that such Federal Council be made up of dele-
gates elected by the various Branches on a pro-
rata basis according to membership, and that a 
Special General Meeting of Members of the 
Society be held in Melbourne during the currency 
of the 1949 Royal Show to consider this recom-
mendation. 

Unfortunately the suggested Special General 
Meeting was not called and the recommendation 
will now be presented as a Notice of Motion for 
the next General Meeting of Members to be held 
in Sydney during the currency of the 1950 Royal 
Easter Show. 

R.A.S. Light Horse Control Council. 

As- indicated in last report the Executive of the 
Light Horse Control Council was strengthened 
by the addition of representatives of Agricul-
tural Societies' Associations in different parts of 
the State. 

During the year the registration of metro-
politan and country gymkhanas, and the Light 
Horse section of several Agricultural Shows has 
been maintained, but action to widen activities 
was deferred pending a decision regarding the 
proposed national body embracing organisations 
in several States. 

The Shorthorn Society of Australia. 
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

Interest in Beef raising has been greatly 
stimulated during the year by the decision of the 
Federal Government to facilitate the develop-
ment of the industry in Australia, to enable 
progressively increasing quantities of beef to be 
exported to Great Britain. Consequently, the 
enquiry for stud cattle of all the recognised beef 
breeds has considerably increased. 

As the Shorthorn is renowned for its beef pro-
ducing qualities, and is recognised as ideal for 
crossing purposes, the breed has naturally been 
much in demand, and in the last few months the 
enquiry has reached unprecedented levels. 

Some indication of the eagerness of breeders to 
obtain females from desirable blood lines can be 
gauged from the fact that at a reduction sale held 
recently, 42 choicely bred cows and heifers were 
sold in little more than an hour, and averaged 
£276171-, top price being 470 guineas. 

At approximately the same time another sale 
which is unique in the history of Shorthorns in 
Australia took place, an entire New South Wales 
stud, comprising about 70 animals ranging from 
aged cows to calves at foot being acquired 
privately by a Western Australian breeder in 
one lot, and they will be delivered as soon as the 
necessary veterinary tests have been completed. 

Enthusiasm has not been confined to one sale, 
or even one State, and thirty new studs have been 
established throughout the Commonwealth 
during the year. 

The importance of type and quality is fully 
realised by stud masters, and 17 animals of 
modern type, bred on the most fashionable lines 
have been imported for studs in New South 
Wales, South Australia and Victoria, whilst 
several others have already been purchased for 
shipment early in 1950. 

The publication of Volume 14 of the Shorthorn 
Herd Book of Australia, which will contain the 
pedigrees of 502 bulls and 1389 new cows, in 
addition to the progeny of 2396 cows registered 
in previous volumes, is well in hand and it is 
expected that copies will be available early in 
the New Year. 

Entries received to date for inclusion in Vol-
ume 15 total 137 bulls, 625 cows, 1394 calves and 
997 transfers. 

The displays of Shorthorns at all Royal Shows 
throughout the Commonwealth have been of a 
high standard and competition exceedingly keen, 
which reflects the increased interest in the breed, 
and will haVe a beneficial effect. 

It is reported that at all important sales there 
are a number of buyers whose requirements have 
not been fully met, and there is therefore every 
indication that the Shorthorn will play just as 
important a part in the development of beef 
raising today as it did in the founding and estab-
lishment of the industry over a century ago. 

The Dairy Shorthorn Association of Australia. 

The year has been an eventful one in Dairy 
Shorthorn circles and for the first time animals 
of this breed exhibited at the Royal Show were 
judged by an overseas adjudicator. On the re-
commendation of the Committee of this Asso-
ciation, your Council appointed Mr. R. W. Hobbs, 
owner of the Kelmscott Stud in Gloucestershire 
and one of the leading Judges in England, to carry 
out this work. Mr. Hobbs was more than favour-
ably impressed by the standard of the stock 
brought before him and described the aged bull 
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class as a grand class comparing favourably with 
any Show in England. It was very gratifying 
for Australian breeders to hear a statement of 
this kind from such a world renowned Judge. 

The popularity of the breed in Australia has 
continued to increase and the membership of the 
Association is now approaching the 250 mark. 
At the corresponding time last year there were 
just over 200 breeders on the roll. 

Volume 4 of the Association's Herd Book was 
completed and issued to all members early in the 
year. It features the adult registration of 796 
bulls and 1168 cows with a record of their prog-
eny, together with additional produce, changes 
of ownership, etc., of 1078 cows registered in 
previous Volumes. The compilation of Volume 5 
has now been taken in hand and this will include 
all registrations up to 31st December, 1949. 

A matter of vital importance dealt with by 
the Committee during the past year was that of 
faulty tattoo branding, and it was decided that 
as from 31st December, 1949, any animal found 
to be ineffectively tattooed would be subject to 
de-registration. 

In May last, an auction sale of registered 
Dairy Shorthorns was held on the Royal Mel-
bourne Show Grounds. Values generally were 
satisfactory, but the quality of some animals 
submitted was not up to the standard expected. 
The Committee being anxious to make the sale 
an annual event and to keep high the standard 
of stock offered, has decided that all animals 
entered for the 1950 sale shall be subject to a 
rigid inspection for type. 

The Red Poll Cattle Breeders' Association 
of Australia. 

(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

Although the membership has not greatly in-
creased the breed has continued to progress and 
a consistent demand exists for good quality 
animals as they come on the market. 

The Australian Red Poll Breeders' Guide re-
ferred to in last year's report has now been com-
pleted. The booklet is a valuable work of refer-
ence containing a wealth of information which 
should be of interest to those seeking knowledge 
concerning Red Polls in Australia. 

Volume 14 of the Association's Herd Book is in 
print and copies are at present being bound. 
The Volume will be available for distribution to 
members early in the new year. The pedigrees 
of 409 bulls and 1276 cows, a total of 1685 
animals are featured in this Volume, which will 
be the largest yet issued by the Association. k 
new departure is the inclusion of production 
records of cows tested under the Victorian Herd 
Improvement Association. In previous Volumes 
only Government Standard Herd Tests were pub-
lished. 

During the year the Federal Council obtained 
a copy of the English Red Poll Colour Film 
recently produced by the parent Society. The 
film was shown for the first time in Australia to 
a large gathering of members during the recent 
Royal Melbourne Show, and proved of great 
interest. Arrangements are being made for the 
film to be shown in all States. 

Owing to the late harvest the 1949 tour of the 
Classification Board, appointed to inspect herds 
nominated for inclusion in the Voluntary Classi-
fication Scheme adopted by the Victorian Branch, 
was postponed. Arrangements have now been 
made for the tour to take place in January, 1950. 

The Ayrshire Cattle Herd Book Society 
of Australasia. 

(Victorian Branch and Federal Council). 

The membership of this Society showed a fur-
ther increase during the past twelve months, the 
total membership now being 420 of which 226 
reside in Victoria. 

From the number of new members enrolled and 
the enquiries being received, there is every in-
dication that a further increase will be seen in 
the coming year. 

Prices paid for stock at a number of sales 
which were held during the year suggest that 
buyers have experienced keen competition. It 
is believed that the prices paid for an Ayrshire 
bull and cow at the dispersal sale of Mr. T. S. 
Paternoster's herd at Millicent, South Australia, in 
November, were the highest for the breed in 
Australia. 

Volume 40 of the Ayrshire Herd Book of Aus-
tralasia was published during the year and Vol-
ume 41 which is in the course of being printed 
will contain the pedigrees of 270 males and 1611 
females. 

In accordance with resolutions of the Federal 
Council, a diagram showing the parts of an 
Ayrshire cow was included in Volume 40 for the 
first time and an informative pamphlet concern-
ing the registration and tattooing of calves, etc., 
was published particularly for the benefit of new 
members. 

To meet the increasing costs of printing the 
Herd Book, the Federal Council also decided to 
raise by 50 per cent. the fees charged for adult 
registrations and transfer notifications. These 
had been unchanged for many years. 

Results received to date show that more 
breeders have placed their herds under test for 
production, and as a result the number of cows 
which gained their certificates during the year 
has increased considerably. 
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At the 1949 Annual Meeting of the Victorian 
Branch, it was decided to increase the size of 
the Committee to 16 with the object of giving a 
greater representation among members who felt 
that with membership increasing, a larger Com-
mittee was better able to maintain personal con-
tact with them. 

During the year, the resignation of Mr. J. A. G. 
McNab as a member of the Committee was ac-
cepted with much regret. In appreciation of the 
valuable services he had rendered as President 
and Vice-President and member of the Committee 
for many years, he was made a Patron of the 
Victorian Branch. 

The Friesian Cattle Club of Australia. 

(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

This Club is gratified to report that the popu-
larity of the Friesian breed has grown, and mem-
bership throughout the Commonwealth has con- 
siderably increased. 	• 

To meet the demand for stock many impor-
tations have been made from New Zealand by 
studmasters. 

Under Government Standard Herd Test many 
fine performances have been made, and it is 
worthy of note that in Victoria the two top 
cows were Friesians. The Champion of all breeds 
was "Victoria Olga," from the herd of the 
Department of Agriculture, Werribee, with a 
yield of 25,353 lbs. milk and 905.3 lbs. butterfat 
as a mature cow. The highest producer was 
"Ingolston Gwen," from the herd of Messrs. P. 
Goodfellow & Sons, Bunyip. The production 
figures were 26,601 lbs. milk, 917.3 lbs. butterfat. 
Unfortunately, as she did not calve within the 
stipulated time, she was ineligible for the Cham-
pionship. 

The keen interest of members of the Victorian 
Branch has been illustrated by the many fine 
displays seen at Country Agricultural Shows, 
also by the increased entries received for the 
Royal Melbourne Show. 

The Annual Dinner of the Victorian Branch 
was successfully held, and members and inter-
state visitors once again spent a thoroughly en-
joyable evening. 

Mr. W. T. Smith was reappointed Branch 
Chairman and was thanked by members for his 
previous year's enthusiastic work. 

The Federal Council met twice during the year, 
and many matters of vital interest were dealt 
with. Mr. E. H. K. Downes was again elected 
Federal President. 

The progress of the breed in all States angers 
well for the future, and members look forward to 
another successful year. 

The Guernsey Cattle Society of Australia. 

(Victorian Branch). 

The progress made in the previous year has 
been maintained, the membership still continues 
to increase and the Branch maintains its posi-
tion as the strongest of the Society. 

The demand for Guernseys in Victoria is still 
greater than the supply, although breeders have 
made many purchases interstate to cope with the 
position. 

