Delighted over the outstandlng success of its pilot
program last year of ‘‘Learning About Livestock’’, the
Royal Agricultural Society of Victorla has moved
swiftly in arranging an even bigger educational pro-

ram to operate throughout this year's Royal
elbourne Show.

Other demonstrations of sheep and wool produc-
tion and shearing will also be held throughout each
day, while demonstrations of spinning and weaving
will be given on certain days.
