In .trz ‘ctwist, the horse’s
own Violet Murrell, one of
Vi oria’s foremost horse-
v »men, also died while trying
to rescue her beloved and
prized performer.

The event is considered the
most prestigious and coveted
title of its kind in Australia, if
not the world.

Violet Murrell’s legacy to
equestriennes is the high stan-
dard of dress and presentation
to which she adhered.

In a modern world, the
Garryowen is unashamedly a
traditional event.

It’s open to women only,
who must be more than 18
and their horses must be at
least 14 hands high.

Once you turn your hands
vertically and place them on
top of one another 14 times,
you realise how big it is.

A big horse is usually a
strong horse, which means a
rider must not appear to be
straining or struggling to keep
her horse in check when
pacing or -alloping around
the arena, all riders are
heavily sciit sed by the
riding j Ilge.

Hors . nd rider must look

good and work well together,
exuding a strong and confi-
dent manner, sense of inti-
macy and understanding.

Composure and decorum
are vital for a good score, and
with competition winners
being decided by a fraction of
a point, attention to detail is
crucial.

Six different judges are in
the Garryowen, all of them
meticulous and precise, prob-
ably one of the few occasions
where pedantry is a virtue.

Points can be deducted for
improper placement of a
rider’s spur strap, it can be
marginally too high or too low
to the heel; jackets worn by
riders must be hand-made
with stitching scrutinised for
neat and even spacing;
breeches and black-top boots
must be in pristine condition.

A love and passion for
horses and riding is not
enough to enter the Garry-
owen; you need a substantial
amount of money as well.

In some cases, tens of
thousands of dollars can be
spent on the best costumes,
saddles and preparation of
horses, although competitors
are reluctant to focus on cost.

Indeed, they quickly point
out that money alone will not
secure the Garryowen.

Three-time winner Carol-
ine Wagner knows that suc-
cess in this competition is
dependent on several intri-
cacies and nuances. She says
that, among other things,
there is no point having an
