GETTING THERE

Trains to the Showgrounds take 13
minutes from Flinders St Station and
leave every 10 minutes from 8.30am,
stopping at Southern Cross and North
Melbourne. They return frequently, day
and night. Last train from the
Showgrounds is 11pm, except for Sunday,
September 30 (gpm).

Tram No.57 from the corner of Flinders
and Elizabeth streets arrives at the main
entrance of the Showgrounds on

Epsom Rd.

Buses from the northern and western
suburbs travel frequently to the
Showgrounds.

The angus breed, one of the
most common and best-known in
Australia, needs little publicity, but
the Show is a vital marketing tool
for lesser-known breeds such as
belgian blues or brahmans, Collins
says. The same sort of general
marketing benefit applies to tess
common animals, such as alpacas.

Collins won’t only be showing
his angus. He’ll be at the Show this
year as a judge for the murray grey
breeds and for the junior beef
cattle handlers’ competitions, his
favourite part of the Show.

“l love doing this and it’s
important: it’s the future of our
industry,” Collins, who has judged
junior beef cattle handlers’
competitions at most of the big
shows around Australia, says.

“And it's not about winning. It’s
about being involved, learning
from the experience and building
confidence. | try to get the
microphone around to every
entrant.”

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OSH Adamson and Patrick Barrett are the young

guns of woodchopping — Adamson is Australia’s
under-21 team captain, Barrett the New Zealand
under-21 manager. And they’re in peak condition
for a trans-Tasman Test under lights for the first
time at the Coca-Cola Arena.

Veteran Australian axeman Laurence 0’Toole
says the under-21trans-Tasman competition has
been so close in recent years he can’t pick the
winning team.

“There’s absolutely nothing init,” O’Toole,
who has been chopping at the Show for about
40 years and will be competing again this year,
says. His son, also Laurence, is one of the
world’s best axemen and will also be in action.

Adamson has been in heavy training for the
past couple of months, with good results at the
Royal Easter Show in Sydney and almost a clean
sweep of competitions at local shows.

Chopping is in his blood. One great-
grandfather and two grandfathers were axemen
and his father (also an axeman) and mother met
through woodchopping. His mother didn’t
compete but she’s quite handy when a barrow
load of wood is required, Adamson says.

Adamson’s Australian team is young, with a
few 17 and 18-year-old first-timers and a couple
in their second year in the team. Barrett’s Kiwi
team is also young, with a few members still
at school.

Barrett has also been chopping since he was
young. His great-grandparents, grandparents,
parents, aunts and uncles, cousins, brothers
and sisters and even his in-laws are all involved
in the sport.

His approach to training for this big
competition is simple: get fit and chop a lot.
Adamson also knows the importance of fitness.
He rides a bike and runs every week, saying an
understanding of how to stay fit is one of the
main differences between young axemen and
those of generations past.

IGHT-year-old thoroughbred Koyuna

Ted has his passport ready. Well, not
really his passport, rather his certificate
of eligibility, which means he and his
owner and rider, champion showjumper
Becky Allen, have jJumped courses of a
certain minimum standard and are ready
to go to the Beijing Olympics if picked as
part of the Australian equestrian team.

Allen says though the Royal
Melbourne Show is not an official
selection trial for Beijing, it's an
important opportunity to compete at
international standards.

“The judges will be watching very
closely,” she says.

Those judges will also be watching
seasoned Olympic campaigner Vicki
Roycroft, who listened to Allen’s glowing
praise of the new Showgrounds
experience last year and decided to join
her in Melbourne.

Allen says equestrian legend Roycroft,
who has represented Australia at three
Olympics and three world
championships, will be hard to beat.

Melbourne was once the pinnacle
event for showjumping, a reputation that
is being rebuilt on the back of the
Showgrounds renovation.

Competitors are coming from all over
Australia for the opportunity to
participate in an international-standard
competition at the Show. The four-day
showjumping program is also easier on
everyone’s schedules than longer
programs at other shows.

Alien has put aside her usual work
commitments as a riding instructor,
horse trainer and trader to concentrate
on her Show and Olympic campaigns.

She is confident about her chances for
success in Melbourne and for inclusion
in the Olympic team. She and Koyuna
Ted are on the Australian development
squad for the Olympics and spent time in
Queensland in july at an intensive
training camp with the national coach.

The girl from Arthurs Creek, northeast
of Melbourne, is no stranger to
high-level equestrian competition. Allen,
27, began riding aged three and has
since been a Show fixture. Her mother
rode for Victoria and her father, Robbie
Allen, rode for Australia and was
selected for two Olympic squads, though
he never competed at an Olympics.

Allen will also compete in the
Garryowen Equestrienne Turnout.
Garryowen was champion rider Violet
Murrell’s horse. Murrell tried to save
Garryowen when her stables caught fire
in 1934, but both died. It’s rare for a rider
to compete in the showjumping and the
Garryowen.
