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1950 Royal Melbourne Diamond Jubilee Show (September 21 - 30)
Always keen for a new angle to promote the Show the Royal Agricultural Society decided to annoint the 1950 Show 

as the Royal Melbourne Diamond Jubilee Show, in order to commemorate the fact that in 1890, the then National 
Agricultural Society was given permission to use the prefix “Royal.”.

Former Melbourne Driving and Training Premiership winner Jack James, now thoroughbred trainer, returned as 
judge for the breeding classes and selected Yarrawalla as the Grand Champion square-gaited stallion to give that horse 
successive titles. Something New by Globe Derby’s brilliant son New Derby was adjudged best pacing stallion.

On the track the highligth was the remarkable equalling of the Show and Australian mile record for trotters of 2:08 by 
the Tasmanian Father’s Wish who commenced her career as a pacer.

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1951 Royal Melbourne Commemoration Show (September 20 - 29)
The Royal Agricultural Society landed on yet another marketing tool by agreeing that the 1951 Show would be known 

as the Royal Melbourne Commemoration Show, after they were requested to use that name by the State Government. 
The Government wanted the Society to co-operate with the widespread celebrations arranged to commemorrate the 
centenary of responsible Government in Victoria, the centenary of the discovery of gold in Victoria and the Jubilee of the 
formation of the Commonwealth Government.

A new feature programmed for the arena was a suite of Olympic Equestrian events such as dressage, thought to 
bolster the Society’s bid to host the 1956 Olympic Games.

Prominent breeder and studmaster Joe Glenn from Tylden was appointed as judge and selected a new Grand 
Champion square-gaited stallion in Mark William, and re-affirmed Something New as the Grand Champion pacing 
stallion. Another notable award was the Champion Broodmare, which was won by the Commotion (by Raider USA), 
exhibited by Australia’s foremost breeder Edgar Tatlow. It was his first prize since moving from Tasmania to Victoria.

After less than one year as President, the death at age 63 
of Alex Hunter shocked Victorians, leaving a widow Dorothy 
and a son Robert (see right).

Alex Hunter was born into harness racing with his father 
Robert founding the Burnewang stud farm at Elmore in the 
1870s, a farm that stood the foundation sire, Honest Harry 
who sired the dam of the Australasian record holder Adelaide 
Direct as well as the ancestress of NZ legend Lordship.

A true sportsman who raced horses for the pleasure of 
it, Alex at one time owned the legendary Globe Derby, the 
sensational Happy Voyage and unhoppled pacer Harry Alto, 
all three Australian champions of their time.

In 1927 he switched the allegiances of his famous 
Northwood Park complex to concentrate on the breeding of 
thoroughbreds and beef cattle, selling all of his standardbred 
stock including Globe Derby and subsequent Victoria Derby 
winner Robert Derby. This dramatic move was due to Alex’s 
dismay at the manner Victorian harness racing was being 
controlled by the ruthless John Wren. He declared that, “One 
day when Wren and his henchmen are no more, I will return 
to lead trotting out of this mess.”

True to his word, he did. As a very influential member 
of the Royal Agricultural Society, Alex provided the ailing 
industry a lifeline shortly after WW2 by being the driving 
force in convincing the RAS to construct a circuit at the 
Showgrounds for harness racing.

He was duly appointed as the first Chairman of the then 
Trotting Control Board of Victoria and the establishment of 
the A. G. Hunter Cup as Victoria’s premier event was done 
to perpetuate the memory of a great and timely man for 
Victorian harness racing.

In the lead up to the 1957 there were major moves on site as the Trotting Control Board moved its complete operations 

from the RAS Administraton Building to the newly constructed A. G. Hunter Stand. This meant that the Royal Agricultural 
Society that had always rented offices in the City for its administration was able to move its entire operation into the 
vacated Administration building (previously it just moved part of the administration to the Showgrounds a couple of 
weeks prior to each Show).

Another change involving the harness racing events was that the observation of races by the stewards would no 
longer be done from a patrol car following the horses from inside the running rail  as had been done since 1947, but from 
fixed positions in towers situated in vantage points over the outside rail.

 Former leading trainer/driver and later thoroughbred trainer Bill Balloch returned to judge the horses and for the first 
time the Class for Stallions was a combined one for pacers and square-gaited sires, however, disappointingly there was 
a conspicious absence in the two-year-old and yearling colt classes.

Meanwhile in the arena the champion trotting mare Carlotta’s Pride, she of 100% American pedigree, confirmed 
her greatness by creating not only a new Showgrounds mile record of 2:07.2, but also a time that represented a new 
Australian mile record for trotters. 

Carlotta’s Pride was bred by Eric Cochran and sold off as a youngster, interestingly that is the same fate that befell 
the previous record holder Black Moth.