The Committee has been working assiduously 
to bring the Guernsey to the fore, and that mem-
bers have co-operated is revealed in the in-
creased entries made at this year's "Royal," and 
at Shows in the country. 

Sashes were again donated for Champion Bull 
and Cow at Shows at which entries were re-
stricted to registered stock. 

In the Government Herd Test the Guernsey 
breed was well represented, a record being 
established by "Yarraview Admiration," a two 
year old, with the splendid record of 621.5 lbs. 
butterfat. This heifer is a daughter of the world 
famous "Yarraview Le Mode," and was bred by 
Capt. A. E. T. Payne. 

The President, Dr. F. G. Stephens, reported 
that Mr. P. A. Mahy, the well-known breeder 
from Guernsey Island, who visited Victoria in July 
of last year, has forwarded a silver Guernsey 
Can as a trophy for competition among breeders 
at next Royal Melbourne Show. 

The Annual Dinner held by the Branch was 
very successful. A number of visitors were in 
attendance and a most enjoyable evening was 
spent. An interesting talk was given by Mr. 
R. F. Sanderson, which was enthusiastically 
received. 

Literature issued by the Federal Council is 
still in keen demand. 

Entries have closed for Volume 17 of the 
Guernsey Herd Book of Australia, and the 
Federal Council is hopeful of having it available 
for circulation early in 1950. 

The points for the standard of the Guernsey 
Bull and Cow were discussed during the year, 
and the recommendations made by the Com-
mittee to Federal Council were adopted in prin-
ciple. 

At the last Federal Council meeting the Presi-
dent of this Branch, Dr. F. G. Stephens, was 
re-appointed Federal President. 
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The Australian Illawarra Shorthorn Society. 

(Victorian Branch). 

The Branch experienced another satisfactory 
year and an increase in the membership can 
again be reported. 

The Breed—so popular in the Northern States 
—is now becoming widely spread throughout 
Victoria. Its increasing popularity in this State 
can be better gauged by a comparison of the num-
ber of entries received for the last six Royal Mel-
bourne Shows. In 1938 there were 13 entries; 
1939, 70; 1946, 141; 1947, 182; 1948, 235. In 1949, 
despite the fact that in the Classes for 
animals under three years old, entries were 
limited to one in each Class from any one ex-
hibitor, the total number of entries received was 
224. 

Keen interest was shown in the competition 
for the best prepared and maintained team of 
A.I.S. cattle at the last Royal Show. Mr. A. C. 
Jones, a Patron of this Branch, provided a 
trophy valued at 20 guineas for this competition. 

Another member, Mr. F. N. Day, has offered 
to donate £20 to the owner of the first Victorian-
bred A.I.S. cow to produce 800 lbs. butterfat in a 
lactation period of 273 days under Victorian 
Government Standard or the Victorian Herd 
Improvement Association Test. Judging by the 
improved performances of A.I.S. cows under test 
for the year 1948/49 it will not be long before 
this prize is awarded. A new breed record of 
717.9 lbs. butterfat was established by "Douglas 
Vale Kassie," owned by Messrs. G. Tandberg and 
Son. This animal was top cow against all 
breeds in the junior-four-year-old class. Another 
excellent performance was that of Messrs. J. M. 
Newton and Sons, "Ovensdale Millie 2nd," which 
yielded 12,407 lbs. milk and 468.9 lbs. butterfat 
on her first test. 

Entries for Volume 12 of the A.I.S. Herd Book 
closed during the year, and the Volume is now 
being compiled by the Federal Council. 

The Australian Jersey Herd Society. 

(Victorian Branch). 

Membership of this Branch of the Society has 
increased by 68 during the year to the record 
figure of 1352, and the keen demand for stock is 
evidence of the popularity of this great dairy 
breed. Its superiority is again demonstrated by 
its performance under Government Standard 
Test, the herd Championship falling to Jerseys 
for the 30th occasion in the 34 years that the 
test has been conducted. The successful herd 
was that of Mr. J. Stedman of "Surrey," Appin, 
which was also the champion herd last year. 
The Reserve Championship went to the .Jersey 
herd of Mr. W. C. R. Gay, of Yarram. 
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Mr. G. F. Wade's "Inverbroom" herd provided 
the top producing Jersey in "Inverbroom Air 
Maid" (81874), her yield being 12,875 lbs. milk, 
6.45 test and 831.6 lbs. butter in 273 days. 

The ability of the Jersey to "milk on" and to 
produce milk of high quality is no doubt mainly 
responsible for the keen demand by dairyfarmers. 

With the view to bringing before breeders the 
merits of proven bulls as early as possible in 
their useful life, the Committee of this Branch of 
the Society introduced a Superior Sire Scheme. 

Briefly, this scheme automatically includes all 
bulls that are fully registered, are classified for 
type and have at least six classified daughters. 
Any bull on the register will be raised to the 
rank of Meritorious Sire when 50 per cent. of his 
over 3 year old daughters are classified, and 
have an average age-corrected yield of at 
least 400 lb. butterfat—a minimum of ten such 
daughters is required. 

A bull will be made a Superior Sire when at 
least 10 of his progeny (two of which may be 
males) have been classified H.C. or V.H.C., pro-
vided that 66 per cent. of his over 3 year old 
daughters, not less than 10 in number, are classi-
fied and have an average age-corrected yield of 
at least 425 lb. butterfat. 

To further publicise the breed, the Committee 
has authorised Mr. W. J. Yuill, the Branch Pub-
licity Officer, to procure a tent and furnishings 
for use as a publicity centre and Jersey depot at 
country shows in the principal dairying districts 
of the State. 

Although much difficulty has been experienced 
in procuring sashes the Society continues to 
donate sashes for Champion Jersey Bull and 
Champion Jersey Cow at Shows which restrict 
their entries to registered animals. 

The number of members which submit their 
herds for Type Classification continues to in-
crease, and to visit the herds submitted necessi-
tates travelling over 6,000 miles during the 
months of October, November and December, 
thus making the task for the members of the 
Board an arduous one. 

During the year, at the request of 10 members 
a Special General Meeting was held and it was 
decided thereat, that the Rules of the Branch be 
amended to provide for the affairs of the Branch 
to be administered by a Patron or Patrons and 
sixteen Members of Committee instead of a 
Patron or Patrons and twelve members of Com-
mittee as hitherto. It was considered that owing 
to the large membership it was necessary to have 
greater representation on the Committee and 
thus enable more Committeemen to move among 
members throughout the State. 

Owing to difficulties experienced in the print-
ing trade in Sydney, where the Jersey Stud Book 
is printed, publication of Volume 35 has been 
delayed, but the issue of copies to members is 
expected to be made early in 1950. 



The Branch still enjoys a sound financial 
position and it is anticipated that membership 
will be further increased during the coming year. 

Victorian Herd Improvement Association. 

Though the shortage of competent testers is 
still retarding the development of herd testing 
throughout Victoria, the Association had one 
hundred and twenty-seven active Units at work 
during the year, testing over one hundred thous-
and cows. 

The Council of the Association was particularly 
pleased that the Department of Agriculture, with 
the assistance of a Commonwealth Grant for the 
improvement of the dairying industry, co-opera-
ted with the Association in reviving Dairy Farm 
Management Competitions which were a feature 
in the Association's work in pre-war years. 

A comprehensive Scale of Points for use by 
Judges was drawn up and despite the shortage 
of time available, twenty-three Units arranged 
competitions and one hundred and thirty-eight 
farms were judged. 

Full reports regarding the judging of these 
competitions will be published early in 1950, and 
action will be taken to ensure that similar com-
petitions in 1950 will be much more widely sup-
ported. 

Progress has been made in the development of 
the scheme referred to in last report to improve 
the method of recording the production of cows 
under Association Test, the supervision of test-
ing work, and the collection of data necessary as 
a prelude to further development of the dairy-
ing industry. 

Messrs. W. Fleming and E. R. Dickens became 
ineligible to represent their respective Zones on 
the Council of the Association, arid at last Annual 
Conference Messrs. J. F. Martin and W. Hogan 
were elected in their stead. 

Appreciation of the services rendered to the 
Association by Messrs. Fleming and Dickens was 
duly recorded. 

As in former years the Herd Testers' Com-
petition was conducted, and Royal Agricultural 
Society of Victoria Production Certificates were 
again issued to members of the Association whose 
herds reached a specified standard of production 
under test. 

The Goat Society of Australia. 
(Victorian Branch). 

The interest in goat breeding has continued to 
increase and the membership has risen 100 per 
cent. There are now 124' members of this 
Branch. Breeders realise how wide a field exists  

for goats' milk which is credited with having 
valuable nutritional properties, and is reported 
to be very beneficial for children. As this know-
ledge is gained by the public, more and more are 
becoming interested. 

Development is proceeding on sound lines, and 
it is felt that the success which has been achieved 
in other countries will be realised here. 

Expansion has been handicapped by the short-
age of animals. Local breeders have been unable 
to supply the demand for stock, and to ease the 
position several are making importations from 
England. 

"The Australian Goat World," the paper issued 
monthly, and the booklet "If I Buy a Goat," are 
still in big demand. 

Keen interest is being shown by breeders in 
the show ring, as illustrated by displays being 
made at Country Agricultural Shows where 50 
to 60 goats are to be seen. The entries for this 
year's Royal Show numbered 60, as compared 
with 33 last year. 

An innovation was made at the Royal Show by 
a 24-hour milking competition, which was won 
by the doe "Kelvin Brae Josie," owned by Mr. 
and Mrs. C. J. Mackay, of Glenroy, with the pro-
duction of 12 lb. 11 ozs. of milk. 

At the Annual Meeting Mr. A. C. T. Hewitt was 
again elected President,' and members expressed 
appreciation of the splendid work being done by 
him. 

During the year a report was received that 
goats had been taken to Macquarie Island, and 
had been allowed to run loose, and were rearing 
their kids well under natural conditions down 
there. 

Publicity given by breeders, the press, and 
radio has been 'far reaching, as enquiries are 
coming to hand from as far afield as the 
Northern Islands, India, and Northern Territory. 

The Australian Society of Breeders of British 
Sheep. 

(Federal. Council and Victorian Branch). 

During the year the Federal Council issued 
Volume 41 'of the British Breeds Flock Book. 
This Volume which was published in two Sec-
tions, is one of the largest printed for some 
years. In addition to the histories of 2,479 
flocks, the book contained 2,926 ram and 1,907 
ewe individual registrations. 

Although the Society's membership reveals a 
. slight loss, the present total of 2,214 members 

can be -regarded as satisfactory. The number of 
members enrolled with the Victorian Branch is 
961:

The Australian Meat Board conducted during 
the 1948/49 season, a series of Export Lamb 
competitions, and the Victorian State Champion-
ship was awarded to an outstanding pen of lambs 
bred by Mr. M. A. Stapylton-Bree, of Portland, 
who is a member of the Victorian Branch. Fur-
ther lamb competitions have been arranged by 
the Board for the current season. 

A number of importations of British Breeds of 
Sheep from Great Britain was again made during 
the year, and much interest has been taken in 
the high quality of the sheep obtained by Vic-
torian breeders. 

The Victorian Branch has added still another 
country centre, Echuca, to its list of Shows and 
Sales of Registered Sheep held throughout the 
State. The initial Show Sale held at Echuca 
proved most successful, and its continuance, in 
what is one of the State's best fat lamb districts, 
seems assured. 

The other Show Sales held at Wodonga, Shep-
parton, Kerang, Bendigo and Newmarket at-
tracted a good attendance of buyers, and most of 
the various breeds of sheep yarded were sold at 
very satisfactory prices. 

Every precaution is being taken by the Vic-
torian Branch Committee to ensure that the 
sheep penned at these Sales are of the highest 
standard, and official inspectors appointed are in-
structed to carefully examine each sheep. 

An excellent display of British Breeds was 
again presented at the 1949 Royal Show. 

Competition in the sheep section of the "Royal" 
is very keen, as in addition to the outstanding 
exhibits penned by • Victorian members, strong 
teams of sheep are forwarded by breeders in 
Tasmania, South Australia and New South Wales. 

After a record term, Mr. T. A. Meaklim did 
not seek re-election as Ohairman of the Victorian 
Branch at the 1949 Annual Meeting of Members. 
The Branch has placed on record its keen appre-
ciation of the valuable services rendered by Mr. 
Meaklim. Mr. W. C. Greaves is the newly elected 
Branch Chairman. 

The Australian Corriedale Association. 
(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

Record prices for Corriedale wool and keen 
demand for rams indicates that this Association 
will further strengthen its important position in 
the sheep industry during the coming year. 

With a membership of 758 the breed is now 
becoming firmly established in all States of the 
Commonwealth. Of this number of members, 
250 are Victorian breeders. 

The number of registered Corriedales in Aus-
tralia has increased to 293,000 in the past 12 
months. 

• 

The printing of the nineteenth volume of the 
Cerriedale Flock Book is now almost completed, 
and copies of the book should be available for 
distribution to members early in the new year. 
The volume contains the histories of over 750 
registered flocks throughout Australia. 

The illustrated Booklet made available by the 
Federal Council and forwarded to all members, 
soldier settlers and Young Farmers' Clubs 
throughout Australia has been favourably 
received. A number of copies of the booklet has 
also been posted to overseas countries which 
should give the breed good publicity. 

To see that the standard of the breed through-
out Australia is being maintained, Federal Council 
decided that all registered Corriedale flocks be 
inspected once every 3 years. To facilitate the 
inspection in Victoria, the State has been 
divided into seven zones. 

As a result of representation to the Branch 
Committee of the Australian Society of Breeders 
of British Sheep, Corriedales are now officially 
recognised by that Society at all its Show Sales 
conducted throughout Victoria. The Victorian 
Branch of the Corriedale Association will meet 
portion of the expenses incurred in conducting 
such Show Sales. Corriedales were readily dis-
posed of at this year's sales at satisfactory 
prices. 

The Australian Pig Society. 

(Federal Council and Victorian Branch). 

At a conference held in Melbourne in January 
last, the Federal President (Mr. Graham F. 
Shirley) reported that the very amicable agree-
ments concluded between commercial organi-
sations and the Branches in the various States 
were conclusive evidence that the Australian 
Pig Society would unquestionably have the right 
to speak on behalf of the Pig Industry in future. 

Following the January conference, a deputa-
tion comprising representatives from all States 
awaited on the then Minister for Commerce and 
Agriculture and asked him to consider the grave 
position existing, with a view to devising some 
means of overcoming the problems, so that the 
Industry could again stand on its own feet as 
one of the major food producers of the Common-
wealth, also as a valuable aid to Britain in the 
present acute world shortage of food stuffs. 
The deputation submitted to the Minister a 
number of resolutions covering the various prob-
lems of the industry, mostly brought about by 
the low price at which the contract for pig meats 
with the United Kingdom had been signed. 

The Minister indicated that he was not pre-
pared to accept without verification the facts and 
figures funaished in support of the cost of pro-
duction figure submitted by this Society. He 
later agreed to direct the Bureau of Agricultural 
Economics to carry out an investigation, but 
indicated that he did not propose to call on 
producer representatives to assist at the enquiry. 
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The report subsequently prepared by the 
Bureau of Agricultural Economics showed that 
estimates of the cost of producing 1 lb. of pig 
meat varied from 14.6d. for a one man pro-
duction unit, to 15d. for sideline production on 
a dairy farm and 15.2d. on a wheat farm. These 
figures compared favourably with those pre-
pared by the Society and on which it based its 
recommendation for an export price of 1/6d. per 
lb., to provide pig raisers with the necessary in-
centive to increase production to supply 
Britain's needs. Despite this, however, the 
Minister recently announced that the new British 
Contract for Pig Meats was signed at a price 
which will return barely 1/3d. per lb. to the 
producer and which, based on the Bureau's re-
port, would in most cases be below the cost of 
production. 

Immediately the new price was announced the 
Federal Executive met in Melbourne and decided 
to send a letter of protest to the Minister ex-
pressing concern at his apparent reluctance to 
accept recommendations made by this Society, 
which by the strength of its membership, com-
bined with that of its affiliated organisations, 
can rightly claim to be the "sole voice of the 
Pig Industry." 

In expressing approval of the action taken by 
the Federal Executive the Committee of the 
Victorian Branch asked the Federal Council to 
continue to press for an increase in the price for 
export. The Federal Executive hopes to confer 
with the new Minister for Commerce and Agri-
culture early in 1950. 

The Society has for some time advocated the 
adoption of a Pig/Wheat ratio, similar to the 
Hog/Corn ratio used in the United States, as an 
indicator of the relative profitability of pig 
raising. Under the Pi.g Meat Plan of 1943, 9d. 
per lb. was paid for first quality pigs and wheat 
was made available to pig producers at 3/62d. 
per bushel. To maintain the same Pig/Wheat 
ratio a price of 1/61d. per lb. for pig meat would 
be required with wheat at 7/4 per bushel. 

In May last the Victorian Branch co-operated 
with the Australian Meat Board, Victorian 
Department of Agriculture and your Society in 
staging the 1949 Bacon Pig Competitions, and 
Stud Pig Sale at the Royal Show Grounds. The 
Branch also subsidised Bacon and Pork Pig 
Classes at the Royal Melbourne Show. 

The Victorian Branch has continued to press 
for an increase in the maximum amount of com-
pensation paid under the Swine Act; the intro-
duction of legislation for the compulsory T.B. 
testing of all Stud pigs; and the establishment 
of a Pig Testing Station in Victoria. 

The Kennel Control Council. 

The K.C.C.'s fourteenth year of successful 
administration of the dog world has now con-
cluded wth another record membership. There 
are now 4,546 members compared with 3,924 in 
1948. 
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During the year Castlemaine, Healesville, 
Maryborough, Shepparton, and Wangaratta 
Kennel Clubs and Sale and Wangaratta Agri-
cultural Societies were affiliated, bringing the 
total of affiliates to 51.. 

The K.C.C. One-Hundred Guineas proved again 
to be very popular, and drew large entries in 
the qualifying class at Championship Shows held 
by affiliates. In the finals at the Royal Mel-
bourne Show 77 dogs and bitches competed. 

A large gallery followed the Annual Champion-
ship Field Trial Stakes for Pointers and Setters 
and Spaniels and Retrievers. These Trials which 
were held at Little River, were most successful. 

The coveted title of "K.C.C. Champion" was 
granted to 135 dogs and bitches during the year. 
The 100 points value which must be gained in 
Challenge Certificates before the title may be 
awarded makes this Championship Certificate a 
highly prized possession. 

After investigation the Committee found it 
necessary to increase some of the fees for the 
ensuing year. Although revenue was more than 
in previous years, this had been offset by higher 
costs. 

The "K.C.C. Kennel Gazette" was posted free 
each month as usual to members. The inclusion 
in the Gazette of notified litters has proved to be 
one of the greatest selling mediums for puppies, 
and with this incentive more and more breeders 
are recording litters regularly. 

The maximum classification permissible was 
again under review, and it has been kept as low 
as possible to provide healthy competition. 

As usual the calendar for the coming year was 
drawn up well in advance so that affiliates could 
plan ahead, and there would not be any avoid-
able clashing of fixtures. 

A considerably increased number of previously 
unattached Agricultural Societies saw the wisdom 
of obtaining the K.C.C.'s sanction, and as a 
result, held good Shows. 

The Committee reports with regret the deaths 
of two stalwart supporters of the K.C.C.—Mr. 
J. Gatehouse, and Mr. R. Myers. Both had rend-
ered valuable service on the Committee. Mr. 
L. F. Armstrong found it necessary, owing to 
business reasons, to resign from the Committee 
during the year. The vacancies will be filled by 
your Council early in 1950.

The Victorian Working Sheep Dog Association. 

The Association has continued in its efforts to 
further develop the standard of our working 
sheep dogs. Trials conducted by affiliated clubs 
again attracted excellent entries, and many keen 
and interesting contests were staged. 

As usual one of the main events of the year 
was the 1949 competition for the Capt. Payne 
50 guinea trophy. This was successfully con-
ducted at Alexandra in April, local arrangements 
being in the hands of the Alexandra Working 
Sheep Dog Club. The trial attracted an entry 
of 68 dogs, and was won by Mr. W. J. Clifton, 
with "Kintyre Moy." 

The 1949 competition for the William Cooper 
and Nephews Utility Trophy—the other "big 
event" in the Sheep Dog World—was staged at 
Woolsthorpe, in October last, by the Woolsthorpe 
Sheep Dog Club. The successful competitor was 
again Mr. W. J. Clifton, with "Kintyre Moy," who 
won from a field of 44. 

For the first time on record the same com-
petitor has taken the honors in both these big 
trials in the one year, and congratulations go to 
Mr. W. J. Clifton for this excellent performance. 

The 1949 Royal Show Trials attracted an entry 
of 100 dogs. On the recommendation of this 
Association your Council again agreed to con-
duct the preliminaries concurrently with the 
annual trials of the Geelong Agricultural and 
Pastoral Society. Local arrangements were 
efficiently carried out by the Committee of that 
Society. 

Poultry Control Council. 

Having completed its second year, this Council 
is now firmly established as the governing body 
of the Metropolitan Poultry Showing Societies. 

The confidence which exhibitors repose in the 
Council is reflected in enquiries which several 
Country Poultry Societies have made regarding 
affiliation with the Council. Being convinced that 
much good would follow a complete link up of all 
showing bodies—Metropolitan and Country—the 
Council decided to enrol Country bodies at the 
reduced affiliation fee of £2/2 /-. 

All known country bodies have now been invited 
to affiliate, and it is hoped that in the very near 
future this Council will have a complete cover of 
the whole State. 

In the last report mention was made of 
endeavours which were being made to reach an 
Australian-wide agreement on the standard for 
Australorps. 

Meetings of delegates from Interstate Poultry 
Societies were held during the Sydney and Mel-
bourne Royal Shows, and it is pleasing to be 
able to report that at the lastmentioned meeting 
complete unanimity wits reached—a standard 
was adopted and pictures of ideal birds approved. 
These agreements bring to an end long standing 
differences between the various State authorities 
on what has from time to time been a very vexed 
question. 

The Council has been engaged on a complete 
revision of the book of standards for all breeds 
and it is hoped that before the end of the coming 
year it will be possible to undertake publication. 
In the compilation of this book the Council has 
been careful to obtain expert opinion on all 
points in doubt, and has studied standards re-
cently adopted in England. 

During the recent Royal Melbourne Show the 
Council held a buffet dinner to enable exhibitors 
to "get together," and provide an opportunity for 
Victorian breeders to extend a welcome to inter-
state exhibitors and judges. 

The dinner was well attended and proved suc-
cessful in every way. Since the show, several 
affiliated Societies have written conveying con-
gratulations of their members, and expressing 
the desire that the dinner be made an annual 
function. 

At a recent meeting it was decided to offer 
two trophies for competition at the Show of each 
affiliated body, and enquiries are now being made 
in an endeavour to obtain suitable articles for 
presentation. 

In an attempt to cope with the problem of 
greatly increased entries at the Royal Show, 
and the difficulties experienced in staging, this 
Council recommended to your Society that the 
section be divided into two—Heavy and Light—
and that each division be staged separately. 

Whilst this innovation solved the staging prob-
lem it was not popular with many of our ex-
hibitors and patrons, and the Council is now of 
the opinion that it would be better to revert to 
the old system even if it is necessary to "double 
deck" some of the coops. 

Enquiries are now being made as to the pos-
sibility of obtaining an extra 500 coops which will 
be necessary to accommodate all birds in one 
Show. 

The Council has recorded its appreciation of 
the support accorded it by your Society in pro-
viding secretarial services and office facilities, and 
also of the work of your representative on the 
Council, Mr. Harold Bartram. Mr. Bartram has 
been most enthusiastic in his attention to the 
work of the Council as its Chairman throughout 
the year, and in his capacity as Steward-in-Chief 
of the Poultry Section at the Royal Melbourne 
Show he gave outstanding service particularly in 
his attention to and entertainment of interstate 
judges, exhibitors and visitors. 
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The Victorian Young Farmers' Clubs Association. 

The Association has been inspired by the 
growth of the movement, both Junior and Senior 
Sections, in Victoria. 

The reports by Inspectors of the Education 
Department on Junior Club activities are very 
satisfactory, and it is pleasing to note, that 
despite the beheading of many Clubs owing to the 
conveyance of senior grades to central schools, 
the younger members are still maintaining their 
projects. This is due to the value Head Teachers 
and parents have discovered in the reality of 
education correlated with agricultural projects. 
The movement has been introduced into many 
Secondary Schools, and the new Consolidated 
Schools will have a definite place for Young 
Farmers' projects; especially in the many crafts 
associated with the farm and farm home. 

The Government has continued its financial 
support of the movement, and in addition mem-
bers of Parliament display their interest by at-
tending Field Days and addressing young 
farmers. The Premier of Victoria (Hon. T. T. 
Hollway), visited the display in the Pavilion at 
the Royal Show, and expressed his pleasure at 
the wealth of practical instruction in rural life 
made available to our young farmers. 

The generous support given by the Hugh Victor 
McKay Charitable Trust in the past has been 
further extended by another donation of £250. 
The spirit that prompts the Trust to assist in 
the development of a happy rural community of 
youth, adds pleasure to the gift. 

The financial year ended with a total of 371 
Clubs in the Junior Section, and 48 in the Senior 
Section. 

During Education Week supervisors co-opera-
ted with the teachers in Clubs, in demonstrations, 
displays, and a series of talks by young farmers. 
The event demonstrated the community interest 
in young farmer projects. 

The Vacation School for teachers who are Club 
leaders was held at the Teachers' College during 
the May vacation. Attendance at this school is 
a necessary qualification for a Young Farmers' 
Club Certificate issued by the Department of 
Education. The success of these schools, which 
are organised by the Supervisors, is the valued 
co-operation of the Departments of Education and 
Agriculture. Mr. A. J. Law, M.A., Principal of 
the Teachers' College, has always made the Col-
lege available for lectures, and the Association 
appreciates his cultural discourse at each official 
opening. The Manager of the State Research 
Farm at Werribee, the Principal and staff of the 
Burnley School of Horticulture, the Australian 
Broadcasting Commission, Mr. J. Hall, of the 
Bell Young Farmers' Club, and Australian 
Cement Limited rendered valuable assistance. 

The display of arts, crafts, project and corre-
lated studies in the Young Farmers' Pavilion at 
the Royal Show was the most successful yet,  

staged, and the attendances have never been ex-
ceeded. The attractiveness of the display, and 
the growing interest of the public in the move-
ment, have made this section at the Show a popu-
lar feautre. The Pig Raising Competition ex-
hibit associated with the display was a marked 
attraction, and amongst the many visitors to 
this section were the members of the Australian 
Meat Board, who were impressed with the value 
of the competition. An innovation that proved 
successful was the appointment of Senior Section 
members from various parts of the State as 
Pavilion Supervisors. 

The "Sun" Cattle Judging Competition with 
record entries of Junior and Senior Clubs was 
carried out under a new principle of organi-
sation, directed by Mr. Keith McGarvie, and the 
result was most satisfactory. The Senior Com-
petition was won by the Sale Senior Section, 
and the Junior Competition by Yinnar Club. The 
trophies won by these teams were presented at 
functions at their Clubs. Mr. Colin Webb, of 
the "Weekly Times," represented the "Sun News-
papers." Active participation in sheep judging 
and Associate Judges' Contests at the Royal 
Show by Senior Young Farmers was gratifying, 
and they gained many successes. 

Throughout the State the Broadcasting 
Stations have arranged sessions for young 
farmers' broadcasts. These have been popular 
and have greatly assisted in co-ordination of 
activities. The Australian Broadcasting Com-
mission, through its Rural Broadcasts Officer, 
Mr. R. Thompson, has extended the facilities for 
young farmer broadcasts by the programs 
through regional stations at Horsham and Sale. 
Mr. Thompson had displayed a keen interest in 
our activities, and is a popular friend of all 
young farmers. He has visited many Clubs, and 
developed most helpful recordings. 

The 1949 Young Farmer Leadership Com-
petition, conducted in Melbourne by the Austra-
lian Broadcasting Commission for girls under 21 
years of age, was won by Miss Pauline Wallis, 
of Seymour. 

The final, comprising the winners from each 
State, was held at Sydney Royal Show, and the 
winner in the girls' section was Miss Wallis. 
Victorian Senior Section members were proud of 
the achievement of one of their members, and 
congratulations were sent to Miss Wallis by this 
Association. State finalists were the guests of 
the Australian Broadcasting Commission whilst 
in Sydney. The Leadership Competitions are 
conducted annually, and are of great educational 
value to our young farmers, and are beneficial 
in creating widespread interest in the movement. 

The Young Farmers' Pig Raising Competition 
conducted by the Royal Agricultural Society 
and the Australian Broadcasting Commission 
provided 43 entries, an increase of 26 entries 
over the first competition last year. The car-
cases were attractively displayed in the Young 
Farmers' Pavilion at the Royal Show. 
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Mr. L. A. Downey, Pig Expert of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, assisted by his staff, judged 
the carcases, and in his report gave much use-
ful advice to the competitors, and commended 
the young farmers on their enthusiasm. The 
winner was Alan Macdonald, of Stacey's Bridge, 
Yarram. 

During the Chamber of Agriculture Convention 
at Ballarat, the Senior Section conducted a camp 
for both girls and boys. Eighty members at-
tended, and a program of social, cultural, and 
agricultural projects was conducted by the Super-
visors, assisted by Mr. Ken Wilson, of Geelong. 
A feature of the camp was the visit made to a 
session of the Chamber Convention at the City 
Hall, under the leadership of Mr. Alan Turner, 
State President. The members were received 
by the President (Professor S. M. Wadham), and 
the Hon. W. S. Kent Hughes, Minister for Trans-
port. 

Prior to the visit Cr. Fred Wray, Mayor of 
Ballarat, accorded the Young Farmers a civic 
reception. Mr. George Young, Supervisor of 
the West Australian Young Farmers, and Miss 
Dulcie Wise, of Western Australia, were guests 
at the Camp. Hospitality extended by Mr. Selwyn 
Scott, President of the Ballarat P. & A. Society, 
the Secretary, Mr. L. Blackman, Rotary of Bal-
larat. and Mr. L. Lederman, was greatly appre-
ciated. 

A party of five young farmers representing the 
Victorian Young Farmers' Clubs Association 
visited the Sydney Royal Show, under Supervisor 
Mr. Keith Weppner, where they were the guests 
of the Royal Agricultural Society of N.S.W. The 
hospitality extended was appreciated, and the 
visit was of educational value to our members. 

Young Farmers' Clubs in Victoria have been 
soundly organised, and the extension of the 
movement to young men and women up to 25 
years of age has consolidated the movement. 
The advantages of the training in agricultural 
and cultural studies and in social life, has devel-
oped the interests of our young men and women, 
and has influenced them in a way of life that 
will be beneficial to our rural communities. 

The Chamber of Agriculture of Victoria. 

The 1949 Annual Convention of this Chamber, 
held at Ballarat, was well attended by delegates 
from affiliated bodies throughout the State. 

Delegates listened with interest to several 
addresses on various subjects, and expressed 
appreciation of educational films exhibited during 
the convention. 

They also took part in discussions on various 
problems of the primary producer. 

Keen appreciation was expressed of the 
arrangements made, and the warm hospitality 
extended by the President and members of the 
Ballarat Agricultural Society, and the Mayor and 
citizens of Ballarat. 

Addresses delivered at the convention, together 
with a report on the discussions and resolutions 
passed thereat, have since been published in the 
Chamber Year Book, copies of which have, in 
accordance with annual custom, been forwarded 
to affiliated organisations and to libraries and 
kindred bodies in other States and other 
countries. 

Professor S. M. Wadham was re-elected as 
President of the Chamber, and Messrs. C. C. 
Johnson and W. F. Weigall, as Vice-Presidents. 

Quarterly meetings of the Council of the 
Chamber were held in Melbourne during the year, 
and arrangements are now being made for the 
1950 Convention which is to be held at Warrnam-
bool on 18th, 19th and 20th April. 

Australian Council of Agricultural Societies. 

Your Council maintained affiliation with the 
Australian Council of Agricultural Societies, and 
appointed Messrs. John Bott and Keith McGarvie 
to represent the Society at meetings of that 
organisation which were held in Sydney at Easter 
time, and in Melbourne during the Show period. 

Resolutions passed at the Melbourne meeting 
forecast new competitions in Royal Show arenas 
throughout Australia in future years. 

Victorian Pasture Improvement League. 

Your Council decided to continue this Society's 
contribution towards the funds of the Victorian 
Pasture Improvement League, as it is convinced 
of the value of the work of that League in 
steadily bringing about the improvement of 
pastures in Victoria. 

The Australian Cattle Research Association. 

At a meeting held in Sydney during the Royal 
Easter Show, the Council of this Association 
regretfully decided that the withdrawal of finan-
cial support previously given by the Australian 
Dairy Produce Board made it necessary to dis-
band the Association. 

Your Council, which consistently contributed 
to the funds of the Association, and was repre-
sented at its meetings since its inauguration, en-
dorses the hope expressed by its President at the 
Easter meeting, that the Association would be 
credited with having made possible much valu-
able work in the investigation of Bang's Disease 
and Bovine Mastitis, the twin scourges of the 
dairying industry, and that the Commonwealth 
Government would see to it that the work was 
carried on by the Commonwealth Scientific and 
Industrial Research Organisation. 
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Wheat Crop Championship Competitions. 

After consideration of a communication from 
the Farm Competitions Association of Victoria, 
your Council decided to agree to a suggestion 
that there be four such competitions instead of 
three as in previous years. 

£200 was allocated as prize money to be equally 
divided between competitions in the Northern 
Wimmera, Southern Wimmera, Mallee, and 
Northern Districts. 

Your Council was pleased to learn that these 
competitions were well supported, and awaits 
with interest information relating to the awards 
which will be announced early in the new year. 

Fodder Conservation Campaign. 

Your Council is very appreciative of the con-
tinued co-operation of the Department of Agri-
culture with this Society in connection with its 
annual Fodder Conservation Campaign. Entries 
received in subsidised Fodder Conservation Com-
petitions this year were so satisfactory that, be-
ing assured of financial support from the Depart-
ment of Agriculture and of the services of its 
officers as Judges, your Council announced its 
intention to conduct a 1949-1950 campaign. 

Applications from agricultural societies, herd  

testing associations, and other approved organi-
sations of primary producers, willing to organise 
Fodder Conservation Competitions in their re-
spective districts, for subsidies of £15 each as 
prize money, closed at the end of the year. The 
subsidies will only be payable in cases where a 
minimum of five entries is received. 

Entries will not close with local secretaries 
until 31st January, but the indications are that 
this will be the most successful campaign yet 
conducted. 

"Leo Bartels" Memorial Prize. 

In the last report reference was made to the 
decision of your Council to commemorate the 
work of the late Mr. Leo Bartels, by the inaugu-
ration of a memorial prize to be annually 
awarded at the Royal Melbourne Show, for 
conserved fodder. 

This decision followed a suggestion made by 
the late Mr. R. R. Kerr, whose activities prior 
to his lamentable death resulted in many 
generous donations which have facilitated the 
establishment of a fund totalling £1,000, thus 
ensuring the awarding of this prize in perpetuity. 

Though the notice was short, seventeen entries 
were received for the competition at this year's 
Show, and a suggestion has been received from 
the Judges, Messrs. R. L. Twentyman and W. R. 
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Jewell, of the Department of Agriculture, that 
the memorial prize should be divided into two 
sections—from irrigated and non-irrigated land. 
This suggestion has been referred to the Produce 
Sectional Committee for consideration and report 
prior to the compilation of the 1950 Prize 
Schedule. 

Use of Show Grounds Between Shows. 

The Society's revenue has again benefited from 
a continuance of Night Trotting Racing at the 
Show Grounds. 

Your Council has expressed its appreciation of 
the services rendered by this Society's represen-
tatives on the Trotting Control Board, and has 
congratulated the Board on the fact that it will, 
during the current Racing Season, have the 
honour of conducting the Inter-Dominion Trot-
ting Championship, for which the best horses in 
Australia and New Zealand have already been 
nominated. 

Your Council has also made arrangements 
under which the Victorian Athletic League will 
conduct two meetings at the Show Grounds inf  
February in connection with the World Sprint 
Championship, to compete in which widely known 
athletes have come from England and the United 
States of America. 

Olympics. 

In accordance with an invitation from the Sub-
committee appointed by the 1956 Olympic Games' 
Committee, the President and other representa-
tives of the Society attended a conference at 
which the proposal that the Show Grounds be 
selected as the site for the main stadia was dis-
cussed. 

The Sub-committee has also had similar con-
ferences with representatives of other organi-
sations favouring different sites. It is under-
stood that the Sub-committee has already sub-
mitted its report and the decision of the Olympic 
Committee is expected to be announced early in 
1950. 

Acknowledgements. 

Your Council is indeed pleased to report that 
His Excellency the Governor, Sir Dallas Brooks, 
has accepted an invitation to become Patron of 
this Society. 

This opportunity is taken to again place on 
record your Council's appreciation of the co-
operation of Government Departments, public 
bodies, Stud Stock Societies, the Press and Broad-
casting Stations (both metropolitan and country), 
also the valuable services given in an honorary 
capacity by Judges, Stewards and Stewardesses, 
and the many other supporters of the Society 
who contributed to the success of the Show. 

The Council. 

Many changes have taken place in the Council 
during the past year, and whilst recording its 
keen regret at the losses the Society has sus-
tained, your Council expresses pleasure at the 
calibre of the men who were found available to 
fill the vacancies as they occurred. 

There were eighteen nominations for the eleven 
vacancies in the Council, which annually occur 
through effluxion of time. A postal ballot was 
conducted, as a result of which it was announced 
at the Annual Meeting of Members in February 
that the eleven retiring Members of Council had 
been elected for a further period of three years. 

At this meeting His Honour Judge Mitchell was 
appointed a Trustee of the Society in succession 
to the late Sir Charles Merrett. 

This appointment created a vacancy in the 
Council which was filled by the election of Mr. 
P. Bruce Ronald. 

At its meeting in June, Mr. J. F. Bedwell sub-
mitted his resignation owing to his advancing 
years and the state of his health. The resigna-
tion was accepted with keen regret, and at the 
July meeting Mr. Bedwell was formally fare-
welled, and appreciation expressed of his long 
and valued services to the Society. 

The Hon. Trevor Harvey, M.L.C., was then 
elected to fill the vacancy. 

At that meeting a letter was received from 
Captain A. E. T. Payne, in which he stated that 
owing to ill-health he had, with deep regret, 
decided to tender his resignation as a Trustee 
of the Society. 

Though very loth so to do, Council accepted the 
resignation with great regret, and recorded its 
keen appreciation of Captain Payne's sterling 
service to the Society since he was first elected 
as a Member of the Council in 1908. 

Announcement at the August meeting of the 
death of Mr. R. R. Kerr was received with great 
regret, and when recording appreciation of the 
services rendered by Mr. Kerr, it was not over-
looked that these covered many years prior to his 
relatively recent election as a Member of the 
Council. 

At this meeting Mr. A. G. Hunter was unani-
mously appointed a Trustee of the Society in suc-
cession to Captain A. E. T. Payne. 

The two vacancies in the Council were filled at 
the September meeting by the election of Messrs 
E. A. Doyle and T. Luxton, Jnr. 

At its meeting in January, hearty congratu-
lations were extended to Mr. R. N. Scott, who 
had been honoured by His Majesty the King with 
an O.B.E. 
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Special leave of absence having been granted 
in March and May respectively, your Council was 
pleased to welcome Mr. M. A. Nicholas and Sir 
Clive McPherson on their return from abroad 
late in the year. 

When it was reported to Council at its meeting 
in May that Mr. F. E. Clarke, who had resigned 
from the Council last year, had died on 21st 
April, members deplored the passing of one who 
had performed wonderful work for the Society. 

Finance. 

Tl-e audited financial statements published with 
this Report are as usual set out in such detail 
as to be readily followed by members. 

At a Special General Meeting of Members in 
December it was unanimously resolved to adopt 
a revision of the Constitution and Rules of the 
Society, as drawn up and recommended by the 
Council. 

Members noted that to cover the increased 
cost of administration provision was made to  

increase the fees for membership, and to permit 
of the enrolment of Associate Members. Also, 
the Council would in future have the power to 
appoint a person who has been a Councillor for 
at least twenty years to be an Honorary Coun-
cillor. 

Thus, in addition to ensuring that the Society 
would have the lasting advice of senior members 
of the Council, the way would be left open for 
younger persons to be elected to the Council. 

Viewed in the light of the proposed develop-
ment at the Show Grounds, and the growing 
activities, this will undoubtedly be in the best 
interests of the Society.

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The Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria 

I,E S 

1. The name of the Society is "The Royal 
Agricultural Society of Victoria." 

2. The objects of the Society shall be to pro-
mote the development of all phases of the Agricul-
tural. Pastoral, Horticultural, Viticultural, Stock 
Raising, Manufacturing and Industrial Resources 
of the State of Victoria, and in connection there-
with: 

(a) To hold, promote, assist or subsidise ex-
hibitions, displays or shows of any nature 
or kind at any time or place, and to offer 
any kind of awards or prizes thereat if 
deemed desirable so to do. 

(b) To hold meetings for the purpose of foster-
ing or popularising rural life and dissemin-
ating knowledge of methods of agriculture, 
and for the purpose of discussing and deter-
mining methods whereby the interests of 
persons engaged in any class of primary 
industry may be best protected or enhanced. 
To collect, distribute, publicise and adver-
tise any information or details connected 
with or akin to the Society's objects. 
To encourage, promote, establish, form or 
appoint clubs, bodies, councils or commit-
tees for the control or betterment of show-
ing conditions or the exhibition of any class 
of live stock and also for the promotion of 
any particular breed or breeds of live stock 
or any section or part of the primary indus-
try, and further to appoint representatives 
to any body on which it is deemed desirable 
to have representatives. 

(e) To establish, form or appoint bodies, coun-
cils or committees for the protection of 
primary industry or any particular class 
thereof, and to take action either separately 
or through such councils, committees or 
bodies to protect or promote the interests 
of any part or parts of the primary industry 
or any person or class of persons connected 
therewith. 

(f)• To promote or assist in any way whatsoever 
in the improvement or development of any 
kind of machinery or process, whether con-
nected with the primary or secondary in-
dustries of the State. 

(g) To promote or assist the discovery, investi-
gation or development of equipment for 
agricultural purposes, construction of farm 
buildings, improved methods of agriculture 
and produce thereof, methods for the de-
struction of pests, methods for the eradica-
tion or utilization of weeds, methods for 
the improvement of stock or animals of any 
kind or the suitability thereof for any par-
ticular purpose, and methods for the pre-
vention or curing of diseases in animals or 
plants. 

(h) To assist in the promotion of soil and water 
conservation, and to take such action as 
may be deemed desirable in connection 
therewith. 

(i) To prepare and publish Flock Books. Herd 
Books, Stud Books, Journals, Magazines, 
Pamphlets, Essays or Papers containing in-
formation on any matters connected with 
any of the objects of the Society, and to 
establish a library or reading room. 

(j) To purchase any live stock for breeding 
purposes and allowing farmers or any per-
son engaged in pastoral pursuits the use 
thereof. 

(k) To assist or subsidise competitions, exhibi-
tions or shows in any way relating to the 
primary production or secondary industry 
of the State. 

(1) To borrow or raise or secure the payment 
of money in any manner whatsoever, in-
cluding by mortgage or overdraft or charge 
or by the issue of bills of exchange or 
promissory notes or by borrowing money on 
"short call." 

(m) Generally to purchase, take or lease or 
licence (including building lease) or in ex-
change, hire or otherwise acquire any real 
or personal property and any rights or 
privileges which may be necessary or con-
venient for the purposes of the Society, and 
in particular any land, buildings, farms, 
easements, chattels, machinery, plant or 
stock. 

(n) To construct, repair, maintain, alter or 
demolish any buildings or works for the 
purposes of the Society. 

(o) To invest and deal with the moneys of the 
Society not immediately required in such 
manner as may from time to time be deter-
mined. 

(p) To lend money to such persons or bodies 
and on such terms as may seem expedient 
for the benefit of the Society, and in par-
ticular to such bodies or organisatiorns 
having objects or purposes similar to those 
of the Society. 

(q) To sell, improve, develop, exchange, lease, 
mortgage, encumber, dispose of, turn to 
account or otherwise deal with all or any 
part of the property of the Society. 

(r) TO do all such other things as are inciden-
tal or conducive to the attainment of the 
above objects or any of them. 

INTERPRETATION. 
3. In these presents, unless there be something 

in the subject matter inconsistent therewith: 
"Society" means the Royal Agricultural Society 

of Victoria. 
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"Year" means calendar year. 
"The Council" means the whole or any number 

of the Council of the Society for the time 
being assembled at a meeting of the Coun-
cil in accordance with the rules of the 
Society not being less than a quorum. 

"Member" or "Members" means a member or 
members for the time being of the Society 
and where used without qualification shall 
be deemed to include Honorary Members, 
Life Governors, Life Members, Ordinary 
Members and Associate Members. 

"Month" means calendar month. 
"In writing" and "Written" means and includes 

printing, lithography and other modes of 
representing or reproducing words in visi-
ble form. 

"Auditors" means the auditors for the time be-
ing of the Society. 

"Secretary" includes acting Secretary. 
Words importing the singular number include 

the plural number, and words importing the 
plural number include the singular. Words 
importing the masculine gender include the 
feminine gender. 

THE SOCIETY. 
4. The prol:erty, assets and income of the 

Society whencesoever derived shall be applied 
towards the promotion of the objects of the 
Society, and no portion thereof shall be paid or 
transferred directly or indirectly by way of divi-
dend, bonus or otherwise, howsoever by way of 
profit to members of the Society. Provided that 
nothing herein contained shall prevent the pay-
ment in good faith of remuneration to any officers 
or servants of the Society or to any member of 
the Society or other person in return for any ser-
vices actually rendered to the Society nor pre-
vent the payment of interest on money borrowed 
from any member of the Society. 

5. The Society shall consist of Honorary Mem-
bers, Life Governors, Life Members, Ordinary 
Members and Associate Members. 

MEMBERSHIP. 

6. Every applicant for membership of the 
Society shall, when making such application, state 
whether he desires to become a Life Governor, 
Life Member, Ordinary Member or Associate 
Member, and shall at such time pay the appro-
priate member's subscription and (except in the 
case of associate members), the name of such 
applicant shall be submitted to the Council for 
election or otherwise. The Council may refuse 
any application for membership without assigning 
any reason therefor. 

7. (a) The subscription for a Life Governor 
shall be One Hundred Pounds. 

(b) The subscription for a Life Member shall 
be Fifty Pounds. 

(c) The subscription for each financial year 
for ordinary and associate members shall 
as from the first day of January, 1950. be: 

For Ordinary Members the sum of 
Three Guineas. 

For Associate Members the sum of One 
Pound ten shillings. 

(d) Annual subscriptions shall be due and 
payable on the first day of January in 
each year. 

(e) The Council may at any time and from 
time to time vary the amount of any 
of the subscriptions for any class of 
member. 

(f) The Council may at any time appoint any 
person to be an Honorary Member of the 
Society in recognition of services ren-
dered in promoting the objects for which 
the Society was established. 

8. (a) Only an individual person shall be eligible 
to be a Life Governor or a Life Member. 

(b) Any person, firm, corporation, society or 
company shall be eligible to become an 
ordinary member or associate member. 

9. In case any firm, corporation, society, com-
pany or other body (hereinafter called a "body") 
desires to become an ordinary member, such body 
may nominate in writing a person who shall be 
entitled to act as a proxy for the body at all 
meetings of and in all dealings with the Society. 
The body may change such nominee from time to 
time but the Society shall be deemed to have ful-
filled all requirements if it addresses notices, 
ballot papers or communications to the nominee 
for the time being, care of the body at its address 
in the members' roll. Unless the instrument 
appointing such nominee is deposited at the office 
of the Society not less than one month before 
the date of the meeting, which the nominee at-
tends, or one month prior to the closing of any 
ballot the body concerned shall not be entitled to 
vote. The instrument shall remain in force until 
the same is changed by the body unless such 
instrument specifically limits the time of opera-
tion thereof. A vote or act done in accordance 
with or in pursuance of such instrument of nomi-
nation, shall be valid notwithstanding the previous 
revocation of the nomination provided that no 
written intimation of the revocation has been re-
ceived at the office of the Society. Notwithstand-
ing anything hereinbefore contained the decision 
of the President of the Society or of any other 
Person or persons appointed by the Council for 
that purpose as to the validity of any instrument 
appointing a nominee or proxy, and the right of 
the nominee or proxy to vote thereunder shall be 
final and conclusive. 

PRIVILEGES OF MEMBERSHIP. 

10. The privileges of an Honorary Member of 
the Society shall be the right to free admission 
to the Society's Grounds and grand stands dur-
ing shows or exhibitions conducted by the Society 
and also such other rights as may be determined 
by the Council from time to time, and such rights 
may vary in regard to different persons. 

11. The privileges of a Life Governor, Life 
Member and Ordinary Member, shall be:— 

(i) Free admission to the Society's grounds 
and grand stands during Shows or exhibi-
tions conducted by the Society, and such 
ladies' tickets as the Council may from time 
to time decide upon provided always that a 
person who became a Life Governor or Life 
Member prior to 2nd February, 1939, shall 
be entitled to two ladies' tickets. 
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The right to purchase up to two additional 
ladies' tickets at the price fixed from time 
to time by the Council. 
The benefits of any reciprocal arrangement 
which the Society has with any kindred 
Society. 
Such reduced entry fees at shows or exhibi-
tions conducted by the Society as the 
Council may from time to time determine 
upon. 

(v) The right to vote at general meetings of 
the Society subject to any rules herein con-
tained, which deal with the right to vote at 
meetings of the Society. 

(vi) The right to a copy of the Society's Journal 
free of charge. 

12. The privileges of an Associate Member 
shall be:— 

(i) Free admission to the Society's grounds and 
grand stands during shows or other exhibi-
tions conducted by the Society. 
Such reduced entry fees at Shows or exhibi-
tions conducted by the Society as the 
Council may from time to time determine. 
The right to purchase up to two ladies' 
tickets at the price fixed from time to time 
by the Council. 
If a firm, corporation, society, company or 
other body, then it shall have the right to 
pay more than one associate member's sub-
scription in which event it shall be entitled 
to as many associate members' tickets as 
subscriptions paid. 

13. The Council may at any time, and from time 
to time add to or vary any of the privileges of 
membership herein set out. 

14. A member shall not be entitled to any of 
the privileges of membership whilst his subscrip-
tion remains unpaid, provided always that the 
right granted to Ordinary members by Rule 33 
is not hereby prejudiced. 

MEETINGS OF MEMBERS. 

15. The Annual General Meeting of the Society 
shall normally be held on the last Thursday of 
February in each year. Every other general 
meeting shall be called a "Special General Meet-
ing." 

16. The business of an annual general meeting 
shall be to receive and consider the annual report 
of the Council on the past year's operations and 
the Balance Sheet, to receive the declaration of the 
result of the election of Councillors, and to appoint 
two auditors. No other business shall be trans-
acted at any annual meeting unless notice in 
writing shall have been given before the hour of 
two o'clock in the afternoon of the Monday 
before the second Tuesday in January, immedi-
ately preceding such meeting or before such 
other time as may be determined by the Council. 

17. The Secretary shall convene a special 
general meeting upon receipt of a request made 
to him by the President or by two Vice-Presidents 
or by the Council or upon receipt of a request 
made to him in writing, and signed by fifty mem-
bers other than Honorary or Associate members. 

18. Every such request shall express the pur-
pose for which it is required that such meeting be 
convened. 

19. No business shall be considered at any 
special general meeting of the Society except the 
particular business notified in the notice paper 
convening the meeting. 

20. Notice of every general meeting of the 
Society setting forth the purpose for which it is 
convened, and the time and place at which it is 
to be held shall be forwarded to every Life 
Governor, Life Member and every Ordinary Mem-
ber of the Society at his address in the Members' 
Roll. In the case of a firm, corporation, society, 
company or other body being an ordinary member 
the provisions of Rule 9 in regard to notices shall 
be observed. 

21. The accidental omission to give any such 
notice mentioned in the last preceding rule shall 
not invalidate any resolutions passed at such 
meeting. 

22. Twenty persons qualified to vote at a ballot 
present personally shall form a quorum for any 
general meeting of the Society, and no business 
shall be transacted unless a quorum be present. 

23. If within fifteen minutes from the time 
appointed for a general meeting a quorum is not 
present the meeting if convened upon such re-
quisition as referred to in Rule 17 shall be dis-
solved, but in any other case it shall stand 
adjourned to the same day in the next we _k at 
the same time and place, or to such other day, 
time and place as the President or council may 
by notice published in at least one Melbourne 
daily paper appoint. 

24. The President of the Society shall take the 
Chair at every general meeting but if there be no 
President or if at any general meeting he shall 
not be present within ten minutes after the time 
appointed for holding such meeting the Senior 
Vice-President then present shall take the chair, 
and if there be no Vice-President present, the 
members present shall choose another member of 
the Council to take the chair. 

25. The Chairman shall have control of any 
general meeting, and his declaration of the result 
of any show of hands or ballot shall be con-
clusive. 

26. (a) No member other than the Chairman 
shall speak for a longer period than ten 
minutes except with the consent of the 
meeting. 

(b) The meeting may at any time resolve 
that a speaker be no further heard. 

(c) The meeting may resolve at any time 
that the "Question be now put." If such 
resolution be carried the debate shall 
thereupon be closed except that the 
mover of the resolution before the meet-
ing shall have a right of reply. 

27. At every general meeting of the Society a 
ballot may be demanded by the Chairman or by 
at least 20 persons qualified to vote at a ballot 
and present. 
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28. The Chairman of a general meeting may 
with the consent of the meeting adjourn the 
same from time to time and from place to place, 
but no business shall be transacted at any ad-
journed meeting other than the business left un-
finished at the meeting from which the adjourn-
ment took place. 

29. At all general meetings when questions of 
order, procedure or interpretation of the Rules 
or By-laws of the Society shall arise, the ruling 
of the Chairman shall be accepted as final. 

30. If a ballot be demanded as aforesaid it shall 
be taken in such manner and at such time and 
place as the Chairman of the meeting may direct. 
The demand of a ballot may be withdrawn. 

31. The demand of a ballot shall not prevent 
the continuance of a meeting for the transaction 
of any business of that meeting other than the 
question on which the ballot was demanded. 

VOTES BY MEMBERS. 
32. On the determination of any question 

whether by ballot or show of hands or otherwise 
life governors, life members, and financial ordin-
ary members present at a meeting shall have one 
vote each. Associate members shall not be en-
titled to be present or vote at any meetings of the 
Society. 

33. Every ordinary member, who was a financial 
member for the year preceding the annual meet-
ing, shall be entitled to one vote at such annual 
general meeting. 

34. No person, firm, company, corporation or 
other body may, by becoming a member after the 
31st December in any year and before the next 
annual meeting exercise any of the rights of mem-
bership at such next annual meeting. 

35. Except in the case of a firm, corporation, 
society, company or other similar body, votes 
must be cast personally. In the case of a firm, 
corporation, society, company or other body, 
votes shall be cast by proxy as hereinbefore set 
out. 

36. In all cases of equality of votes the Chair-
man shall have a second or casting vote. 

TRUSTEES. 
37. All the real and personal property of the 

Society now or hereafter acquired shall be, and 
is hereby vested in the Trustees for the time being 
on behalf of the Society. 

38. There shall be four Trustees, one of whom 
shall be appointed by the Governor of the State 
of Victoria, and the other three shall be appointed 
by the Council. 

39. The Trustees holding office at the date of 
adoption of these rules shall continue to hold 
office as Trustees until their office has been 
vacated under the provisions of these Rules. 

40. The office of trustee shall ipso facto be 
vacated: 

(a) if he becomes bankrupt; 
(b) if he be declared lunatic; 
(c) if in the opinion of the Council he becomes 

from any cause incapable of attending to 
his duties or unfit to hold office;  

(d) if he resigns his office; 
(e) if his membership subscription remains 

unpaid for more than twelve months; 
(f) if he dies. 

41. The Trustees shall deal with the property 
of the Society as directed by resolution of the 
Council (of which an entry in the Minute Book 
shall be conclusive evidence) and they shall be 
indemnified against any liability, loss, expense or 
risk out of the funds and property of the Society. 

COUNCILLORS. 

42. The members of the Council as constituted 
as at the date of the adoption of these rules shall 
continue in office as Councillors until their respec-
tive offices be vacated in accordance with the 
rules. 

43. Councillors shall hold office for three years, 
one-third retiring annually in rotation, but those 
retiring shall be eligible for re-election. 

44. Notwithstanding anything herein contained. 
a Councillor shall ipso facto cease to hold office 
as such if he: 

(a) becomes bankrupt; 
(b) be declared lunatic; 

(c) in the opinion of the Council becomes from 
any cause incapable or unfit to hold office; 

(d) resigns his office; 
(e) absents himself from three or more con-

secutive meetings of the Council without 
leave of absence from the Council; 

(1) allows his membership subscription to re-
main unpaid for more than twelve months; 

(g) dies. 

45. Should any vacancy occur in the office of 
Councillor between annual meetings through 
death, resignation or otherwise, such vacancy shall 
be filled by the Council and the substituted Coun-
cillor so elected shall hold office for the unexpired 
period of his predecessor's term of office. 

46. At each annual meeting of the Society the 
eleven councillors, who have been longest in office 
shall retire. 

For the purpose of this rule the length of time 
a Councillor has been in office shall be computed 
from the date of his last election or appointment, 
except as provided in the last preceding clause. 

47. At the monthly meeting of the Council held 
in January or at some other convenient time the 
Council shall prepare a list of persons nominated 
by them to fill the vacancies in the Council occur-
ring at the next annual meeting. Every candi-
date for the office of Councillor (other than those 
nominated by the Council as aforesaid) shall be 
nominated in writing by two members other than 
Honorary or Associate Members, and the full 
name of every such candidate, together with the 
names of his two nominators, and his own written 
consent to stand as a candidate, shall be lodged 
with the Secretary before two o'clock in the after-
noon of the Monday immediately preceding the 
second Tuesday in January prior to the Annual 
General Meeting. Every candidate must be either 
a Life Governor or a Life Member or a financial 
Ordinary member at the time of nomination. 
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48. Unless otherwise determined by a three-
fourths majority at a meeting of the Council. an  
election shall, when the nominations exceed the 
vacancies be by ballot, and the following pro-
visions shall have effect: 

At least 14 days prior to the annual general 
meeting the Secretary or his deputy shall send 
to all Life Governors, Life and ordinary members 
at their address in the members' roll of the 
Society a ballot paper containing in alphabetical 
order the names of the candidates. With such 
ballot parer shall be enclosed an envelope ad-
dressed to "The Returning Officer," care of the 
Secretary, and a smaller envelope marked "Ballot 
Paper." The accidental or inadvertant omission to 
forward such ballot paper and envelopes to any or 
some of the aforesaid persons shall not invalidate 
the ballot. Where a firm, corporation, society, 
company or other body is an ordinary member the 
provisions of Rule 9 shall be observed in regard 
to the posting of ballot papers. 

49. Votes shall be recorded by striking out on 
the ballot paper the names of candidates for 
whom it is not wished to vote. Every member 
voting shall vote for as many candidates as there 
are vacancies to be filled and no more or less. 

50. Ballot papers shall be placed in the smaller 
envelopes sent out by the Secretary and marked 
"Ballot Paper," and such envelopes, when sealed. 
shall be placed in the larger envelope addressed 
to "The Returning Officer." The member voting 
shall sign his name in the space provided on the 
larger envelope when a vote is cast by the 
nominee of a firm, corporation, society, company 
or other body, the nominee shall sign his own 
name in addition to the member's name. 

.51. A Ballot Box shall be placed at the Society's 
offices at least fourteen days before the annual 
general meeting, and members or nominees en-
titled to vote may deposit therein the envelopes 
addressed to the returning officer and containing 
their ballot papers at any time prior to the close 
of the poll. The envelopes addressed to the Re-
turning officer and containing the ballot paper 
may be sent by post or other means, but they must 
arrive at the office of the Society prior to the 
close of the poll. All votes so sent to the Return-
ing Officer shall be placed in the ballot box as soon 
as received. 

52. The poll shall close at five o'clock on the 
Tuesday before the day on which the annual gen-
eral meeting is to be held or some other conveni-
ent date fixed by the Council. 

53. The President, or should he fail so to do, 
then the Council, shall appoint a returning officer 
for the purpose of conducting the ballot, taking 
charge of the voting papers and counting the votes 
cast. The returning officer shall, on the com-
pletion of the counting of the votes, communicate 
to the President or his deputy, the result of the 
poll. The Chairman of the Annual Meeting shall 
declare the result of the ballot at such meeting, 
and the declaration by the Chairman of the result 
of the ballot shall be final and conclusive. 

54. Each candidate for election may at his own 
expense appoint another person to be present at 
the examination of the voting and the counting of 
the votes. 

55. In the case of two or more candidates receiv-
ing an equal number of votes the President or his 
deputy shall have a second or casting vote. 

56. The validity of any vote or votes shall be 
determined by the returning officer whose decision 
in this regard shall be final and conclusive. 

57. Except as herein provided each Councillor 
shall hold office until the dissolution of the annual 
general meeting at which his successor is ap-
pointed. 

HONORARY COUNCILLORS. 

58. After a person has been a Councillor of 
the Society for a period of twenty years the 
Council shall have the power to appoint him an 
Honorary Councillor of the Society, and upon the 
Council so doing, such person shall thereupon 
cease to be an elected Councillor, and his office as 
such shall become vacant. 

59. All Honorary Councillors of the Society 
shall be permanent members of the Council, and 
subject only to termination of their office as pro-
vided by the next succeeding rule, and they shall 
be entitled to all the privileges of a Councillor. 

60. An Honorary Councillor shall ipso facto 
cease to hold office if he: 

(a) becomes bankrupt; 
(b) be declared lunatic; 
(c) in the opinion of the Council becomes from 

any cause incapable or unfit to hold office; 
(d) resigns his office; 
(e) allows his membership subscription to re-

main unpaid for more than twelve months; 
(f) dies. 

COUNCIL. 

61. The business and affairs of the Society shall 
be under the management and control of a council. 
The Council may exercise all the powers of the 
Society and ao all such acts and things as may be 
exercised or done by the Society or which, it 
considers is necessary or expedient to carry out 
the objects of the Society. 

62. The Council shall have the entire manage-
ment of the income and funds of the Society and 
all other affairs thereof, and the members of the 
Society shall for these purposes be deemed to have 
constituted the Council their duly authorised 
agents. 

63. The Council shall have power from time to 
time to make, amend, enlarge or revoke such by-
laws as they deem necessary for effectively carry-
ing out the objects of the Society or any of them. 

64. The Council shall consist of : 
(a) Thirty-three members, who shall be elected 

to tne Council from life governors, the 
life members and ordinary members of the 
Society in the manner herein provided, and 
who are in these rules referred to as 
"Councillors." 

(b) The four trustees hereinbefore mentioned. 
(c) The Honorary Councillors appointed to such 

positions in the manner herein provided. 
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PROCEEDINGS OF COUNCIL. 
65. The Council shall hold periodical meetings 

for the despatch of business and may adjourn and 
otherwise regulate it's meetings as it thinks fit. 

66. The quorum for all meetings of the Council 
shall be ten. If within half-an-hour after the 
time for which any meeting of the Council is 
called a quorum is not present, then the members 
present or the majority of them or the Secretary 
if no member be present, may adjourn such meet-
ing to a time not longer than 14 days. 

67. The Council shall at their first meeting after 
the annual meeting in each year or as occasion 
may require, elect out of their own number (which 
includes Trustees and Honorary Councillors if 
any), a President and three Vice-Presidents. 

68. In the absence of the President the Chair 
shall be taken by the Senior Vice-President then 
present, and should none of these officers be pres-
ent, then by such member as the Council shall 
choose as their Chairman. The Senior Vice-
President shall be deemed to mean the Vice-
president, who has been a member of the Council 
for the greatest number of years in the aggre-
gate. 

69. The President or any four members of the 
Council may request that a meeting of the Coun-
cil be called to consider any particular matter or 
matters and the Secretary, upon receipt of such 
request shall convene a meeting of the Council. 

70. Questions arising at any meeting of the 
Council shall be decided by a majority of votes of 
those present at such meeting. In case of an 
equality of votes the Chairman shall have a second 
or casting vote. 

COMMITTEES. 

71. The Council may delegate any of its powers 
to a committee or committees consisting of such 
members of the Council as it thinks fit, and may, 
from time to time, alter or revoke any such dele-
gation or alter, add to or vary the members of 
any such committee. Any committee so formed 
shall, in the exercise of the powers delegated, 
conform to any regulations that may from time to 
time be imposed upon it by the Council, and shall 
report to the Council as soon as possible any 
action it has taken or decision it has made in the 
exercise of such powers. All acts done at any 
meeting of any such committee shall be valid 
notwithstanding any defect in the appointment or 
qualification of any member or any defect in the 
procedure adopted at any such meeting. Any 
casual vacancy occurring in any committee may 
be filled by the Council. 

72. Without limiting the generality of the power 
contained in the last preceding rule the Council 
may appoint a Special Committee, which shall 
have power inter alia to investigate and deter-
mine any question or matter relating to the con-
duct of a member or members and in particular to 
exercise the power of expulsion of members or to 
impose any other penalty on any person. 

73. The Special Committee may expel from the 
Society or otherwise punish or penalise any 
member whose conduct, in the opinion of such 
committee, is discreditable or injurious to the 
character or interests of the Society or renders 
him unfit to associate with members of the Society  

or who fails to comply with any direction or re-
quest of the Council within a reasonable time or 
who fails to comply with any rules governing any 
show or exhibition conducted by the Society or 
disregards or fails to observe any direction or 
decision of any official or judge appointed by the 
Society. 

74. Before any member is expelled or otherwise 
punished or penalised his conduct shall be in-
quired into by the Special Committee, and he 
shall be given an opportunity to defend himself 
and to justify or explain his conduct. If a majority 
of the Special Committee present when the matter 
is enquired into are of the opinion that the mem-
ber has been guilty of such conduct or action as 
aforesaid then such Committee may expel or sus-
pend him from membership or disqualify, fine or 
otherwise punish or penalise him. In the event 
of the member being expelled from membership, 
or in the event of any member not obeying or 
complying with any other penalty imposed by the 
said Committee, then his name shall be removed 
from the roll of members and he shall thereupon 
cease to be a member. 

75. The Special Committee shall have power to 
enquire into and determine all questions relating 
to protests or disputes arising at or in connection 
with any show or other exhibition conducted by 
the Society, and to determine the eligibility of any 
particular person or exhibit for any particular 
event, class or competition. 

76. The Special Committee shall have power to 
enquire into all matters concerning the conduct of 
any exhibitor or competitor at any show or exhibi-
tion, and after enquiring into such conduct to 
impose such penalty, suspension or disqualifica-
tion as to it seems just. 

77. Any person being expelled from member-
ship or disqualified from exhibiting or competing 
by any kindred Society shall, if such expulsion or 
disqualification is confirmed by the Council, not 
be allowed to become or remain a member of 
this Society or to exhibit or compete at any of the 
Society's shows or exhibitions until such expulsion 
has been rescinded or such disqualification re-
moved. 

78. Any person affected by any decision of the 
Special Committee may appeal therefrom to the 
Council of the Society. Any such person desiring 
to appeal shall within fourteen days after the 
decision of the Special Committee lodge with the 
Secretary of the Society notice of his intention to 
appeal together with a deposit of £5. 

79. On hearing such appeal the Council ma;' 
vary, alter, increase, reverse or otherwise amend 
the decision come to by the Special Committee, 
and the decision of the Council upon the matter 
shall be final and conclusive. The Council may 
give such direction as to the disposal of the 
deposit of £5 as it deems fit. 

80. Without limiting the generality of the pro-
visions of Rule 71 the Council may appoint a 
Finance Committee which shall have the immedi-
ate care of the Society's funds, and shall have the 
power (in addition to any other duties or powers 
delegated to it by the Council) to pass accounts 
for payment and to deal with urgent or special 
matters requiring attention between meetings of 
the Council. The Finance Committee shall make

a report to each meeting of the Council of the 
action taken by it between Council meetings. 

81. Unless otherwise herein provided the Coun-
cil shall be the sole authority for the interpreta-
tion of these rules and any By-laws or Regulations 
made thereunder, and the decision of the Council 
upon any question of interpretation or upon any 
matter affecting the Society or the administration 
of its affairs or of the procedure to be adopted 
in reference to any particular matter shall be final 
and binding on all members. 

FINANCE AND AUDIT. 
82. The financial year of the Society shall com-

mence on the first day of January in each year 
and end on the thirty-first day of December fol-
lowing. 

83. At least once in every year the accounts of 
the Society shall be examined and the correctness 
of the accounts and balance sheet ascertained and 
certified by two auditors. 

84. The Society at the annual general meeting 
in each year shall appoint two auditors to hold 
office until the annual general meeting in the 
following year. The Council may fill any casual 
vacancy in the office of auditor, but while any such 
vacancy continues the surviving or continuing 
auditor may act. Every auditor appointed shall 
hold a licence as auditor issued in accordance 
with the Victorian Companies Act. 

85. The remuneration of the auditors shall be 
fixed by the Council. 

86. No person, other than a retiring auditor, 
shall be appointed at a general meeting unless a 
nomination signed by two life and/or ordinary 
members, together with a notice in writing, signed 
by the person so nominated, expressing his wil-
lingness to act as auditor, shall have been left 
with the Secretary of the Society at least 14 days 
before the holding of the meeting. 

87. Every Auditor of the Society shall have a 
right of access at all times to the books, accounts 
and vouchers of the Society, and shall be entitled 
to require from the Council officers and servants 
of the Society such information and explanations 
as may be necessary for the performance of the 
duties of auditor. 

MEMBERS' ROLL AND NOTICES. 
88. There shall be kept in the office of the 

Society a roll containing the names and address 
of all Honorary Members, Life Governors, Life 
and Ordinary Members, and Associate Members. 

89. A notice may be served by the Society upon 
any member either personally or by sending it 
through the post, addressed to such member at 
his address entered in the members' roil. Notices 
to firms, corporations, societies, companies or 
other bodies, who are members. may be served 
in accordance with Rule 9. 

90. Any notice sent by post shall be deemed to 
have been served on the day following that on 
which it was posted. 

91. Where a given number of days' notice or 
notice extending over any other period is required 
to be given, the day of service shall, unless other-
wise provided, be counted in such number of days 
or other period. 

INDEMNITY. 
92. Every member of the Council, Trustee, 

Secretary, Manager or other officer of the Society, 
shall be indemnified out of the funds and assets 
of the Society against any risk, expense or lia-
bility incurred by him as a member of the Council 
Trustee, or as an officer of the Society. 

93. Every person becoming a member of the 
Society shall thereby indemnify and shall, with 
every other member be bound to indemnify the 
Council and the individual members thereof and 
the Trustees against any action in respect of any-
thing done or purported to have been done in the 
exercise or purported exercise of their powers or 
duties hereunder. 

MISCELLANEOUS. 
94. Every person becoming a member of the 

Society and the nominee of every firm, society, 
company or other body, which is a member of 
the Society shall, when required so to do by the 
Council or Secretary, give evidence by statutory 
declaration or otherwise of any facts within his 
knowledge or inforniation relating to any particu-
lar subject matter before the Council or the 
Special Committee or any other Committee. 

95. These Rules shall not be altered except by 
a majority of members present at a General 
Meeting. 

96. Wherever in these Rules the time, day or 
date is fixed for the doing of any act matter or 
thing or a time or day is fixed within any act is to 
be done, then the Council may, without assigning 
any reason therefor, enlarge, abridge or alter such 
time, day or date. 

97. Where no time or date is fixed in these rules 
for the doing of any particular act, matter or 
thing, the Council may fix such time or date as 
to it is considered convenient. 
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
